» professional field: 9. 1 ‘National Security’;

» scientific specialty: ‘Organisation and Management Outside the Sphere of
Material Production (National Security)’;

» higher education institution: Vasil Levski National Military University;

» academic subjects: ‘Theoretical foundations of military logistics’, ‘Logistics of
fuels and lubricants — first and second part’, ‘Tactics of logistics units — first and
second part’, ‘Codification and standardisation’ and ‘Methodology of tactical special
training’.

The only candidate in the competition is Lt. Col. Nikolay Penchev Stefanov,
PhD, Assistant Professor in the Department of Security Logistics at the Land Forces
Faculty of the Vasi!

He was admitted to the competition with a protocol with registration Ne
3341/20.07.2020 from the work of a committee appointed by an order of the Head of
the Vasil Levski National Military University Ne P/1-02-722/15.07.2020 regarding the
appointment of a committee for verification of the documents and admission to a
competition for the academic position of Associate Professor at the Vasil Levski

from the work of the scientific jury appointed by order of the Head of the Vasil Levski
National Military University Ne PJ[-02-728/15.07.2020, on the appointment of a
scientific jury to conduct a competition for the academic position of Associate
Professor at the Vasil Levski National Military University.

* 33 (thirty-three) scientific works with a total volume of 177 (one hundred and
seventy-seven) pages, distributed as follows:

- scientific reports — 32 (thirty two), in the volume of 171 (one hundred and
seventy-one) pages; :

- scientific articles — 1 (one), in a volume of 6 (six) pages;

The total number of scientific works submitted for participation in the
competition is 34 (thirty-four), in a volume of 361 (three hundred and sixty-one)
pages. They were published in the period 2013 — 2019. Lt. Col. Nikolay Penchev
Stefanov, PhD, is the independent author (one author) of 18 (eighteen) of them,
including the monographic work. The other 16 (sixteen) scientific papers are co-
authored.

According to the bibliographic description, I accept as an article publication Ne
12 from the list of publications, inventions and other scientifically applicable results
presented by the candidate — Stefanov, N., Improving the efficiency of outsourcing
services in the Bulgarian Armed Forces, Revista Academiei Fortelor Terestre, Sibiu,
Romania, Nicolae Balcescu Land Forces Academy, 2017, Vol. XXII Nr.

One of the reports — Dimitrova, S., Nichev, N., Stefanov, N., ‘Development of
Outsourcing Services’, The 21st International Conference The Knowledge-Based
Organization, Nicolae Balcesc. Land Forces Academy, 11-13 June 2015, ISSUE 1,
pp. 192 = 197, Sibiu, Romania, ISSN 1843-6722, according to the terminology
introduced by the MNR, refers to group of indicators G-6 ‘Articles and reports
published in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in world-famous databases of

scientific information’ — it is indexed in Web of Science (WoS).
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The candidate has not submitted for evaluation textbooks, manuals or teaching
aids, as well as inventions or other scientifically applicable results. This is not a
mandatory condition of the competition. The candidate meets the mandatory
conditions of the competition, the minimum national requirements and the
requirements of the Vasil Levski National Military University, which makes his
candidacy completely legitimate. In support, as a habilitated person, I express in
principle a deep personal conviction that, in general, the assistant professor has the
expertise and practical experience to write a manual or teaching aid, but not to write a
textbook. Theoretical and practical summaries are made in textbooks that students are
required to apply in practice. Therefore, they should be verified and meaningful. The
skill for this comes after the habilitation, as the practical activity becomes much more
diverse than the one that the same person had as an assistant professor or assistant, as
he did not have the legal powers deriving from the formal competence in habilitation.

The works of the candidate in the competition have been published in
collections of scientific works at various international scientific forums, as well as in
periodicals in Bulgaria, Sibiu (Romania) and Agia Triada, Thessaloniki, Greece.

A summary of the scientific papers has been prepared and submitted by the
candidate for publication on the Internet, in accordance with the requirements of art.

After finishing high
school in 1993, he became a cadet at the Vasil Levski Higher Military Land Forces
School — Veliko Tarnovo, which he graduated in 1998 with a military qualification as
a Rear Officer ~ Military Economist and civilian specialty in Economics and Trade
Management. In 2012, he graduated from the G. S. Rakovski National Defence
College — Sofia. There he acquired a master's degree in professional field 9.2. ‘Military
Affairs’, military qualification as an Officer for the Operational and Tactical Units of
the Armed Forces of the Republic of Bulgaria and professional skills for organisation
and management of logistics in operational and tactical units.

