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1. General characteristics of the research, scientific-applied and
pedagogical activity of the candidate

The papers submitted for review by Assist. Prof. Nikolay Penchev
Stefanov, PhD are in the field and topics of the specialty of the competition for
Associate Professor in the higher education field 9. Security and Defence,
professional field 9.1. National Security, scientific specialty Organisation and
Management Outside the Field of Material Production, related mainly to the
issues of logistics in the military units and training of personnel for the
structures involved in the planning and management of resources in the
Bulgarian Armed Forces.

The publications are in specialised scientific journals, the candidate's style
is academic, thorough, understandable and straightforward, adhering to
academic standards.

The candidate has presented his works in different formats, organised in
several main subject areas:

- generation of new knowledge and skills for a systematic covering of the

issues concerning the implementation of outsourcing services to provide food

for the personnel in the units of the Bulgarian Armed Forces and the MoD and

development of a methodology for analysis and control of the outsourcing
service.

- further development of the theory and practice regarding the nature,

main and additional functions of the intermodal terminals, leading to increased

efficiency in their operation.
- crealion of a coherent system of theoreticsl generalisations and

proposals on the problems for improvement of the methodology for cleaning
the vessel capacity for storing oil products and flammable liquids in the military
units of the Ministry of Defence.

The research identifies the challenges, threats and risks for the provision
of field services during the participation of the armed forces in EU operations,

allowing for the increase of the combat potential of the units and achieving the

necessary sanitary and living conditions for work and rest of personnel.

The scientific papers presented for review are a challenge for the scientific
community working on the problems of our national security,. The reason is the

author's ambition to generate new knowledge, which is scientifically based and

practically applicable, about the need for changes in the MoD policy to provide

opportunities for the realisation of the main factor related to the development of
the armed forces, namely meeting the expectations and needs of the personnel

employed in the Bulgarian military.
I accept for review all materials submitted by the candidate which in my

opinion are in the subject of the competition and contain contributions in the

reviewed area. The number of publications is representative, and I evaluate it as

sufficient for participation in a competition for the academic position of



Associate Professor at the Vasil Levski National Military University in the town
of Veliko Tarnovo.

2. Assessment of the pedagogical preparation and activity of the
candidate

Assistant Professor Nikolay Stefanov, PhD excels as a researcher of the
factors, causes, benefits and risks of using outsourcing services in the system of
the Ministry of Defence and their practical implementation in the training
according to the curricula at NMU.

The continuous improvement of the theoretical and pedagogical training
allows Assistant Professor Nikolay Stefanov, PhD to master the skills of both
the supervisor of practical exercises and the lecturer. He conducts training for
the Bachelor's Degree at Vasil Levski NMU and in specialised courses in the
following subjects: Standardisation and codification; Logistics with fuels and
lubricants and special fluids; Theoretical foundations of military logistics;
Tactics of logistics units; Logistics with fuels and lubricants, technical means

and warehouses with fuels and lubricants; Social dynamics; Social Impact
Assessment; Public Administration. He develops and actively participates in the
development of lectures and teaching aids for the main courses.

The development of nine curricula, the systematic use of modern

interactive forms of education in the learning process, the supervision of
exercises and practical classes, as well as the successful organisation,

conducting and provision of seven tactical exercises have helped him become a

very good teacher and methodologist on the subjects taught by him.

The candidate has published papers at national forums with international

participation - 12, individual papers at national forums - 21, as well as

participated in organising and holding scientific conferences, seminars and

discussions.

Assist. Prof. Stefanov, PhD skilfully combines teaching and research

activities, advises cadets and graduates. He can work in a team and shares his

knowledge and skills with colleagues and trainees. In the materials submitted to

me for review, the wide application of the results of the research activity of the

candidate is evident, which is confirmed by the presented reference for the

citations.

3. Main scientific results and contributions
The main contributions of the candidate are of scientific, scientifically

applied and applied nature and can be summarised in the following areas:

research, teaching and control.
1.1. New knowledge and skills for managing outsourcing services have

been generated in a resource-limited and dynamically changing environment.

l.2.The methodology of the national preparation of the Bulgarian Armed
Forces for participation in expeditionary operations has been theoretically
enriched, in order to determine the adequacy of the actual intake of energy and

1.3. The possible risk events, having a negative impact on the effective
use and optimisation of the outsourcing service for providing food to the armed
forces' personnel are presented. (papers J\b I , 6, 8,24,31).

1.6. An exemplary conceptual model for assessing the quality of the
outsourcing services used in the sphere of the armed forces has been created.

1.7. A methodology for analysis and control of the outsourcing service
'Catering - preparation and distribution of ready-to-eat food in a military unit'
has been developed. (papers No 1, 26,27).

1.8. Opportunities for improvement of the overall outsourcing processes

in Bulgarian Armed Forces have been identified through segmentation of the

desired results. (papers }lb 13, 16,25,27).
4. Assessment of the significance of the contributions for science and

practice
The achieved results in the works of Assistant Professor Stefanov, PhD

are further research and development of topics and problems in the theory of
security and defence of the Bulgarian Armed Forces. These are successfully
used in the educational process at Vasil Levski NMU in the training of cadets

for the needs of the Ministry of Defence. They show that the proposed

generalised and systematised by the candidate scientific achievements based on

the ideas of modern outsourcing theorists and leading specialists in the practice

of outsourcing services have areal application in practice.
I believe that the papers are independent work of the candidate and

successfully defend his claims for scientific and scientifically applied
contributions.

5. Critical notes for the submitted works
Some critical remarks can be made to the materials submitted for review:
- there are inaccuracies, repetitions and wording effors in the design of

some of the works, which do not reduce their scientific value but worsen the

possibilities for quick perception;



- the research in some scientific publications is not completed, which
opens the possibility for future scientific developments and a more in-depth
theoretical understanding of the problematic issues.

These lapses are technical and organisational in nature and do not reduce
the value of the results achieved by the author, proving his ability to develop,
independently and in a team, issues important for the theory and practice of
logistics in the Bulgarian military. I recommend Assist. Prof. Stefanov, PhD to
continue his scientific research and realise the achieved scientific results in his
teaching activity.

6. Conclusion
Based on the above and having in mind the legally defined criteria and

indicators for holding the academic position of Associate Professor, in
accordance with the minimum national requirements under Art. 2b in the Law
on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, I can draw
the following conclusion:

The scientific production presented by the candidate Assistant Professor

Nikolay Penchev Stefanov, PhD in the competition contains scientific and

applied research results that represent an original contribution to science and

meet the conditions and requirements of the Law on the Development of
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations for its
implementation.

7. Evaluation of the candidates
Judging as a whole the presented monograph and the other publications on

current and practically important topics, as a member of the scientific jury, I
give a 'positive' assessment of the candidate, Assistant Professor Nikolay
Penchev Stefanov, PhD for the academic position of Associate Professor in the

field of higher education 9.
