The titles submitted by the candidate are distributed as follows:
— monograph — 184 pages;
—papers — 164 pages;
—articles — 7 pages;

The above do not overlap with the publications that the candidate has submitted
in defence of a dissertation for the acquisition of educational and scientific degree
Doctor.

I do not accept for review the reports under numbers 19 and 20 which I consider
not to fall within the scope of the scientific specialty Organisation and Management
Outside the Field of Material Production (National Security).

After getting acquainted with the materials for the competition, I believe that
the scientific publications submitted by the candidate correspond to the subjects
specified in Ministerial Order Ne OH-84 / 27.01.2020 “Theoretical foundations of
military logistics’, ‘Logistics of fuels and lubricants — first and second part, ‘Tactics

of logistics units — first and second part’, ‘Codification and standardisation’ and
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‘Methodology of tactical special training’.

The presented scientific production is an in-depth study of the processes and
phenomena in the field of organisation and management outside the field of material
production.

2. General characteristics of the research, scientific-applied and
pedagogical activity of the candidate

The results of the research and scientific-applied activity of Lt. Col. Nikolay
Penchev Stefanov, PhD, are presented through his publication activity in the country
and abroad for the period 2013 — 2019, as follows: in the field of application of
outsourcing services in the Bulgarian Armed Forces — 19 and military logistics — 15.

The scientific field in which the candidate works determines his participation in
scientific forums organised by military educational institutions and institutions in the
field of security, education and technology.

3. Opinion about the presence or lack of plagiarism.

In the course of my work as a member of the scientific jury, no non-anonymous
and motivated written signal was received to establish plagiarism in the publications
of the candidate in the competition.

4. Assessment of the pedagogical preparation and activity of the
candidate.

I have the opportunity to know the candidate personally. Lt. Col. Nikolay
Penchev Stefanov, PhD, acquired a Bachelor's degree, majoring in Logistics Officer-
Military Economist at the Vasil Levski Land Forces Academy, in 1998, a Master's
degree, majoring in Organisation and Management of Logistics Support in
Operational and Tactical Formations in G. S. Rakovski National Defence College in
Sofia in 2012, and in 2016 he acquired educational and scientific degree Doctor in
the scientific specialty 05. 02.24 Organisation and Management Outside the Field of

Material Production /Security and Defence/.
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In the period 2013 to 2017, he held the academic position of assistant, and
from 2017 to the present, he is an assistant professor at the Vasil Levskj National
Military University, Veliko Tarnovo.

The candidate improves his pedagogical training by developing lectures and
methodological research in the following subjects: Logistics with fuel and lubricants;
Standardisation and codification; Theoretical foundations of military logistics;
Tactics of logistics units; Methodology of tactical special training; Tactics of the type
of armed force; Organisation of the material support of the troops. Lt. Col. Stefanov,
PhD, has supervised four graduates and the practical classes of the cadets in tactical
exercises.

5. Fundamental scientific results and contributions.

The main scientific contributions and scientific applied contributions, which
are essential for enriching the theory and practice, presented for participation in the
competition are in the professional field 9.1. National Security and can be divided
into two trends: !

1. SCIENTIFIC CONTRIBUTIONS:

I.1. New knowledge and skills for managing outsourcing services have been
generated in a resource-limited and dynamically changing environment, as the
transformation of resources into defence capabilities is oriented towards the
dependence of ‘cost-effects’ in connection with the principle of efficiency and
effectiveness of Management and executive activities of the National Security
Strategy — monograph and publications with numbers 3, 5,7, 10, 11, 12 and 17.

1.2, The methodology of the national preparation of the designated forces of

the Bulgarian military for participation in expeditionary operations has been studied,

in particular at the Vasil Levski National Military University, in order to determine
the adequacy of the actual intake of energy and essential nutrients with the normative
values — publications number 8 and 9.

1.3. The possible risk events that have a negative impact on the effective use
and optimisation of the used outsourcing service for providing food to personnel in
the Armed Forces are presented — publications with numbers 1, 6, 31 and 33.

1.4. The place has been determined and the role of the management control to
the used outsourcing services in the field of defence has been clarified. In this regard,
ways to improve it have been proposed. Alternatives have been sought and found for
the application of even more effective control in order to optimise the outsourcing
processes — monograph and publications with numbers 1, 14, 26 and 27.

