3. The general scientific results and contributions

The publications papers, submitted for review can be characterized as results

of specific scientific researches with practical application, education and training,

For the candidate research studies in referred areas are applied analytical

methods that enable comparative analysis and extraction of new knowledge about

the decision-making processes, the study of the needs and impact analysis of new

capabilities, the improvement of AF conceptual basis and methodologies, for the

application of the scientific achievements into the National Security subject area

practice, and the application of a scientific approach to the development of AF

logistics training and qualification.

Altematives have been proposed for the implementation of

effective control of services.

. Research of the aspects of the military personnel nutrition, revealing

negative disproportions between needs and practices and proposing an optimization

of the current nutrition model.

. The theoretical foundations of the outsourcing analysis and control for

the improvement nutrition of the Armed Forces personnel.

The following candidate achievements could be evaluated with a direct

applied orientation:

. A conceptual model for assessing the quality of the outsourcing Armed

Forces services.

. A methodology for analysis and control of catering as an outsourcing

Armed Forces logistics service.

. Aspects of using the achievements of the specialized studies

outsourcing to increase the quality and transparency of the security and defence

resources management.

. Analysis and systematization of scientific achievements in leading

national and international scientific journals and information databases, such as

Google Science, ResearchGate and SSRN with the possibility of their practical use

in training and qualification in the area of security and defence.



4. Assessment the contributions to the science and practice

The candidate's achievements can be assessed as a result of an in-depth study

ofthe theoretical foundations ofthe Armed Forces logistical support. They have both

scientific and practical orientation. While the achievements contributing to the

knowledge enrichment, they also support the expanding the possibilities for

application of modem science-based practices and approaches to the AF material

provision. A summary of the possibilities for their practical application reveals that

regardless of the orientation towards the needs of the military education system, the

application of civilian elements and approaches turns the candidate's scientific

production into mechanisms for targeted training and enrichment the expertise

outside the Ministry of Defence.

7. Critical notes

The main risks when presenting a new, or enriching the existing knowledge

are related to the personal ability to form direct communication channels with the

specific target group. They are used for building an appropriate professional

common or shared understanding, as in many cases is practicing formation,

imposition, or validation of new terminology and expert language. As remarks for

increasing the quality of the future candidate's researches could be outlined:
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. More attention in promoting the expert specifics of new terminology in a

conservative "army language".

. The expansion of the group of users of specialized knowledge and expertise

beyond the traditional boundaries of the Defence System requires taking

consideration the target audience's level of expertise and training needs with an

emphasis on the possibility for application non-military services for AF operational

capabilities building.

. With an assessment of the complex impact and significance, it would be

appropriate to continue and deepen research in order to improve scientifically the

methodologies and tools for analysis, assessment and improvement of the Armed

Forces Logistics.

8. Personal impressions

Personally, I do not know the candidate in depth. His personal training,

experience and research are assessed through the proposed papers and publications,

which serye as a good attestation for personal training and scientific potential with

past and future contribution to the enrichment of the specialized professional and

pedagogical expertise of the Department Security Logistics.

9. Conclusion

The scientific papers and publications, submitted for the peer-review of the
