The monographic work has a total volume of 208 pages, of which 159 are basic
work and 49 pages with annexes (6 in number), illustrating and proving the results
achieved by the author. The scientific development includes an introduction, three
chapters, a conclusion, a bibliography and a list of annexes to the monograph.

The modern requirements for military education and training lead to changes that
are aimed at individual training and, more precisely, the part that concerns dynamic
training in a realistically recreated environment. Some of them require the introduction
of the concept of "tactical shooting" into practice, which manages to compensate for the
necessary needs. In this area, a problem is caused by the lack of theoretical foundations,
regulated connections to tactical activities, a developed methodology for training small
teams (a group of up to four soldiers) and the unification of the basic methodological
skills that are acquired in military schools.

In this regard, the monographic work analyzes the concept of "tactical shooting",

provides a model for its integration into military education, and creates an opportunity
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for timely improvement of the education and training process of the armed forces of the
Republic of Bulgaria in response to modern requirements.

The relevance of the monographic work is determined by the lack of a general
understanding of the concept of "tactical shooting" in the conduct of military training
and military education. Additionally, the need for a unified system of training with
individual soldiers and teams of up to four people in dynamically changing
environmental factors, which are linked to the ability to plan and execute various
tactical activities, is highlighted.

The main purpose of the monograph is to create a model for integrating tactical
shooting training into the educational process of cadets at the Vasil Levski National
Military University (NMU) and to outline opportunities for its use in the education and
training process of the armed forces of the Republic of Bulgaria.

The structure of the monograph follows the order of the achieved research results
and aims to create consistency in the process.

The first chapter “Essence of tactical shooting” includes an analysis of the
concept under consideration, which derives a working definition. The elements of the
training process are established, and the order of their interaction is specified. The
general semantic characteristics of the concepts “tactical shooting” and “tactical
actions” are revealed. They themselves provide an opportunity to synthesize
classifications with an accompanying detailed description.

In the next chapter “Role, place and conduct of tactical shooting training in the
military education and training process”, approaches for conducting tactical shooting
training in the military education and training process are determined. Possibilities for
implementing tactical shooting in dynamic conditions are presented. They themselves
represent a real alternative for improving the education and training process without
violating its structural elements.

The third chapter "Model for integrating tactical shooting training into the
military education of cadets at the Vasil Levski National Military University" of the

monographic work contains the results of the synthesis of a model for integrating
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tactical shooting training. It includes targeted training, as well as independent discipline
containing the necessary theoretical and practical classes.

The results of the monographic work provide an opportunity for leaders of small
tactical units such as a squad, platoon and company to adapt the training process,
thereby achieving more effective results. Additionally, greater clarity and general
understanding of the concept of "tactical shooting" is achieved, namely how, when,
where and in what way to use it. It can also be argued that the monographic work
distinguishes tactical shooting training, which can be used to support and complement
the transition between individual and collective training.

Chapter one "Essence and development of military training of officers" contains
the main moments of the history of military training of officers. In the analysis
conducted, a comparison was made of the countries that have a proven contribution to
the development of military education systems.

The second chapter “Tactical and tactical-special training with cadets and
specialists”, formulates the essence and role of tactical training within the military
education of officers. The current state of the tactical and tactical-special training
system for cadets and graduate students is defined. In addition, the factors that influence
it and their significance are also determined.

The third chapter “Directions for improving tactical and tactical-special training

with cadets and specialists”, includes proven practical examples that can assist teachers
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in preparing and conducting classes, as well as improving ongoing educational
processes.

The book contributes to an up-to-date clarification of the concepts of military
training, education, education and training process and drill, which are an integral part
of any activity aimed at the field of military science. Their definition contributes to an
effective analysis of tactical and tactical-special training with cadets and specialists.

The structural analysis of the system for tactical and tactical-special training of
cadets and specialists included in the work contributes to clarifying the essence,
characteristics and functions of its elements, as well as the sequence of processes that
occur between them.

At the Vasil Levski National Military University,
the first of them covers the study of the basic and specific tasks that infantry units
receive in battle, as well as the sequence for their planning and execution. Tactical-
special training provides general theoretical and practical knowledge for the use of

infantry, as well as a detailed study of the role of the branch of the army.
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Tactical tasks are used during group classes with cadets at the Vasil Levski
National Military University. They are practical and applied tasks that must be solved
within a certain learning time. The developed tactical tasks must be common, and
flexibility of the learning process must be achieved. This determines the need to create
this teaching tool. Its purpose is to support group classes during tactical and tactical-
special training at the Vasil Levski National Military University.

The textbook presents the essence and procedure for working with tactical tasks
in the learning process. Definitions of the main terms and concepts adopted in the
NATO and national publications are presented in a synthesized form, thereby ensuring a
uniform understanding of the content of the learning process related to the planning and
conducting of tactical activities.

Additionally, the textbook examines exemplary organizations of infantry units of
the Land Forces, which are adopted for use in the educational process. They can be used
for successful and adequate decision-making and their timely depicting on a map.

The main part of the textbook is the developed practical tasks. They relate to the
organizational levels of the company and battalion, which perform standard defensive,
offensive and enabling tactical activities. For some of them, exemplary graphic schemes
are presented that facilitate the perception of information about the activities of infantry
units.
