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STATEMENT

on evaluation the scientific papers provided by Lt. Col. Georgi Belchev
Belchev Ph. D. and submitted in the competition for the academic position of
“Associate Professor” for a military serviceman in the field of higher education 9.
“Security and Defense”, professional direction 9.2. “Military Affairs” in the Military
Sciences Department of the Security and Defense Faculty of Vasil Levski National
Military University, announced by order of the Minister of Defense No. OX-
662/11.07.25 and promulgated in the State Gazette — issue No. 61/29.07.2025.

The proposed statement has been developed in my capacity as a member of the
scientific jury. The composition of the scientific jury has been assigned by order of
Vasil Levski National Military University (NMU) Commandant No. RD-02-
867/01.09.2025 for a competition for the academic position of “Associate Professor”
for a military serviceman in the field of higher education 9. “Security and Defense”,
professional direction 9.2. “Military Affairs” in the Military Sciences Department of
the Security and Defense Faculty of Vasil Levski National Military University.
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1. General characteristics of the candidate’s research, science-applied and
pedagogical activities

The scientific and research activities of Lt. Col. Georgi Belchev Belchev Ph.D.
are related to the research of problems of the in tactical and tactical-special training
with cadets and specialists, as well as the development of improving their education.
A strong interest in developing the capabilities of maneuver units has been declared.

As evidence of his active scientific and applied activities, the candidate has
presented 25 scientific works and scientific publications, of which: 1 monograph
(2025), 1 book based on a dissertation (2022), 1 textbook (2023), 22 articles and
reports (from 2018 to 2024). By type, the publications are: monographic work — 1;
published book based on a dissertation for the award of the educational and scientific
degree "Ph.D." — 1; textbook — 1; scientific publications, reports and articles presented
at scientific sessions and conferences that do not repeat those presented for the
acquisition of the educational and scientific degree "Ph.D." — 19.

The results of scientific research and applied activity have been duly approved
at national and international scientific conferences and in periodical scientific
publications.

The scientific works provided by the candidate in the competition fully meet
the requirements of the evaluation system of the indicators for occupying the
academic position of "associate professor" by activities and indicators with 422.5
points, as follows: group A - 50 points; group B - 100 points; group D - 205 points
and group E - 67.5 points.

The scientific research and teaching activity of Lt. Col. Georgi Belchev
Belchev Ph. D. is focused on the following areas: directions for improving the
Bulgarian military education system and opportunities for implementation; improving
the process for the education and training of the Armed Forces of the Republic of
Bulgaria, in terms of tactical and fire training, in response to modern requirements for

the training of units.



The number of publications submitted for review is representative and I assess
it as sufficient for participation in a competition for the academic position of
"associate professor" at the Vasil Levski National Military University.

3. Evaluation of the candidate’s pedagogical education and activities

The candidate has practical experience and competence in the field of
organization and management of military units on tactical level, related to the
positions held as an officer since 2006. Lt. Col. Georgi Belchev Belchev Ph. D.
participated in advanced training courses, participated in a mission of the Bulgarian
Army outside the territory of the Republic of Bulgaria, and in 2021 defended his
dissertation and acquired the educational and scientific degree "Ph.D".

His teaching activities consist of conducting assigned lectures, practical classes
and participating in tactical exercises in academic disciplines at the Military Sciences
Department of the Security and Defense Faculty of Vasil Levski National Military
University according to the current curricula for the academic disciplines: "Tactics of
Mechanized Infantry and Tank Troops", "Tactics", "Methodology of Tactical
Training", "Organization and Armament of the Bulgarian Army" and "Computer
Simulations".

For the last three academic years, he has a workload distributed as follows: -
for the academic year 2022/2023 - 696 hours (lectures - 91, others - 605); - for the
academic year 2023/2024 - 728.5 hours (lectures - 120, others - 608.5); - for the
academic year 2024/2025 - 507 hours (lectures - 74, others - 433) or a total of 1931.5
hours. The workload as a percentage of the annual standard for academic employment
for each year is 151%, 158% and 138%, respectively.

4. General scientific results and contributions

The scientific works submitted for participation in the competition are
distinguished by scientific and applied scientific contributions that can be attributed
to the enrichment and further development of science in the professional field 9.2.
"Military Affairs" in the field of higher education 9. "Security and Defense". They

further develop both the theory and practice related to the planning, organization and



conduct of operations at the tactical level, as well as decision-making by commanders
at a higher level. The theory and practice regarding the improvement of the process
for the education and training of the Armed Forces of the Republic of Bulgaria,
regarding tactical and fire training, in response to modern requirements for the
training of units, have been supplemented.

The results of the scientific works can be assessed as contributions as follows:

3.3. Scientific contributions:

3.3.1. Directions for improving the education and training system of the Armed
Forces of the Republic of Bulgaria based on various studies are summarized.
Proposals are made that can be specifically implemented or form the basis of further
research in military affairs. Papers: 1.1.,2.1.,2.8.,2.9.,2.11., 2.13., 2.15.

