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1. General characteristics of the candidate's research and applied
scientific activities

The professional biography of the candidate , LtC Georgi Belchev Belchev
PhD began in 2006 as platoon commander and reaches the rank of Senior of Staff in
formations of the Bulgarian Army , and at the present time, after defending his
dissertation, he has also been elected as a Senior assistant in the Department of
Military Sciences in the Faculty of General Military Sciences of the National Military
University "Vasil Levski" in Veliko Tarnovo.

The creative biography of LtC Georgi Belchev PhD began in early 2018. This
emphasizes his significant experience, especially in the field of scientific research
and pedagogy, establishing him as an author in the field of "Military Affairs". Proof
of this is the list of scientific works, scientific and applied scientific contributions that
have been submitted for participation in the competition.

2. Assessment of the candidate's pedagogical training and activities

The candidate demonstrates a clearly expressed professional profile in the field
of military education, with a focus on tactical and tactical-special training of cadets
and postgraduates. It is evident from the presented works that his pedagogical
training has been purposefully developed in the context of his teaching activities at
the Vasil Levski National Military University. The candidate has a systematic
approach to the development of educational content, methodologies and training
models, tailored to the real needs of the Armed Forces. In the announced competition
for "associate professor" LtC Georgi Belchev PhD is the only candidate who has
submitted 22 out of a total of 25 publications for review. Two of the reports are in
English. The main works are 517 pages (monograph, book and textbook), 160 pages
(publications) in total 677 pages of scientific and pedagogical production. The
pedagogical training and activity of Deputy Senior Assistant Professor Dr. Georgi
Belchev are at a high professional level. The candidate possesses excellent
methodological competence, a solid theoretical foundation and significant practical
experience in teaching military disciplines. His work demonstrates systematicity,
innovation and direct contribution to the improvement of the educational process at
the Vasil Levski National Military University.

LtC Georgi Belchev PhD has accumulated a total of 22 registered citations.
Five of the citations are in monographs, and 17 in peer-reviewed publications. This
achievement exceeds the minimum requirements specified in Art. 2b, para. 5 of the
Law on the Bulgarian Armed Forces for the position of "associate professor", and
demonstrates an enduring scientific interest in his areas of expertise, in particular in
the field of tactical and tactical-special training, mission command and the
modernization of military training.

After reviewing the materials submitted by LtC Georgi Belchev PhD for the
academic competition, I assess that they fully comply with the established legal
requirements. All scientific works proposed for consideration in this competition
correspond appropriately to the specific scientific field specified in the announcement
for the position of "associate professor".

3. Main scientific results and contributions



Based on the documentation submitted for this competition, the following main
contributions can be identified:

4.The theoretical and methodological basis of tactics and tactical shooting
training has been analyzed, systematized and enriched. Supporting works: II.1; 11.2;
I1.3; II.1; 1I1.2; II1.5; I1.18. (Monograph, book and manual; publications on case
studies, skills assessment, improvement of practical exercises and implementation of
mission command.)

5.Key problems and dependencies are proven — lack of a unified methodology
for tactical shooting, insufficient connection between theory and practice and need
for dynamic training models. Supporting works: 1I.1; 1IL.3; IIl.6; II1.7; HI.11.
(Monograph; studies on the influence of forested areas, air mobility, visualization and
features of using UAV's — all prove the existing problems and limitations.)

6.Principles, theoretical statements and applied solutions are derived - a model
for integrating tactical shooting into the educational process, use of
modeling/simulation, mission command, criteria for assessing combat power and
proposals for individual/collective protection. Supporting works: II.1; I1.2; II.3;
I1.10; II1.14; II.15; 1I.17; 1I1.19. (Monograph, book, manual; English-language
article; publications on determining combat power, counter-landing operations,
requirements for ballistic protection means and ballistic shields.)

I believe that the contributions in the candidate's presented scientific papers are
his personal work.

4. Assessment of the significance of contributions to science and practice

I accept the candidate's research activities and contributions. The candidate has
focused his research on tactical training, tactical-special training and tactical
shooting. He develops integrated models for military training, increases the
effectiveness of small tactical formations and adapts training to the modern
requirements of the operational and combat environment. I believe that he
complements and expands knowledge in important areas in a theoretical, scientific
and scientifically applied aspect. The significance of the contributions of Lt. Col. Dr.
Georgi Belchev to military affairs is confirmed by the attached list of scientific
publications. The results of the candidate's scientific activity can be applied in the
training of cadets and postgraduates at the Vasil Levski National Military University
of Higher Education.

5. Ciritical notes

Along with the positive aspects of the materials submitted for review, some
critical remarks can also be made that I have towards Deputy Director Dr. Georgi
Belchev .

Of the total of 22 papers presented, only two have been published in English in
international journals, while the majority are reports from conferences organized
within the framework of the National Military University.

I recommend that Assoc . Prof. Dr. Belchev direct his future efforts towards
developing and publishing textbooks and teaching aids in his scientific field, as well
as towards increasing the number of articles in peer-reviewed scientific journals

indexed in internationally recognized databases. These measures would contribute to

increasing the visibility and long-term academic impact of his research activities,
without underestimating the results achieved to date.

6. Conclusion

Considering the significance of the scientific production provided by the
candidate, I believe that he fully meets the requirements of the "Act on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria" and the regulations
for its application for occupying the academic position of "associate professor". My
assessment of the scientific works of LtC Georgi Belchev Belchev PhD is "positive".

7. Candidate evaluation

I propose to the esteemed Scientific Jury of the competition to rank the
candidate, LtC Georgi Belchev Belchev PhD and to propose to the Faculty Council at
the Security and Defense Faculty of the National Higher Education University "Vasil
Levski", to be elected and to occupy the academic position "Associate Professor"
in the field of higher education 9. "Security and Defense", professional direction 9.2.
"Military Affairs" in the Department of "Military Sciences" in the Faculty of
"Security and Defense" at the National Higher Education University "Vasil Levski" -
Veliko Tarnovo.
