The composition
of the scientific jury has been assigned by order of Vasil Levski National Military
University (NMU) Commandant No. RD-02-867/01.09.2025.

Only one participant has been submitted documents for participation in the
competition within the two-month period provided for by law — Lt. Col. Georgi
Belchev Belchev Ph. D., who at the time of application holds the academic position
of “Chief Assistant” in the Military Sciences Department of the Security and
Defense Faculty. By decision of a meeting of the Commission for verification of
documents and admission to participation in the competition for the academic
position of “Associate Professor”, Lt. Col. Georgi Belchev Ph. D. was admitted to

participate in the competition.

1. General characteristics of the candidate’s research, science-appiled
and pedagogical activities.

Chief Assistant Lt. Col. Georgi Belchev Belchev Ph. D. was born in 1983 in
the city of Veliko Tarnovo. In 2002 he had entered, and four years later graduated
from the Vasil Levski National Military University with a specialization in
Motorized Infantry Troops.

The candidate’s professional biography as an officer begins in 2006 in
military unit 54060, the city of Shumen (29th Mechanized Battalion), as a
commander of a mechanized platoon in a mechanized company. From 2012 to 2016
he is appointed as a leader of a reconnaissance platoon in military formation 54880,

the city of Kazanlak (ISTAR-battalion).
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In the period 2016 — 2017, he is a student at Rakovski National Defence
College, Sofia, specialty “Organization and Management of Military Formations at
the Operational Level”, specialization “Land Forces”, acquiring the educational and
qualification degree ‘“Master”. After successfully graduating from the academy,
destiny again takes Lt. Col. Belchev to the city of Kazanlak, this time he is appointed
Chief of Staff of military unit 22180, Kazanlak (2nd Mechanized Battalion).

In 2018, after appearing in a competition for a vacant academic position, the
candidate is appointed as an “Assistant” in Military Sciences Department of the
university. Three years later, in 2021, the officer successfully defends a dissertation
in the field of military affairs on the topic “Research on the Possibilities for
Improving Tactical and Tactical-Special Training with Cadets and Postgraduates”
and successfully acquired the educational and scientific degree of “Philosophy
Doctor”. At the beginning of the following 2022, Lt. Col. Georgi Belchev Ph. D. is
appointed to the next academic position “Chief Assistant”, through a competition
announced in the same primary unit.

Lt. Col. Georgi Belchev Ph. D. has extensive experience in participating in
missions and operations of the Bulgarian Armed Forces (BAF) outside the country.
The officer’s first mission is in Iraq from 10.01.2008 to 10.07.2008 as a platoon
leader of the 5th Camp Ashraf Security Company in Operation Iraqi Freedom.
Almost seven years later, from 09.05.2015 to 03.11.2015, he performs his duties as
an intelligence advisor at Kandahar Airport in Operation Resolute Support in the
Islamic Republic of Afghanistan.

The professional biography of the candidate for the academic position of
“Associate Professor” thus presented proves that Lt. Col. Georgi Belchev Belchev
Ph. D. has rich theoretical and practical experience in the field of military affairs. He
constantly strives to apply it in his research, applied science, teaching, educational,
scientific and methodological activities as a chief assistant. He also demonstrates a
persistent desire for improvement, which characterizes him as a highly qualified

specialist in the field of military affairs. The latter is fully evident in the list of
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scientific works, as well as the scientific and applied science contributions presented

in the announced competition.

2. Evaluation of the candidate’s pedagogical activity and the papers
proposed for review.

The candidate Lt. Col. Georgi Belchev Belchev Ph. D. has presented the
following main works for the competition:

- a monograph entitled “Tactical Shooting” with a total volume of 208 pages;

- a book based on a defended dissertation “Tactical and Tactical-Special

Training with the Cadets and Specialists in the Vasil Levski National Military

University” — 191 pages;

- a textbook “Tactical Tasks for a Company and Battalion” with a total volume

of 118 pages;

- 19 scientific reports and articles with a total volume of 159 pages.

