regarding the scholarly works and the overall academic activity of Lieutenant
Colonel Dr. Krasimir Plamenov Koynakov in the competition for the academic
position of Associate Professor for a serviceman, in the field of higher education 9.
Security and Defence, professional field 9.2. Military Affairs, in the academic
disciplines “Tactics of Logistics Units — Part 7, “Tactics of Logistics Units — Part
I1”, “Tactics of Logistics Units — Part III”, “Staff Logistics Procedures”,
“Methodology of Specialized Military Training”, and “Logistics Support of Crisis
Response Operations”, in the Department of Logistics and Management at Vasil
Levski National Military University, Veliko Tarnovo.

The competition was announced by Order No. OX-1148/12.12.2025 of the
Minister of Defence of the Republic of Bulgaria and promulgated in the State
Gazette, 1ssue No. 113/23.12.2025.

1. Which of the works from the candidate’s submitted “List of Works” are
accepted for evaluation and review, grouped systematically by category.
In the announced competition for the academic title of Associate Professor,
the candidate, Lieutenant Colonel Dr. Krasimir Plamenov Koynakov, Chief
Assistant in the Department of Logistics and Management at the Faculty of Logistics
and Technologies of Vasil Levski National Military University, has submitted 18
(eighteen) works with a total length of 552 (five hundred and fifty-two) pages, which
may be classified as follows:
- Monograph — 1 (one), with a length of 141 (one hundred and forty-one)
pages;
- Published book based on a defended dissertation for the award of the
educational and scientific degree “Doctor” — 1 (one), with a length of 175
(one hundred and seventy-five) pages;
- Textbook for a higher education institution — 1 (one), with a length of 127
(one hundred and twenty-seven) pages;



- Articles and papers published in scientific journals refereed and indexed in
internationally recognized databases of scientific information (Scopus) — 3
(three), with a total length of 18 (eighteen) pages, published in English, of
which one is single-authored and two are co-authored,

- Articles and papers published in non-refereed peer-reviewed journals or in
edited collective volumes — 12 (twelve), with a total length of 91 (ninety-
one) pages, of which 8 (eight) are single-authored and 4 (four) are co-
authored.

Of the above works, 12 (twelve) are single-authored and 6 (six) are co-
authored, with the contribution of Lieutenant Colonel Dr. Krasimir Koynakov being
clearly distinguishable. The candidate’s works have been published in Bulgarian and
English. The results of his research and applied activities have been duly presented
at scientific conferences and in periodical scientific publications in Bulgaria and
abroad.

The scholarly works submitted for review by Lieutenant Colonel Dr. Krasimir
P. Koynakov fall within the scientific field of the announced competition and do not
overlap with the publications that the candidate submitted in the defence of his
dissertation for the acquisition of the educational and scientific degree of Doctor. I
accept for review all materials submitted by the candidate which, in my opinion, fall
within the subject matter of the competition and the academic disciplines concerned,
and which contain contributions in the scientific field under my review. They are
developed in a logical sequence, with emphasis placed on the study of the
organization of logistics support for military units at the tactical level, the exploration
of the possibilities for applying advanced technologies to improve logistics support
for military units, as well as the intake of macro- and micronutrients in the training
of military personnel under different environmental conditions.

The scholarly output submitted by the candidate in the competition, Lieutenant
Colonel Dr. Krasimir Koynakov, pursuant to Article 2b, paragraphs 2 and 3 of the
Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, fully
complies with the requirements of the evaluation system of indicators for occupying
the academic position of Associate Professor in the field of higher education
“Security and Defence”, professional field “Military Affairs”, by activities and
indicators, with a total of 420 (four hundred and twenty) points, against a required
minimum of 400 points.

The candidate has also fully met the requirements of the University’s internal
rules, regulated in the Rules for the Selection and Development of the Academic
Staff at Vasil Levski National Military University, and has submitted scholarly
output and activities assessed at 170.5 points.



2. General Characteristics of the Candidate’s Research and Applied

Research Activity.

The research and teaching activity of the only candidate in the competition,
Lieutenant Colonel Dr. Krasimir Koynakov, is focused in the field of military affairs,
with particular emphasis on the study of the logistics support system of the Bulgarian
Army at the tactical level. An important place in his research activity is devoted to
the study of military personnel nutrition, including the energy intake and energy
expenditure of servicemen in the Bulgarian Army during their training in field camps
and exercises, while taking into account their micro- and macronutrient
requirements.

