regarding the scientific works and the overall academic activity of the candidate,
Lieutenant Colonel Dr. Krasimir Plamenov Koynakov, Head Assistant Professor in
the Department of Logistics and Management at the Faculty of Logistics and
Technologies of Vasil Levski National Military University — Veliko Tarnovo.

1. General Characteristics of the Candidate’s Research, Applied Research,
and Teaching Activity.

Lieutenant Colonel Dr. Krasimir Plamenov Koynakov is the only candidate in the
announced competition for the academic position of “Associate Professor”. The
submitted documents show that he possesses the necessary academic background,
professional experience, and research activity corresponding to the requirements for
appointment to this position.
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The candidate graduated from Vasil Levski National Military University, Veliko
Tarnovo, in 2006, majoring in Organization and Management of Tactical Units for
Logistic Support. In 2017, he graduated from the G. S. Rakovski Military Academy with
a specialization in Logistics. He has been awarded the educational and scientific degree
of Doctor in the field of higher education 9. Security and Defence, professional field 9.2.
Military Affairs. From 2018 to the present, he has successively held the academic
positions of Assistant and Chief Assistant at Vasil Levski National Military University.

The candidate’s professional biography demonstrates substantial practical and
teaching experience, both in military units and in an academic environment. This provides
a solid basis for his development as a lecturer and researcher in the field of military logistic
support.

For participation in the competition, Lieutenant Colonel Dr. Krasimir Koynakov
has submitted a total of 18 scholarly works, including 1 monograph, 1 textbook, 1 book,
and 15 articles and conference papers, with a total length of 552 pages. The submitted
scholarly output falls entirely within the thematic scope of the competition and is directly
related to the announced academic disciplines. I accept the submitted works in their
entirety as a sufficient basis for forming an objective opinion

From the attached report on compliance with the minimum national requirements,
as well as from the review of the submitted scholarly output, it is established that the
candidate meets the minimum requirements under the applicable legal framework. The
total number of points under the relevant indicators is 420, with a required minimum of
400 points. In addition, the candidate also satisfies the internal requirements of Vasil
Levski National Military University, regulated in the Rules for the Selection and
Development of the Academic Staff, having submitted activities and scholarly output
assessed at 170.5 points.

2. Opinion on the Presence or Absence of Plagiarism.

Having examined the submitted scholarly works, I have found no evidence of
plagiarism. The publications are prepared in accordance with academic standards, and the
required accuracy in citing and referencing the sources used has been observed. I have no
grounds to believe that the submitted output contains any unauthorized use of other
scholars’ scientific results.

3. Evaluation of the Candidate’s Teaching Qualifications and Activity.

The teaching activity of Lieutenant Colonel Dr. Koynakov deserves a positive
assessment. The submitted materials show that he takes an active part in the educational
process and has an actual teaching workload in the disciplines announced in the



competition. His work with cadets, students, and trainees demonstrates consistency,
professional commitment, and sound pedagogical preparation.

It should also be noted that the candidate shows a clear commitment to the
continuous improvement of his own qualifications through participation in specialized
courses and other forms of additional training. This contributes both to enhancing the
quality of his teaching activity and to maintaining the relevance of the content taught.

I consider that the candidate possesses the necessary methodological and
professional qualifications for the successful performance of the duties arising from the
academic position of Associate Professor.

4. Main Scientific Results and Contributions.

The scientific and applied scientific contributions contained in the submitted
works are the candidate’s own achievement and have a clearly defined thematic focus. I
accept the contributions declared by him and summarize them in the following main areas:

Scientific Contributions

e The theoretical foundations related to the application of advanced
technologies in the military logistics support system have been enriched.

e The conceptual framework concerning the application of basic principles and
requirements for the intake of macro- and micronutrients in the training of military
personnel under different environmental conditions has been further developed.

e Practical lessons related to the organization and implementation of logistics
support for military units have been studied, systematized, and disseminated.

Applied Scientific Contributions

e Criteria have been formulated for determining and applying standards related
to the intake of macro- and micronutrients by military personnel.

e A model has been proposed for the use of unmanned aerial vehicles in the
logistics system of military units.

e Guidelines have been developed and a framework has been proposed for the
organization and execution of logistics operations under field conditions.

The above results demonstrate that the candidate works on current and practically
significant issues related to the development of military logistics support and its
adaptation to contemporary requirements.

5. Evaluation of the Significance of the Contributions for Science and
Practice.

The contributions of Lieutenant Colonel Dr. Krasimir Koynakov are significant
both in theoretical and in applied terms. They contribute to the further development of



scientific understanding in the field of military logistics while at the same time offering
practical guidance for improving logistics support processes.

Of particular importance is the orientation of part of the research toward the
implementation of advanced technologies and the search for solutions corresponding to
the contemporary dynamics of the military environment. In this sense, the presented
results have the potential for real practical application and for increasing the efficiency of
logistics activities.

6. Critical Remarks on the Submitted Works.

I have no substantial critical remarks regarding the materials submitted for the
competition. The scholarly works are developed in depth, are thematically well focused,
and are properly edited. The author demonstrates the ability to analyze the problems under
study both in theoretical and in applied terms.

A positive impression is also made by the fact that some of the publications have
been published in refereed and indexed scientific journals, which indicates a commitment
to academic visibility and to the dissemination of the achieved scientific results.

7. Conclusion.

Based on the submitted documentation, the scholarly output, and my overall
assessment, I consider that the candidate, Lieutenant Colonel Dr. Krasimir Plamenov
Koynakov, meets the requirements of the Act on the Development of the Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, its Implementing Regulations, as well as the internal
regulatory requirements of Vasil Levski National Military University for appointment to
the academic position of Associate Professor.

My assessment of the candidate’s scholarly works, teaching activity, and academic
development is positive.

8. Evaluation of the Candidate.

I propose that the esteemed Scientific Jury support the candidacy of Lieutenant
Colonel Dr. Krasimir Plamenov Koynakov and recommend to the Faculty Council of
the Faculty of Logistics and Technologies at Vasil Levski National Military University
that he be elected to the academic position of Associate Professor in the field of higher
education 9.