In 2016, he acquired ESD Doctor of Philosophy in the field of higher education
3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences, professional field 3.7. Administration and
Management and in scientific specialty 05.02.24. Organisation and Management
Outside the Sphere of Material Production (Security and Defence) with a topic ‘Study
of Opportunities to Increase the Efficiency of Qutsourcing Services in the Bulgarian
Armed Forces’.

He became a member of the academic staff in the Republic of Bulgaria in 2013
when he held his first academic position as an assistant in the department of Economic
Management and Logistics at the Land Forces Faculty at the Vasil Levski National
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Military University. Until now, he has held the academic positions of assistant and
assistant professor.

As an officer, after graduating from the military school until today, Lt. Col.
Nikolay Stefanov, PhD, has held 7 positions in 4 garrisons.

The candidate has a variety of theoretical knowledge, and as a result of
purposefully acquired qualifications and many years of professional activity, as an
officer in the Bulgarian Army, he has gained practical experience and competence,
which he uses in his teaching. The interests and creative pursuits of Lt. Col. Nikolay
Stefanov, PhD, are in the following areas:

* development of capabilities and the Armed Forces;

* organisation and management of the process of providing services to the
Bulgarian Army by external organisations (outsourcing);

e factics and tactical-special training, actions of the logistics formations in
different types of combat;

¢ logistics provision;

e catering, food and energy intake of service members of the Bulgarian Armed
Forces in performing various tasks.

He has participated in three projects funded by the operational programmes of
the European Union, in which he has performed activities in four positions. The
projects are funded under OP Science and Education for Smart Growth — 2014-2020.

4. General characteristics of the scientific, scientific-applied and
pedagogical activity of the candidate

The presented for evaluation scientific works of the candidate Lt. Col. Nikolay
Penchev Stefanov, PhD, in general, are in the subject of the competition, which is
determined by the field of higher education, professional field, scientific specialty and
the disciplines in which it was announced. They are the result and a natural
continuation of the long-term search of the candidate, as well as of his experience as a
university lecturer at the Vasil Levski National Military University and a specialist in
the field of military logistics with professional experience worthy of respect. The
scientific output presented for evaluation is not the result of momentary whimsy and
over-productivity, realised within one or two years with the only idea to meet the
introduced minimum national requirements for holding the academic position of
Associate Professor. The research in the field of outsourcing and the peculiarities of its
application in the Ministry of Defence, the structures under the direct subordination of
the Minister of Defence and the Bulgarian Armed Forces are the result of the scientific
interests and searches of the candidate in this conditional direction of theory and
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practice. The topic of the competition is also the defended dissertation for the
acquisition of ESD Doctor of Philosophy, which is entitled ‘Study of Opportunities to
Increase the Efficiency of Outsourcing Services in the Bulgarian Armed Forces’.

- theoretical bases and aspects of military logistics — NeNe 4, 22, 23, 25, 28, 32;

- organisation of catering using outsourcing — NeNe 23, 26,32;

- research and optimisation in physiological aspect of nutrition in the
performance of various tasks by service members — NeNe 8, 9, 23, 24, 25, 26, 32.

The numbering is according to the list of publications of Lt. Col. Nikolay
Stefanov, PhD, for participation in a competition for the academic position of
Associate Professor.

Theoretical generalisations that are related to practice have been made in the
three directions. The modem dimensions of the problem in them are studied. The
candidate has a clear and pure statement, correctly uses the conceptual apparatus,
which, along with an in-depth presentation of each of the publications, shows
theoretical knowledge linked to practical experience.

In his reference for the implementation of the MNR for holding an academic
position (AP) Associate Professor, the candidate has indicated 14 citations of his
scientific papers. 3 of them are referred to in scientific journals or indexed in world-
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famous databases. This shows that his scientific production is recognisable among
colleagues in the professional field and the scientific specialty of the competition.

The abstracts of the scientific papers presented and published on the Internet
support my opinion expressed so far on the scientific value and applicability of the
results of the candidate's scientific publications.

The proposed for evaluation monographic work ‘Analysis of the application of
outsourcing services in the catering of military personnel’ is the work with the highest
weight and coefficient of significance, submitted by the candidate Lt. Col. Nikolai
Stefanov, PhD. The reviewers are Colonel Prof. Nikolay Nichev, PhD, and Prof. Eng.
Venelin Terziev, PhD. It was published by Faber Publishing House in 2019 and has a
volume of 184 (one hundred and eighty-four) pages. After the dissertation for the
acquisition of ESD Doctor of Philosophy, this is the greatest scientific work of the
author. Dedicated to the same topic, he further develops the scientific and scientific-
applied results of the dissertation, presenting both the modern aspects and the
meaningful experience gained.