1.5. A study of the nutrition of servicemen was made, analysing the intake of
basic nutrients by cadets in winter field conditions. Based on the obtained results, an
exceptional imbalance was established according to the nutrition norms for the
population in Bulgaria, and proposals were made for ‘optimisation’ of the nutrition
model of cadets in field winter conditions, adequate to their needs — publications
numbers 25 and 32.

1.6. The theoretical statements related to the analysis and control of the used
outsourcing services for providing food to the personnel of the structures of the
Bulgarian Armed Forces and the Ministry of Defence have been further developed —
monograph and publications with numbers 12, 13, 16, 29 and 30.

2. SCIENTIFIC-APPLIED CONTRIBUTIONS:

2.1. An example conceptual model for assessing the quality of the outsourcing
services used in the field of the Armed Forces is proposed — publication number 15.

2.2. A methodology for analysis and control of the outsourcing service
‘Catering nutrition — preparation and distribution of ready-to-eat food in a military

unit’ in military circles has been developed — monograph.
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2.3. Opportunities are identified for improving the overall outsourcing
processes in the Bulgarian military by segmenting the desired results and on this
basis, determining the appropriate policy for each segment in order to achieve
transparency in the management of security and defence resources — publications
numbers 16, 21, 29 and 30.

2.4. Rectilinear aspects of logistics in the Bulgarian military have been
classified, analysed and widely used in theoretical publications. The results of the
analyses are presented in authoritative scientific publications, which are in a number
of information databases, such as:

- Google Scholar — publication number 8,

- ResearchGate — publications number 18, 22, 23 and

- SSRN - publications number 2,4, 24 and 28.

I fully accept the reference submitted by the applicant for the contributions,
which are sufficiently significant in nature.

6. Assessment of the significance of the contributions for science and

practice.

The presented scientific publications, whose a uthor is the candidate, give
grounds to form the conviction that he a recognised researcher. The research of Lt.
Col. Nikolay Penchev Stefanov, PhD, can and should be used in the training of both
cadets and graduates of V. Levski NMU, Nikola Y. Vaptsarov Naval Academy and
G. Benkovski Air Force Academy and in the training of students from G. S, Rakovski
National Defence College.

One of the scientific articles by the candidate is referenced in the world-famous
Web of Science database, and the citations mentioned by the candidate are 14, 3 of
which are referenced in the world-famous Web of Science database. The volume and
the presented materials testify to the good recognisability of Lt. Col. Nikolay

Stefanov, PhD, among the scientific communities in the country.
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7. Assessment of the degree to which the contributions are an
achievement of the candidate.

The scientific results are the personal work of Lt. Col Stefanov, PhD. They can
be defined as enriching and developing existing knowledge, proving new facts and
statements and applying the results in practice.

8. Ceritical notes on the reviewed works.

The provided materials give me a reason to formulate the following critical note
— the structure of the scientific publications of Lt. Col. Nikolai Stefanov, PhD, is
unbalanced. Scientific reports predominate, and there are very few scientific articles
in specialised journals.

I recommend the candidate to focus his efforts on continuing the scientific work
and publishing materials in foreign publications, which are reflected in referenced
secondary databases - Web of Science and Scopus in order to promote their research.

9. Personal impressions and other issues on which the reviewer considers

it important to take a stand.

I have known Lt. Col. Nikolay Penchev Stefanov, PhD, for many years as a
lecturer and scientist. My personal impressions are that the candidate is extremely
collegial, respected by his colleagues, with in-depth knowledge and responsible
attitude to teaching.

10. Conclusion.

The candidate for the academic position of Associate Professor Lieutenant
Colonel Nikolay Penchev Stefanov, PhD, has proven to be an authoritative scientist.
The rich and diverse scientific production, the scientific contributions, the applied

aspects of the research, the teaching activity fully and synchronously correspond to
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the status of “associate professor’. The presented publishing activity, the participation
in national and international forums and the skills to defend his scientific theses give
me a reason to give my high assessment of the compliance with the requirements for
holding the academic position Associate Professor.