3.3.2. A scientific researching of the development of military education of
officers has been carried out. The results have been used to conduct comparative
analysis including different models from countries with proven contributions to
military affairs. Directions for improving the Bulgarian military education system and
opportunities for their implementation have been revealed. Papers: 1.2., 2.5.

3.3.3. Analyses have been made that cover the current state of the Bulgarian
military education system. Current problem areas and characteristic features that
enrich theory and can support research in this area are systematized. Papers: 1.1., 1.2,
2.5.,2.18.

3.3.4. The latest developments in the field of military affairs, tactics and
operational art are summarized, which is based on facts from modern military
conflicts. The results enrich the existing theoretical statements and create a basis for
the development of new hypotheses. Papers: 1.1.,2.2.,2.3.,2.4.,2.6.,2.7.,2.8.,2.9.,
2.10.,2.12.,2.14.,2.15.,2.16.,2.17., 2.19.

3.4. Scientific-applied contributions:

3.4.1. A definition of tactical shooting has been proposed, which would unify
the training methodology in the education and training system of the Armed Forces

of the Republic of Bulgaria. Additionally, a model has been developed for integrating



tactical shooting into the educational process of cadets at the Vasil Levski National
Military University, which can be directly applied and build a common base of
knowledge and skills. Papers: 1.1.

3.4.2. A model has been developed for planning and conducting field modules
in tactical and tactical-special training of cadets. The same has been implemented with
the current curricula for the specialization "Infantry and Tank Troops" and it proves
the results of the preliminary analysis for increasing the interrelationships between
the trainees, their methodological preparation, the effectiveness of the teaching
functions and reducing the costs of providing training sessions. Papers: 1.2., 2.5.

3.4.3. The results of scientific research have been used to improve practical
classes with cadets at the Vasil Levski National Military University. In this regard, a
teaching aid has been developed that supports the conduct of group classes during
tactical and tactical-special training with cadets at the university. The tactical tasks
included in it improve and modernize the conduct of practical classes at the university.
At the same time, they ensure the formation of basic knowledge and skills for using
the mechanized company and battalion when performing tactical activities. Papers:
1.3.,2.5.,2.18.

3.4.4. Approaches have been determined for improving individual areas in the
education and training system of the Armed Forces of the Republic of Bulgaria.
Papers: 1.1.,2.1.,2.8.,2.9.,2.13.

3.4.5. Practical examples are defined that complement the adopted tactics,
techniques and procedures for the units of the Armed Forces of the Republic of
Bulgaria. Papers: 2.2.,2.3.,2.4.,2.6.,2.7.,2.8.,29.,2.10, 2.11.,, 2.12., 2.14., 2.15.,
2.16.,2.17.,2.19.

4. Assessment of the significance of contributions to science and practice

The work of Lt. Col. Georgi Belchev Belchev Ph. D. on the topic of his doctoral
dissertation "Research on the possibilities for improving tactical and tactical-special
training with cadets and postgraduates" has continued, and this topic appears as a

central or as an aspect in some of the publications that followed the dissertation after



2021. This testifies to the sustainability of the scientific interests of the candidate for
the academic position of "associate professor" in the scientific field of the
competition.

The candidate's contributions are of high significance in the professional field
9.2. "Military Affairs", as the candidate's relevant works have been cited in peer-
reviewed publications (22 citations), for which the relevant evidence has been
presented.

He plays an active part in the development and updating of doctrinal and
tactical publications and is involved as an expert in working groups in the field of the
use of armed forces.

6. Critical notes on the presented scientific works

Regardless of the complete appearance of the publications, editorial and
punctuation errors are noticeable in their technical design, but they do not affect the
significance of the works.

It is evident that the author presents the researched objects and subjects in depth
and comprehensively, within two main directions. Lt. Col. Georgi Belchev Ph. D. is
likely to expand his publications in terms of genre and strive to popularize his
activities by publishing in national and international refereed publications and
platforms (SCOPUS, WEB OF SCIENCE, etc.).

7. Conclusion

As for the date of writing the current statement, in the materials provided for
participation in the competition, no claims have been received and I have not become
aware of any claims for unscrupulous use of other people's scientific results and
publications by the candidate in the competition, which are legitimate under the
current legislation.

The documentation and scientific production provided by the candidate in the
competition, Lieutenant Colonel Georgi Belchev Belchev Ph. D., meet the
requirements of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic

of Bulgaria, the Regulations for Implementation of the Law on the Development of



the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Regulations for the Selection
and Development of Academic Staff at the Vasil Levski NMU, as well as the
minimum national requirements regulated therein for holding the academic position
of "associate professor" at the Vasil Levski National Military University.

8. Candidate’s Evaluation