The list for review contains 22 authored scientific works, with a total volume
of 676 pages. I believe that the scientific production presented in this way for the
competition is of a relatively good level, with a large part of it being actively used
in the course of teaching various academic disciplines at the Vasil Levski NMU. The
materials presented by the candidate, according to my review, fully comply with the
legal requirements of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB), the Regulations for Implementation of the Law on
the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (RILDASRB)
and the Regulations for the Selection and Development of Academic Staff at the
Vasil Levski NMU. According to the evaluation system of indicators for occupying
the academic position of “Associate Professor” by activities and indicators, the
candidate has collected the following point equivalent:

- for fulfillment of minimum national requirements under Art. 2b, para. 2 and
3 of the LDASRB indicators by groups: group A — 50 points; group V — 100 points;
group G — 205 points and group D — 67.5 points;
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- for fulfillment of requirements under Art. 2b, para. 5 of the LDASRB:
educational activity — 116.73 points; scientific activity — 75 points.

The number of publications submitted for review is representative and I assess
it as sufficient for participation in a competition for the academic position of
“Associate Professor” at the Vasil Levski NMU.

Lt. Col. Georgi Belchev Belchev Ph. D. has experience as a lecturer, teacher
and researcher. Proof of this is his active participation in the educational and
scientific process at the university, in the military formations of the Bulgarian Armed
Forces, as well as in his activities in the course of scientific and research working
groups on various project activities.

The candidate also participates in the activities of the Erasmus + program with
teaching activities, and to date has given lectures in English at two military
universities — at Land Forces Academy, Sibiu, Romania in 2023 and at the
University of Defense, Belgrade, Serbia a year later. I am confident that with the
knowledge and experience he possesses, Lt. Col. Georgi Belchev Ph. D. will also be
sought after as a scientific supervisor after his appointment to the academic position

of “Associate Professor”.

3. General scientific results and contributions.
The scientific papers submitted for participation in the competition are
distinguished by scientific and scientific-applied contributions that can be attributed

to various areas related to military affairs.

3.1. Scientific contributions.

The main scientific contributions of Chief Assistant Lt. Col. Georgi Belchev
Belchev Ph. D. in military scientific, methodological and teaching activities in peer-
reviewed works are mainly reduced to the work and achievement of certain results

in four main groups:
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1. Research on the system for training armed forces (AF) of our country and
summarizing the directions for its improvement.

2. Conducting a scientific study of the development of military training of
officers, using the results to conduct a comparative analysis, including different
models from countries with proven contributions to military affairs.

3. Implementing analyses that cover the current state of the Bulgarian military
education system.

4. Summarizing the latest developments in the field of military affairs, tactics
and operational art, which is based on facts from modern military conflicts.

The papers declared for the competition, on the first scientific problem related
to the study of the system for training the AF of our country and summarizing
the directions for its improvement, can be attributed to those with serial numbers
1.1, 2.1., 2.8., 2.9., 2.11., 2.13., 2.15. They systematically present in-depth
theoretical analyses and assessments of the problems related to:

- filling the vacuum in terms of tactical shooting, which offers the opportunity
to give the necessary dynamism and complexity to the modern training process;

- creating an exemplary model for integrating tactical shooting training into
the educational process of cadets at the Vasil Levski NMU;

- use of case studies when conducting training of tactical headquarters of the
Land Forces (LF) from the BAF, as the main pillar of the armed forces of our
country;

- derivation of characteristics of the capabilities of maneuver formations to
fight unmanned aerial vehicles (UAVs);

- classification of UAVs;

- directions for improving the process of using artillery and close air support
by small tactical formations in modern conflicts and wars;

- derivation of features when using UAVs in combat formations;

- updating modern aspects of the training of military personnel for first aid;
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- enrichment of the experience of preparing and conducting counter-landing
operations by maneuver formations today.

As a result of these scientific contributions in this first direction, proposals
have been derived that can be directly implemented or serve as a basis for subsequent
research in the field of military affairs.

The scientific content of the works with numbers 1.2., 2.5. can be referred to
the second research problem, which is related to the implementation of a scientific
study of the development of military training of officers, and through the results
a comparative analysis has been conducted, including different models from
countries with proven contribution to military affairs. In these works, issues related
to:

- education in tactical and tactical-special training with cadets and
postgraduates at the Vasil Levski NMU;

- research into the possibilities for improving training in the above-mentioned
disciplines with university students;

- possibilities for improving practical classes during military training of
various categories of servicemen.

Ultimately, the researched products dedicated to this area support in a unique
way the successful discovery of contemporary directions for improving the
Bulgarian military education system.