Another part of Lieutenant Colonel Dr. Krasimir Koynakov’s publications is
related to the study of the use of unmanned aerial vehicles (UAVs) in the logistics
support of a battalion battle group and a mechanized battalion. These publications
emphasize the execution of tactical tasks using UAVs in the planning and conduct of
logistics operations in combat deployment areas; the use of UAVs in carrying out
tasks related to logistics reconnaissance of elements of logistics support for military
units; as well as the application of UAVs in the supply of material resources, medical
reconnaissance and evacuation, and technical support of maneuver units.

Lieutenant Colonel Dr. Krasimir Koynakov participates in prestigious
scientific forums, where he successfully establishes a connection between theory and
practice. It is noteworthy that part of his efforts has found practical application
through his participation as a member of the research team under Task 3.1.6.
“Research on issues related to ensuring safe and adequate nutrition of individuals
through individual food rations of freeze-dried foods for emergency feeding,
survival, and an individual food kit for a 30-day period” within the National Research
Programme “Security and Defence”, adopted by Council of Ministers Decision No.
731 of 21.10.2021, and in accordance with Agreement No. D01-74/19.05.2022, as
well as in his role as an expert in the research team under Project BGOSM20OP001 -
2.016-0005, Activity 7, “Modernization of South-West University ‘Neofit Rilski’ —
Blagoevgrad,” with the participation of Vasil Levski National Military University —
Veliko Tarnovo and Sofia University “St. Kliment Ohridski.”

What chiefly characterizes the candidate is his inclination toward active
teaching and research activity. He strives to carry out in-depth studies on the issues
related to the present competition.

For his high professionalism in teaching, research, and expert and project-
related activity, he has been awarded on numerous occasions.

3. Opinion on the Presence of Plagiarism.
My expert assessment is that there is no evidence of plagiarism. In the course
of my work as a member of the Scientific Jury, I have not received any information



that a non-anonymous and duly reasoned written report alleging plagiarism in the
candidate’s publications has been submitted.

4. Evaluation of the Candidate’s Teaching Activity.

The candidate, Lieutenant Colonel Dr. Krasimir Koynakov, possesses
extensive practical experience and competence, having more than 19 years of service
as an officer in the Bulgarian Army. He demonstrates very good pedagogical
qualities and has achieved successful professional realization as a lecturer, with 8
years of teaching experience at Vasil Levski National Military University. During
this period, he has delivered lectures and seminars, and has also taken an active part
in the organization and conduct of practical training sessions with cadets and
students, maintaining a high teaching workload in each of the last five years.

Throughout these years, the candidate has actively organized and conducted
both theoretical and practical training in the education of cadets in full-time and part-
time forms of study in the disciplines “Tactics of Logistics Units,” “Barracks and
Infrastructure Support of Military Units,” “Logistics Support of Crisis Response
Operations,” “Methodology of Specialized Military Training,” as well as part of the
full course of instruction for cadets in the discipline “Staff Procedures and Staff
Work.”

I have excellent impressions of his professionalism and competence, based on
his education as a trainee at the G. S. Rakovski Military Academy in Sofia and on
his subsequent participation in joint activities during his period as a doctoral student
and later as a lecturer in the Department of Security Logistics, subsequently the
Department of Logistics and Management, within the Faculty of Logistics and
Technologies.

I believe that the candidate possesses the necessary professional, pedagogical,
and personal qualities to occupy the academic position of Associate Professor in the
announced competition.

5. Main Scientific and Applied Scientific Contributions.

The candidate’s main contributions are of a scientific and applied scientific
nature and may be summarized in the following groups:

Scientific Contributions.

- New knowledge has been generated and the theoretical foundations
concerning the application of advanced technologies in the field of logistics
support for military units have been expanded.

- The conceptual framework for applying the basic principles and
requirements regarding the intake of macro- and micronutrients in the



training of military personnel under different environmental conditions has
been further developed.

- Lessons learned from practice related to the logistics support of military
units have been studied, summarized, and disseminated.

Applied Scientific Contributions.
- Criteria have been formulated for determining and applying standards
related to the intake of macro- and micronutrients by military personnel.
- A model has been proposed for the use of unmanned aerial vehicles in the
logistics system of military units.
- Guidelines have been formulated and an approach has been proposed for
organizing and conducting logistics operations under field conditions.