The monographic paper provides a theoretical analysis of the factors, causes,
benefits and risks of using outsourcing services in the system of the Ministry of
Defence. The experience of the used outsourcing service ‘Catering — Preparation and
Distribution of Ready-to-ea; Food’ in the Bulgarian Armed Forces was analysed and
further considered, and a comparative analysis was made with the experience in the
military of one of the other NATO member states — the Romanian Armed Forces. One
of the scientific-applied contributions of the monograph is the development of a
methodology for analysis and control of outsourcing services applied by the Armed
Forces of the Republic of Bulgaria for providing food to personnel. The correctly
accepted restrictions also help to achieve the goal of the research presented in the
monograph.

In the monograph the author argues that the possibilities for analysis and control
of the used outsourcing services "Catering — Preparation and Distribution of Ready-to-
eat Food” in the Armed Forces must be adequate to:

* the limited resources and the impact on the provision of food to the personnel
of the army structures;

e trends in the development of logistics capabilities of the Armed Forces in
combination with the use of outsourcing services;

e the policies and norms of providing food to the personnel of the military units,
adequate to the National Security Strategy and the capabilities for conducting
operations;

® unstable legal regulations.
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The scientific contributions of the monographic work consist in further
development and generalisation of the theoretical knowledge and statements related to
the analysis and control of the used outsourcing services for providing food to the
personnel of the structures of the Bulgarian Armed Forces and the Ministry of
Defence. The proposed Methodology for Analysis and Control of the Outsourcing
Service ‘Catering — Preparation and Distribution of Ready-to-eat Food in a Military
Unit’ in the military circles can be indicated as an applied contribution.

I believe that the scientific and scientific-applied results achieved in the overall
creative activity, not only of the scientific works submitted for evaluation, as some of
them are co-authored, are the personal work of Lt. Col. Nikolai Penchev Stefanov,
PhD. They enrich and further develop existing knowledge, prove some new facts and
statements, and this helps to achieve real results for their implementation in practice.

I do not know about any official signals, legitimate under the current
legislation, for plagiarism against the scientific works of the candidate Nikolay
Penchev Stefanov, PhD.

The candidate has participated in three projects as follows:

3. Project BGO5SM20P001-2.009-0001, ‘Support for human resources
development and research potential of Vasil Levski National Military University for its
establishment as a modern centre of knowledge’ — period: 2017 — 2018, positions:
Expert on educational activities in outsourced training and Summer School Organiser.

He was the scientific supervisor of 4 graduates with a successful defence.

5. Main scientific results and contributions

The main scientific results and contributions achieved in the candidate’s works,
submitted for evaluation, are essential for the enrichment of theory and practice and
represent an original contribution to science. They are related to the process of
gencrating capabilities in security and defence.

I accept the scientific and scientific-applied contributions of the candidate in the
competition Lt. Col. Nikolay Penchev Stefanov, PhD, presented by him in the
reference required by the competition, with several minimal corrections in the

‘wording, as follows:
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3.1. Scientific contributions:

5.1.1. New knowledge has been generated for the management of outsourcing
services, in a resource-limited and dynamically changing environment, as the
transformation of resources into defence capabilities is oriented on the dependence of
‘cost-effects’ in connection with the principle of efficiency and effectiveness of
management and executive activities under the National Security Strategy — I accept.

5.1.2. The methodology of the national training of the forces of the Bulgarian
Army specified for participation in expeditionary operations, in particular in the Vasil
Levski National Military University, has been described in order to determine the
adequacy of the actual intake of energy and essential nutrients with the normatively
established values — I do not accept as scientific but as scientific-applied
contribution.

5.1.3. The possible risk events that have a negative impact on the effective use
and optimisation of the outsourcing service used to provide food to personnel in the
Armed Forces are systematised — I accept with this wording.

5.1.4. The place has been determined and the role of the management control to
the used outsourcing services in the field of defence has been clarified. Alternatives
have been found for the application of even more effective control in order to optimise
the outsourcing processes — I accept with this wording.

5.1.5. A study of the nutrition of service members was made, analysing the
intake of basic nutrients by cadets located in winter field conditions. Based on the
obtained results, an exceptional imbalance was established according to the nutrition
norms of the population in Bulgaria, and proposals were made for optimising’ the
nutrition model of cadets in field winter conditions, adequate to their needs — I do not
accept as scientific but as scientific-applied contribution.