The scientific papers with numbers 1.1., 1.2., 2.5., 2.18. are focused on issues
thematically related to the third scientific problem, which consists in analyzing the
current state of the Bulgarian military education system. Current problem areas
and characteristic features are systematized, which enrich the theory and can support
research in this area. On the other hand, their content is aimed at studying current
problems and the latest innovations in the field of military affairs, tactical shooting,
training in tactics and tactical-special training, ways and approaches to improve

practical classes in the course of military training of cadets, introducing the mission
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command approach in the military education system and in particular in Vasil Levski
NMU.

The last scientific direction, in which the author undoubtedly has a
contribution, related to the summary of the latest innovations in the field of
military affairs, tactics and operational art, made on the basis of facts from
modern military conflicts, includes the following works: 1.1., 2.2., 2.3., 2.4., 2.6.,
2.7., 2.8., 2.9, 2.10., 2.12., 2.14., 2.15., 2.16., 2.17., 2.19. All of them are
distinguished by the following features:

- they fill the vacuum in terms of the model for integrating tactical shooting
training into the educational process of cadets;

- the essence of siege operations is further developed as a basic element for
the control of settlements;

- the possibilities for reducing the negative impact of forested areas on the use
of tactical formations to achieve the desired end state and effect are adequately
presented;

- the modern characteristics and distinctive features of paramilitary formations
are additionally defined;

- the theoretical statements related to the air mobility of maneuver formations
have been enriched;

- the author also works on updating the process of organizing combat and
making decisions through the use of ordinary and interactive sandboxes in modern
conditions;

- the characteristics of the capabilities of maneuver formations to combat
UAVs have been further developed;

- the features of the combat actions performed during information operations
in the information order are presented;

- Lt. Col. Belchev Ph. D. presents to the audience the latest innovations related

to overcoming water obstacles through the implementation of combat functions,
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determining the combat power and combat capabilities of maneuver formations from
LF, conducting counter-landing actions by maneuver formations;

- sufficient attention is paid to the protection of forces, with the author
focusing his scientific potential on the protection of areas, persons and objects; the
main requirements for individual means of ballistic protection; ballistic shields as
part of individual means of ballistic protection.

The results in this fourth scientific direction of the author’s scientific activity
lead to the enrichment of existing theoretical propositions and to the creation of a
basis for the development of new hypotheses, which in the near future will be the
subject of proof or denial by science and practical expertise in the field of military

affairs.

3.2. Scientific-applied contributions.

While the scientific contributions are divided into four sections, the scientific-
applied contributions have one more direction and are as follows:

1. A definition of the concept of tactical shooting has been proposed, which
would unify the training methodology in the training system of the Armed Forces of
the Republic of Bulgaria.

2. A model has been developed for planning and using field modules in the
education of tactical and tactical-special training of cadets.

3. The results of scientific research have been used to improve the practical
classes with cadets at Vasil Levski NMU.

4. Approaches have been defined for improving individual directions in the
training system of the AF.

5. Practical examples have been defined that complement the adopted tactics,
techniques and procedures for units at the tactical level.

In the first direction of the realized scientific-applied contributions, related to
the derived proposal of the concept of tactical shooting, in his monographic work

entitled “Tactical Shooting” Lt. Col. Georgi Belchev Ph. D. defines the essence of
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the researched subject, determines the role, place and conduct of training in this type
of shooting and as a scientific-applied product develops a model for integrating
tactical shooting training in the educational process of cadets at Vasil Levski NMU,
which can be directly applied and build a common base of knowledge and skills on
the topic.

Next, as a scientific-applied contribution, the developed model for planning
and using field modules in the training of tactical and tactical-special training
of cadets is outlined, which is duly and fully explained in the author’s book based
on a defended dissertation entitled “Education in Tactical and Tactical-Special
Training with Cadets and Specialists in Vasil Levski NMU” and in one of his reports.
The model has been implemented with the current curricula for the specialization
“Motorized Infantry and Tank Troops” and it proves the results of the preliminary
analysis for increasing the interrelationships between the trainees, their
methodological preparation, the effectiveness of the teaching functions and reducing
the costs of ensuring the educational process.