6. Evaluation of the Significance of the Contributions for Science and

Practice.

The candidate demonstrates abilities and skills for the systematization and
critical interpretation of theories and methodological approaches in the researched
scientific fields, for clearly defining problems, and for formulating guidelines for
their solution. The scientific and applied scientific contributions in the candidate’s
works, for the most part, enrich and further develop specific areas within the field of
military logistics.

The research and teaching activity of the candidate in the competition,
Lieutenant Colonel Dr. Krasimir Koynakov, is focused primarily on expanding and
enriching scientific knowledge regarding the organization of logistics support at the
tactical level, as well as on examining the issues of military personnel nutrition in
their peacetime activities and during operations and exercises in both national and
coalition formats.

The scientific and applied scientific contributions in the candidate’s works
contribute to increasing the effectiveness of the educational process for cadets and
students at the National Military University and provide a solid foundation for new
research and for the further improvement of academic curricula.

7. Assessment of the Extent to Which the Contributions Are the Candidate’s

Own Work.

The materials provided to me for review clearly demonstrate the application
and results of the research and teaching activity of the candidate, Lieutenant Colonel
Dr. Krasimir Koynakov. The scope and quality of the submitted materials, his
participation in prestigious scientific forums, and the citations of his work indicate
that the candidate is recognized within the academic community in the Republic of
Bulgaria in the fields of military affairs and military logistics.



I am not aware of, nor have I identified in the works submitted for the
competition, any texts by other authors related to the problems researched by the
candidate that have been used improperly. No uyxau ideas have been presented as
the author’s own original ones. The sources and documents used have been cited
correctly.

8. Ciritical Remarks and Recommendations.

I believe that the candidate should continue his work with sustained
commitment and further expand his scientific and research activity. Priority should
be given to his participation in international scientific forums, as well as to seeking
involvement as an expert in national and international research projects.

It would also be advisable to make use of the knowledge and skills of
Lieutenant Colonel Dr. Krasimir Koynakov by including him in working groups for
the development of new conceptual, doctrinal, and regulatory documents in the field
of military logistics and military affairs, thus giving him the opportunity to fully
realize his potential and achieve even higher results.

9. Personal Impressions and Other Matters on Which the Reviewer

Considers It Appropriate to Comment.

I have known the candidate since 2015, when he began his studies as a trainee
at the G. S. Rakovski Military Academy in the specialty “Organization and
Management of Military Units at the Operational Level”, specialization “Logistics”,
as well as during his subsequent development at the National Military University as
a doctoral student and lecturer. During this period, I have had the opportunity to form
a number of impressions related to our joint work. Throughout these years, I have
developed very positive impressions of his performance as a trainee, as well as of his
active participation in teaching and research activities.

I consider that Lieutenant Colonel Dr. Krasimir Koynakov possesses a high
level of general culture and professional training, demonstrates a responsible attitude
toward teaching, and is worthy of the academic position of Associate Professor.

10.Conclusion.

The materials and scholarly publications submitted by the candidate in the
competition for the academic position of Associate Professor, Lieutenant Colonel
Dr. Krasimir Plamenov Koynakov, comply with the requirements of the Act on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Implementing
Regulations of the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria, the minimum national scientometric requirements, as well as the internal



regulatory requirements of Vasil Levski National Military University for
appointment to the academic position of Associate Professor.

11.Evaluation of the Candidate.

My evaluation of the scholarly works of Lieutenant Colonel Dr. Krasimir
Plamenov Koynakov, the only participant in the competition for the academic
position of Associate Professor for a serviceman, in the field of higher education 9.
Security and Defence, professional field 9.2. Military Affairs, in the academic
disciplines “Tactics of Logistics Units — Part I”, “Tactics of Logistics Units — Part
II”, “Tactics of Logistics Units — Part III”, “Staff Logistics Procedures”,
“Methodology of Specialized Military Training”, and “Logistics Support of Crisis
Response Operations”, in the Department of Logistics and Management at Vasil
Levski National Military University, Veliko Tarnovo, is positive.

I propose that the esteemed Scientific Jury in the competition rank the
candidate, Lieutenant Colonel Dr. Krasimir Plamenov Koynakov, and recommend
to the Faculty Council of the Faculty of Logistics and Technologies at Vasil Levski
National Military University that he be elected to and appointed to the academic