5.1.6 The theoretical statements related to the analysis and control of the used
outsourcing services for providing food to the personnel of the structures of the
Bulgarian Armed Forces and the Ministry of Defence have been further developed — I
accept.

5.2. Scientific-applied contributions:

5.2.1. An example conceptual model for evaluating the quality of the
outsourcing services used in the field of the armed forces is proposed — I accept.

5.2.2. A methodology has been developed for analysis and control of the
outsourcing service ‘Catering — Preparation and Distribution of Ready-to-eat Food in a
Military Unit’ in the military circles — I accept.

53.2.3. Opportunities have been identified for improving the overall outsourcing
processes in the Bulgarian Army by segmenting the desired results and, on this basis,
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determining the relevant policy for each segment in order to achieve transparency in
the management of security and defence resources — I accept.

5.2.4. The legal-linear aspects of the logistics provision in the Bulgarian Armed
Forces are systematised, analysed and widely represented in the theoretical
publications. The results of the analyses are presented in authoritative scientific
publications, which are in a number of information databases, such as Google Science,
ResearchGate and SSRN ~ I accept.

6. Critical notes

Along with the positive qualities of the scientific production submitted for
review, some weaknesses can be pointed out. They are related to the annoying
technical errors for each member of the academic staff in the Republic of Bulgaria,
which are difficult to establish without the expertise of a proof-reader. I have found
such in the titles of publications NeNe 7, 22 and 26.

The scientific contributions I have accepted are unequivocally proven, but they
can also have an alternative shorter wording,

Copies of the cover, title (first) or other page on which the ISBN or ISSN is
printed, content page and the page with the title of the report are not included in the
presented list of scientific production. This makes it easier to identify the publications
submitted for evaluation. Nevertheless, the candidate quite correctly included in the set
— in electronic form and on paper, the texts of his publications in the way they are
formatted in the impressions in which they were printed.

In the submitted report for implementation of the MNR for AP Associate
Professor in item 7 of group of indicators D, for half of the submitted for evaluation
scientific publications the candidate did not indicate the pages (from — to) of the
publication in which they were published. As an authorised person for entry in the
register of the AC in NACID, I confirm that such an omission does not allow entry in
NACID after a successful procedure. This critical note is related to the previous one.

Not all of the points indicated by the candidate in group of indicators E are
correct, and I specify that the real point equivalent is higher — a circumstance that is
not to the detriment of the candidate. This indicator does not require dividing the total
number of points by the number of co-authors. The number of points for one citation
in a collective volume with scientific review and in a journal is different.

These critical remarks do not diminish the merits of the scientific works
presented for evaluation and can easily be compensated in the next creative
manifestations.
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7. Personal impressions

My personal impressions of the candidate Lt. Col. Nikolay Penchev Stefanov,
PhD, are built on the basis of official relationships and professional activity. I know
him as a disciplined, hard-working and dedicated university lecturer, an officer with a
background and professional knowledge. He applies the knowledge he possesses, as
well as the results of his research in practice. He can work in a team and in a scientific
team, which are two different skills. In doing so, he invests academic and military
ethics and courtesy, and thus sets an example to his colleagues. He can achieve
medium and long-term goals. He is actively involved in the educational process and in
any other general activity of the primary unit. He shows concern for the students in the
department and monitors their proper personal and professional development. He takes
care of his theoretical and methodological development, participates in the processes
of improvement and maintenance of the educational material base in the department.

I have no publications co-authored with the candidate.

8. Conclusion

Having in mind the results of the candidate Lt. Col. Nikolay Penchev Stefanov,
PhD, his scientific contribution, the originality of his scientific works and the
reliability of the presented scientific data, as well as on the basis of the above, I believe
that he meets the requirements of the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in
the Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations for Application of the Law on the
Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria for holding the academic
position of Associate Professor, and I give him my POSITIVE EVALUATION.

Pursuant to art. 26, para. 3, art. 27 and art. 27a, para. 1 of LDASRB and art. 57,
para. 3, art. 57a and art. 58 of RALDASRB, I propose to the respected scientific jury
of the competition Lt. Col. Nikolay Penchev Stefanov, PhD, to be ranked and
proposed for election by the Faculty Council of the Land Forces Faculty to hold the
academic position of Associate Professor in the Department of Security Logistics at
the Land Forces Faculty of the Vasil Levski National Military University, in the field
of higher education 9. Security and Defence, professional field 9.1. National Security

and in the scientific specialty Organisation and Management Outside the Sphere of
Material Production (National Security).