The use of the results of scientific research to improve practical classes
with cadets in Vasil Levski NMU stands out as the third scientific and applied
contribution. In this regard, a textbook “Tactical Tasks for Company and Battalion”
has been developed, which supports the conduct of group classes during tactical and
tactical-special training with students at the university. The tactical tasks included in
it improve and modernize the conduct of practical classes. At the same time, they
ensure the formation of basic knowledge and skills for using the mechanized infantry
company and battalion in the implementation of various tactical activities. The
theoretical and practical statements set out in the textbook are supported by the
author’s thesis on these issues in several reports presented at various scientific
conferences.

In the penultimate scientific-applied direction, five scientific papers have
defined the approaches for improving individual areas in the units’ training

system. These trends are reduced to: conducting tactical shooting; using case studies
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in the preparation of tactical headquarters of the LF; characteristics of the
capabilities of maneuver formations to fight UAVs; features of the use of artillery
and close air support by small tactical units; aspects of training military personnel
for first aid.

The fifth scientific-applied direction is represented by 15 scientific papers,
which propose various practical examples that complement the adopted tactics,
techniques and procedures for planning and conducting combat operations by the

divisions, units and formations of LF.

4. Assessment of the significance of contributions to science and practice.

The scientific papers submitted for participation in the competition are
distinguished by scientific and scientific-applied contributions of the candidate for
the academic position of “Associate Professor”. These contributions can largely be
attributed to the enrichment and further development of individual areas of military
science in the professional field 9.2. “Military Affairs” in the field of higher
education 9. “Security and Defense”. As is clear from the previous point of this
statement, a large part of them lead to the improvement of the military education
system and the improvement of its adaptability to modern requirements. The
scientific and scientific-applied contributions further develop the theory and practice
related to the training of the AF units of our country, as well as their tactics,

techniques and procedures.

5. Critical notes on the presented scientific works.

Despite the good level of use of working languages and scientific apparatus
by the candidate for the competition for the academic position of “Associate
Professor” Lt. Col. Georgi Belchev Belchev, some critical remarks can be made to

the materials submitted for review:
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- regardless of the finished and complete appearance of the publications, in
their technical design, editorial and punctuation errors are noticeable, but they do
not affect the significance of the works;

- the author presents only two scientific works out of the total declared number
of 19 in English, therefore I recommend that he might expand his scientific work in
this language in the future in order to popularize his scientific ideas and
achievements in an international environment;

- I further advise the candidate to expand his publications in terms of genre
and to strive to popularize his activities by publishing in national and international
refereed and indexed publications and platforms, such as Scopus and Web of

Science.

6. Conclusion.

As of the date of preparation of the current statement, in the materials
provided for participation in the competition, no claims have been received and I
have not become aware of any claims for unscrupulous use of other people’s
scientific results and publications by the candidate in the competition, which are
legitimate under the current legislation. From the above-mentioned information
about the scientific and pedagogical activities of the sole participant in the
competition — Chief Assistant Lt. Col. Georgi Belchev Belchev Ph. D. it is evident
that he fully meets the requirements of the Law on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for Implementation of
the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and
the Regulations for the Selection and Development of Academic Staff at the Vasil
Levski NMU and can occupy the position of “Associate Professor” in the Military
Sciences Department of Security and Defense Faculty in Vasil Levski NMU.
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7. Candidate’s Evaluation.

My assessment of the scientific works of Chief Assistant Lt. Col. Georgi
Belchev Belchev Ph. D., participant in the competition for a full-time academic
position of “Associate Professor” for a military serviceman, for the needs of the
Military Sciences Department of Security and Defense Faculty in Vasil Levski
NMU, in the field of higher education 9. “Security and Defense”, professional
direction 9.2. “Military Affairs”, in the academic disciplines “Tactics of Motorized
Infantry and Tank Troops”, “Methodology of Tactical Training”, “Computer
Simulations”, “Support and Provision”, “Tactical Shooting in Dynamic Conditions”
and a teaching workload of no less than 430 teaching hours, reduced to exercises, 1s
positive.

I propose to the esteemed Scientific Jury of the competition to vote positively
and that Chief Assistant Lt. Col. Georgi Belchev Belchev Ph. D. be proposed for
election and for holding the academic position of “Associate Professor” in the
Military Sciences Department of Security and Defense Faculty in Vasil Levski
NMU.

With the scientific production thus declared by the candidate, I am convinced
that Lt. Col. Georgi Belchev Belchev Ph. D. will fully justify our trust and will cope

with the higher requirements of the new academic position.
