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I. GENERAL CHARACTERISTICS FOR THESIS WORK
1. Topicality of the problem

A lot of attention is being paid to investments these days, just as much attention is
being paid to sports. The sports industry can be an investment target, just as real estate
or securities are an investment target. Investing in sports is at its core the same as
investing in risk capital.

The sports industry is one of the possible areas of investment. Despite the fact that
research in the field of management and finance is carried out at different levels, there
are few scientific publications about investment management in sports either in Latvia
or on a global scale, there is no scientific and theoretical substantiation of investment
management in sports, there is no developed methodology.

Investment management in sports differs from the generally accepted understanding of
investment management, because in order to get a positive investment return on
investments in sports, a daily contact with the investee itself is essential. Therefore, in-
depth knowledge in the field of sports management is needed to ensure a positive
return on provided investments. Accordingly, a significant part of the research is
devoted to the analysis of sports management, because, based on the personal
experience of the author, as well as on the results of the experiment described in the
research, it can be argued that sports management is the most significant theoretical
tool for investment management in sports. Without an understanding of sports
management, it is impossible to define a successful investment management
methodology in sports.

World experience shows that the lack of such public funding is compensated by
private investment. Most often this happens in youth academies of team sports clubs,
however, sports investment management companies invest money in athletes
representing such sports as tennis, golf, motorsport, which, on the basis of an
investment agreement, then hope to return the invested funds through professional
contracts of athletes.

The topicality of Thesis justifies the need for direct investment in young athletes, and
the practical significance of the research is due to the fact that in Latvia at the moment
the only way to ensure the systematic training of athletes of high achievements in
football, hockey, basketball and tennis is private investment. In Latvia, this happens at
the level of social support (most often from parents, relatives). World experience
shows that direct investment in young athletes and their respective management can
provide an investor with a financial return that exceeds the average return on
investment in the country.

By conducting an empirical experiment, it has been proven that by investing in sports
in Latvia and providing investment management processes that are consistent with the
innovative investment methodology developed in the work, one can get a positive
return on investment, significantly higher than the national average.



At the moment, there is a risk capital investment company in the field of sports
operating in Latvia, which has invested in sports in Latvia in accordance with the
innovative investment management methodology developed in the work, and the
return on its investment is currently significantly higher than the average for Latvia.

2. Purpose and tasks of the research

The purpose of the research is to characterize investment management in sports as
an investment direction, providing an overview of the historical development of this
direction in Latvia and in the world, revealing the main sports disciplines in which
investments are profitable, and which are potential sports disciplines in Latvia that
could be attractive to investors, having analyzed the possibilities of managing private
investments in sports in the Latvian sports and investment environment.

To successfully achieve the purposes of the research, as well as to test the hypothesis,

the following research tasks were put forward:

1. To explore the theoretical and practical aspects of investment management in sports
in Latvia and in the world.

2. To analyze the state and problems of the investment of the Latvian state in sports, in
the development and improvement of the individual skills of athletes.

3. Suggest strategic directions for improving effective investment management in
sports in Latvia.

3. Object and subject of the research
The object of research is the planning, organization, motivation and control of
investments.

The subject of the research is the management of an enterprise engaged in
investment of risk capital in the field of sports.

The hypothesis of the research is that when implementing an innovative
methodology in the management of private investments in sports, a positive return on
investment is possible.

Theses put forward for defense:

» In the world, investment management in sports operates similarly to other risk
capital investments.

» In Latvia, the largest investor in sports is the state, which mainly invests in those
athletes who represent individual sports and whose achievements meet the
requirements of high-performance sports.

» For the successful implementation of investment management in sports in Latvia,
a special enterprise dealing with risk capital investments in sports is needed, which
ensures investment management in accordance with the developed methodology.

» The developed investment management methodology has been put into practice,
and it provides a return on investment that is above the national average.

The vastness and complexity of the research task limits the overall reasearch, for more
specificity and the importance of labour, the research was carried out within certain
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allowable restrictions. The theme chosen for the Thesis and the variety of analyzed
aspects does not allow to study in depth all the issues related to them, therefore, the
legal aspects of investment management in sports, including aspects of private and
public partnerships, psychological aspects, as well as the practical implementation of
the developed methodology for outside of Latvia, have not been studied in depth. The
reasearch was conducted in the period from 2008 to 2016, and the testing of the
methodology developed during it at the enterprises of investment management in
sports is being implemented up to the present moment.

4. Research Methodology

To achieve the purpose and tasks, the following methods were used:

»  Statistical data processing — descriptive statistics were used to describe and
summarize information about the current situation in sports financing in Latvia,
as well as to identify objects of investment management in sports in Latvia and in
the world.

»  The analysis of the content was carried out by examining normative and legal
acts and scientific publications on the activities of athletes and finances in Latvia
and in the world.

»  Cause-and-effect analysis — using a cause-and-effect analysis, previously
summarized information about the current situation in Latvia was analyzed and
the possibility of athletes to receive state funding for individual development in
accordance with the requirements of high-performance sports was investigated.

»  Experiment — in order to prove the hypothesis, a risk capital investment company
in the field of sports was established for experimental purposes, in which the
innovative sports investment management methodology defined in the Thesis
was implemented.

Direct Observations — by conducting direct observations and evaluating the behavior
of athletes and the performance of investments in athletes, conclusions were drawn
about the activities of sports management and the most significant risks.

The theoretical basis of the Thesis should be considered publications on the
development of sports management in the world (Chelladurai P. (2009), Fort R., Quirk
J. (1999), Fort R., Quirk J. (1993), Henriches T. (1991), Herbert G. (2009), King C. R.
(1998), Leifer E. (1995), Levine P. A. (1985), Masteralexis L.P. (2012), Mullin B.,
Hardy S., Sutton W.A. (2000), Williams A.M., Davids K., Garrett J. (1989), Young D.
(1996)), as well as research and definitions of various authors on investment
management, where special attention is paid to risk capital investments (Fabozzi F. J.
u Markowitz H. M. (2011), Finkel R. A., and Greising D. (2010), Gompers P.A.
(1995), Green M. B. (2012), MacMillan 1.C., Kulow D.M., Khoylian R. (1989),
Kaplan S.N., Lerner J. (2010), Lofthouse S. (2001), Rajan T. (2010), Sahlman W.A.
(1990)). The development of an innovative model of investment management in sports
is based on the management of management processes (Gibson P. (2006), Keynes J.M.
(1997), Kotler P.T. (2003), Turner J.R. (2009)) and theories about the rational and
long-term functioning of an enterprise (Cachon G. and Terwiesch C. (2013), Follet
M.P. (2002), Kotz D.M. (2009)) and other reasearches.



The informative base of the work is formed by scientific literature, international
scientific publications and conclusions, normative and legal acts, research, reports and
publications of Latvian and foreign scientists, as well as information published by
various bodies of the sports industry of the Republic of Latvia in the media and other
sources of information.

In addition to the above tasks and methods, in order to achieve the purpose, the author
of the Thesis used his almost 20 years of experience in managing various large Latvian
and foreign companies (AS Ventbunkers (Council), SIA NaftaHoldings (Management
Board), AS VTO (Audit Committee), Ventspils free port (Adviser), SIA Oil Logistics
(the enterprise of the state capital of Belarus, Advisor), etc.), as well as in
entrepreneurial activities.

The formulated research tasks are considered in the volume and depth necessary to
clarify, supplement and connect the main logical sequence, taking into account the
structure and content of the Thesis.

5. Key literature references
The research used 109 titles of literature and sources of information, of which 36 were
in Latvian and 73 were in Latin.

6. Novelty
The novelty of the Thesis is determined by the fact that the Thesis defines a new
direction of business and management activities and its organizational foundations,
practically proving that by investing in sports in Latvia and implementing the
appropriate investment management processes, you can get a positive return on
investment.

The Thesis developed an innovative methodology for managing private investments in
sports, which provides a positive investment balance for the investor. The paper
identifies the most significant criteria that determine the final decision of the investor
on the object of investment in Latvian sports in accordance with the innovative
methodology developed in the reaserach.

7. Discussion

The thesis work was discussed at the Council of the Institute "Research and Innovation
Activities" of the Vasil Levski National Military University — the city of Veliko
Tarnovo.

The results of the scientific research were tested in five structural abstracts, which
were read out at various scientific conferences in Riga, Rezekne, Kaunas and Vilnius.
Separate parts and conclusions of the reasearch are published in five articles of five
different peer-reviewed collections of articles.

8. Practical significance of the results of the thesis work
This Thesis expands the theory and practice of effective investment management in
sports. The Thesis developed an innovative methodology for managing private
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investments in sports, which provides a positive investment balance for the investor.
The paper identifies the most significant criteria that determine the final decision of
the investor on the object of investment in Latvian sports in accordance with the
inovative methodology developed in the reasearch. The Thesis does not impose an
unambiguous choice for the effective management of investments in sports but
provides an opportunity for decision makers to do this, providing them with
scientifically sound and economically sound alternatives to rationalize management
decisions in the field under study.

The Thesis is structured in accordance with the purpose, research tasks, working
hypothesis, object and subject of the research, and reflects the author's approach to the
topic. The exposition is structured in the form of three main semantic sections, divided
into chapters, where each of them is divided into subsections.

The content of the thesis work consists of introduction, three parts with 18 sections,
conclusions, general conclusions, proposals, final word, declaration of originality,
scientific and scientific-applied results, list of references and sources of information
with 109 items and appendices.

CHAPTER ONE
THEORETICAL ASPECTS OF INVESTMENT MANAGEMENT IN SPORTS

The first section deals with the theoretical aspects of investment management, the
second section focuses on investment management in sports as an essential part of
sports management, the subsections describe the development and main strategies of
sports management.

In Latvia, investment management in sports is a new type of investment, because until
now in Latvia it was the parents of athletes who invested in young athletes, while in
other places in the world entrepreneurs invest in young talents. In Latvia, this type of
investment is only now going through the first stage of its development. Investing in
sports in Latvia is often considered a charity, as a result of which it is impossible to
make a profit, and this contradicts the very essence of investment intself. However, in
the world, investors choose the sports industry as the target of their investments with
the intention of making a profit on their investments. Like any other investment, also
when investing in sports, in order to maximize their return, an orderly and well-
defined investment management process is needed.

The main goal of any investment is to create the greatest possible benefit for the
investor in a more or less long period of time, regardless of where it is invested and
what kind of investment it is.

Investments of various kinds are carried out by a wide variety of organizations,
including the government, non-profit organizations, and households. The mentioned
organizations carry out tangible and intangible investments, which are divided into the
above-mentioned fixed assets, as well as investments in research and development. It
should be understood that the mentioned goals of investments — fixed assets, research
and development are not delimited, and can often intersect and work in a common
system.



Investment management is the process of managing investments in order to achieve
certain goals. Investment funds most often mean funds that are invested for a long
period of time. Investors can be divided into two large groups. These are private and
institutional investors. Institutional investors are pension and charitable funds,
insurance companies, trust investment companies. In turn, private investors manage
their own funds or transfer them to specialized managers of private client accounts.
Also, private investors can manage their money using various investment institutions
or organizations, such as investing in investment trust companies, buying insurance
contracts, investment funds, and similar transactions (Lofthouse 2001, 10).

Investments can be divided into several types according to several criteria (Kutuzova
2003, 150), see Fig. 1.1.

In the reasearch, the definition of the investment management process for risk capital
is of great importance, because, analyzing both the experience of the author and
foreign enterprises, it can be concluded that private investment management in sports
can be equated and, in essence, is a type of risk capital investment. Therefore, when
developing a methodology for managing private investments in sports in Latvia, it is
the methods of risk capital investment management that should be taken into account.

Risk capital is a long-term investment in the company's own capital with the aim of
contributing to the growth of the company's value by financing its faster growth and
development. Risk capital financing differs significantly from a bank loan. The
approach of the risk capital investor differs sharply from the lender, because the
success of his investment directly depends on the success of the enterprise. The most
significant difference between risk capital and other types of business financing is that
the investor becomes a business partner of an enterprise that is directly affected by
both risk and profit (Latvian Venture Capital Association).
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Risk capital organizations receive funds from individuals and other organizations for
enterprises in the initial stage of their development, which have a very high potential,
but at the same time a relatively high risk (Sahlman 2002, 15).

Risk capital investors invest in relatively young private companies that are considered
to be potentially fast-growing with subsistence opportunities. The first formal risk
capital organization was established in the United States of America after World War
II. Most often, risk capital investors are actively involved in the activities of the
enterprise in which they have invested their funds (IE2015,16158-16161).

The risk capital investment cycle has four parts: fundraising, selection and investment,
observation, and starting position. During the fundraising stage, risk capital enterprises
raise capital from various investors such as financial institutions, joint stock
companies, grants or wealthy individuals (Rajan 2010, 186—197).

When evaluating and comparing the process of investment management with the
management of risk capital investments, it is possible to determine the innovative
methodology being developed and its successful functioning. One of the foundations
of developing a methodology is direct involvement in working with investees, similar
to what happens with risk capital investments (Finkel and Greising 2010, 13).

A significant, previously unconsidered type of investment is the cooperation of public
authorities and private investors, which is called a public partnership and private
partnership. The purpose of public and private partnership is to promote cooperation
between the public and private sector, effectively using the resources of the public
partner and the private partner to meet the needs of society, ensuring openness, free
competition, equal and fair treatment in the implementation of public and private
partnership.

Having understood the types and division of investments, we can conclude that the
most significant task of investment management is the formation of an investment
portfolio. Regardless of whether it is a private investor or an investment organization,
each investor has his own investment portfolio. An investment portfolio is a set of
stocks, bonds, cash equivalents and other financial assets owned by one investor.
Investment portfolios may be managed directly by investors or managed indirectly
using professional investment ventures. Possible types of potential assets in one
investment portfolio can be both stocks and bonds, as well as other types of securities
(Fabozzi, Markowitz 2011, 3—-12).

Investment management enterprises can be subdivided into four types: banking-related
enterprises, insurance-related enterprises, brokerage-related enterprises, and

independent investment management organizations.

Independent money management enterprises are those whose activities are not
associated with banks, insurance companies or brokerage companies, as an example
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one can mention Fidelty Investments and Putnam Investment (The Richest). (Table
1.1.)

The investment market is very competitive, where individual participants, as well as
industry enterprises, have the opportunity to achieve huge financial success in a short
period of time. Investment managers provide their services to individuals and various
organizations, but at the same time they are clients of brokers (Kuppusamy 2009, 212).

Regardless of the type of investor, the investment management process consists of five
steps that must be followed for each investment opportunity: define the objectives of
the investment; to form an investment policy; determine the investment portfolio
strategy; selection of investment objects; evaluation of the result (Focardi, Fabozzi
2004, 2).

The mentioned steps of investment management are included in the cyclic process of
investment management, where one step leads to the next. In addition, during the
execution of one cycle, after evaluating the result, it leads to the next cycle, which
again begins with the definition of investment goals. Outcome evaluation may lead to
changes in goals, policy, strategy or portfolio content (Focardi, Fabozzi 2004, 2).

In Latvia, the financial instruments market is supervised by the Financial and Capital
Market Commission (FCMC), which operates in accordance with the Law on the
Financial and Capital Market Commission adopted and entered into force in 2000. The
law establishes the procedure for the establishment and operation of the Financial and
Capital Market Commission.

The situations faced by the investment management process in Latvia are directly
related to this law, and the purpose of the FCMC is to contribute to the protection of
the interests of investors, depositors and insured persons, as well as to promote the
development and stability of the financial and capital market (TKL-e2000).

There are several approaches and methods for evaluating the activities of an enterprise,

but accounting, various statistical reports, contracts and analytical data are used as the
basis.
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The overall analysis of the enterprise includes both internal and external environment.
External analysis is carried out, taking as a basis the report of the enterprise; it is
usually carried out by banks, tax authorities, investors and various supervisory
institutions. The analysis of the internal environment includes such internal indicators
of the enterprise as profit, self-cost, cost structure and other indicators necessary for
the head of the enterprise to analyze the enterprise in order to be able to make
decisions.

Economic and financial indicators, using certain algorithms, fix the situation in the
activities of the enterprise in a certain period of time. In the activities of the enterprise,
assets, profit, development of the enterprise and cash flow play an important role.
There are only three documents that allow you to understand how the enterprise
operates in the context of the indicators mentioned — the balance sheet, profit and loss
calculation, cash flow. These three documents are independent of each other, but exist
in the same system (Walsh 2003, 10-12).

Investment managers typically compare and summarize microeconomic and
macroeconomic factors in their decision-making process. Every economic factor must
be taken into account, whether it is specific to a given investment or to general trends
in the world economy. By making decisions after evaluating them in a particular
economic situation, businesses and individuals can achieve stable income and long-
term profit maximization.

An essential component of investment management is investing in various types of
business activities. There are many different types of business activities and types of
organizations, and by identifying them, it is easier to understand the plan for managing
the planned investment.

In investment management, by understanding the basic economic principles, one can
understand the various relationships that take place in the market and thus make better
investments. The essential thing to consider in investment management is the
relationship between money value and time.

The essence of investment management is to combine all the above skills, as well as to
carry out specific and reasonable actions in the right sequence when managing your
investments in order to successfully maximize profits and, as far as possible, minimize
possible risk.

Modern sports entrepreneurship has a complex structure. To ensure successful
investment management in sports, it is important to study the essence of sports
management and its development. It is the successful management of sports and
athletes that has a very large impact on the return on investment in sports.

Sports can be studied both from a business and legal point of view, and aspects of its
management can also be considered. The sports industry has evolved for over 150
years and continues to evolve. Today, sports managers are faced with such problems
as combining various parts of the sports industry into one mechanism, for example, in
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modern sports, it is necessary to combine many essential stages — sports marketing,
education, infrastructure, medicine, and legal aspects.

The development of investments in sports is inseparable from the development of
sports management because it is the development of sports management that
determines the trends in the flow of money in the sports industry. It was private
investors who had the greatest impact on the development of sports management, and
it was private investment that contributed to the development of sports in the world. At
the same time, it is important to consider the development of private investment
management in sports in order to create a methodology for managing private
investment in sports in Latvia on the basis of generalized information.

The organizational foundations of most modern types of sports and sporting events
come from the mentioned system of club sports.

It is essential to consider sports management as an academic science, having mastered
it, one can improve the management skills of sports management and develop the
activities of the industry of a particular sport. To become a successful sports manager
in today's sports industry, one must be well prepared in both sports and
entrepreneurship. It was out of necessity that sports management began to develop as
an academic industry.

To understand the essence of sports management, it is important to consider the
constituent parts of management (Chelladurai 2009, 464). Looking at the theory of
management as a whole, it can be seen that the approach of management has changed
from simple to very complex, from work-oriented to full use of human resources, from
a manager as a leader and a person who gives instructions, to a coordinator and a
member of the enterprise team. People are complex and illogical creatures, so no
management method guarantees 100% success. Managers may find it difficult to meet
the needs of employees while ensuring that goals and tasks are achieved and met.

Investment managers in sports must be experts and be able to navigate almost all areas
of management, and be able to perform a variety of tasks to achieve their goals.

An essential feature that distinguishes the sports industry from other business activities
is the fact that sports leagues can be considered monopolies in their market. This
means that the leagues do not face any direct competition for the products and services
they offer.

To ensure successful sports management at the state level, what happens in the sports
industry is controlled by law. In Latvia, the legal basis for sport is the Sports Law
(adopted in 2002).

Along with the laws, sports managers must comply with various ethical standards in
their work. Sports managers must pay attention to the moral and ethical standards in
sports. The decisions that sports managers make affect a large number of people every
day, from athletes to team owners and fans.
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One of the essential components of professional sports management is the activity of
sports agencies. Many sports agencies started their activities by representing the
interests of an athlete in cooperation with clubs. They quickly developed and provided
services such as sports marketing, private asset management, client financial
management.

CONCLUSIONS

1. The aforementioned sports organizations, as well as individual sports
managers who operate in such organizations, are an outstanding example of sports
management. By combining the skills required for a sports manager described earlier
in the reasearch, the mentioned managers or organizations managed to achieve very
lucrative contracts, both for the individuals they represent and for their organizations.

2. An essential segment of the sports industry is the maintenance of sports
facilities and the holding of sporting events. Sports facilities are an essential part of the
industry because they provide an opportunity to watch and empathize with sports, as
well as to play sports and athletes to develop their skills. Types of sports facilities —
from stadiums and arenas to centers and sports grounds. The most important tasks,
speaking of sports infrastructure, are related to the financing of a new structure or the
maintenance of an existing one. In sports management, it is important to provide your
sports organization with appropriate premises in which the organization can fully carry
out its activities. The tasks of developing and searching for sports infrastructure are not
always relevant in the daily work of a sports manager, but they are vital for the
existence of any sports organization.

3. Sports management also has to deal with organizing and running events.
Sports-related events vary in both attendance and sporting level. Each event has a
value in the overall structure of the organization, because each event represents the
name of the organization in the world. A sports manager must be able to organize both
banquets for sponsors or owners of the organization, and events for fans in order to
increase interest in events in a sports organization. Also, a sports manager must
organize mass sports events with many thousands of visitors. In order to organize
successful events, one must be able to combine the various skills necessary for
organizing events.

4. Another important application of sports manager skills in event
management, infrastructure development and management is youth sports. Youth sport
is directly correlated with the general popularity of sport in society, because by
involving young people in sports activities, it is possible to create a continuous interest
in the sport. Youth sports are a place where new sports stars and eventual professional
athletes are developed, which the sports organization, if it has helped the growth of a
young athlete, can provide income in the future. Sports agencies, by investing money
in the development of youth sports, have a direct effect on the further development of
sports and further receive financial benefits from contracts with sports professionals.
By linking the youth system with any organization, you can get a very good consumer
base for further development and promotion of the organization. Youth systems can
develop not only at the local level, but also at the level of the whole country, region or
the whole world. Various sports organizations are now developing youth systems in
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other countries and even on other continents. In the current conditions of globalization,
sports organizations can no longer rely only on the immediate surroundings for the
development of their organization.

5. These days, more than ever, corporations, sports leagues, and sports
governing bodies are trying to increase their popularity and revenue through
international markets. Modern technology, especially the ability to transmit images,
greatly facilitates the task of the manager to introduce his products to the foreign
market. The most significant professional sports in the world are trying to use the
processes of globalization to increase the popularity of their leagues and type of sport,
thus significantly increasing their market volumes and, consequently, their profits.
Both North American professional leagues and European football clubs have now
become international projects, with a particular focus on development in the Asian
market. So, for example, the NBA created its program to develop young Chinese
basketball talents in order to find at least one player from China who could play at the
NBA level. Accordingly, sports managers must be prepared to adapt to different
cultures and their mentality, because sport has become an international business in
which no national barriers exist at the moment.

6. The essence of sports management lies in combining the skills necessary
for an investment manager, as well as special special abilities to work with people who
represent a different culture and mentality.

This solves the first research task.

CHAPTER TWO
INVESTMENTS OF PUBLIC INSTITUTIONS IN SPORTS IN LATVIA

The second part of the work consists of three sections, in which the state of
investments of the Latvian state in sports is analyzed. The subsections reflect the
structure and methodology of financing sports organizations in Latvia, and separately
consider the public financing of individual athletes and the organizational model of
youth sports.

In Latvia, the Sports Law is the basis for all activity and development of the sports
industry. It regulates the processes in sports organizations and ensures the successful
cooperation of organizations in the sports industry to achieve goals.

The functions of state administration in the sports industry are performed by the
Ministry of Education and Science. The Ministry of Education and Science cooperates
with other ministries of the state in organizing sports life in the country (with the
Ministry of Welfare, with the Ministry of Internal Affairs, with the Ministry of
Defense, the Ministry of Justice, the Ministry of Health, and the Ministry of Justice.)

The structure of the industry shows that it is the Ministry of Education that leads the
industry and provides an opportunity to establish a link between industry organizations
and the distribution of funding. Sports industry organizations are financed both
directly from the state budget and from the budget of local governments and various
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private organizations. The structure created by the Ministry of Education includes a
wide variety of sports organizations, both sports educational institutions and various
governing organizations of the sports industry, as well as sports federations and the
state center for sports medicine (Fig. 1).

In the management of the sports industry by the Ministry of Education and Science,
the Latvian National Sports Council is of great importance as a public advisory body
that participates in the development of state sports policy, promotes the development
of sports and cooperation in the field of sports, as well as decision-making in matters
related to sports. The Latvian National Sports Council can be considered the main and
most significant organization in the sports industry, which is responsible for the
distribution of finances between the structural divisions of the sports industry. It
directly influences budgetary decisions in connection with the sports industry in Latvia
(Sports Law 2002). (Table 2.1.)

It can be seen that the Latvian National Sports Council is involved in the development
of state sports policy. It develops proposals for the distribution of state budget funds in
the field of sports and submits them to the Ministry of Education and Sports. The
Latvian National Sports Council provides recommendations and opinions on the
compliance of a sports camp with the status of a national sports camp (Law on Sports
2002).

One of the most important capital companies for the industry that is subordinate to the
Ministry is the Latvian Olympic Association Ltd. (data of the Ministry of Education
and Science). The tasks of the Latvian Olympic Association include organizational and
financial support of the best Latvian athletes in order to improve the quality of training
work. The Olympic Association supports athletes to make it easier for them to achieve
high-class results in official international competitions.

Along with the state capital companies, several non-governmental organizations are
also subordinate to the Ministry of Education and Science, including several societies
— the Latvian Sports Federations Council, the Latvian Olympic Committee, the
Latvian Paralympic Committee, the Latvian School Sports Federation, the Latvian
Folk Sports Association, the Sports Union of Latvian Higher Education Institutions, as
well as the Latvian Union of Sports Veterans.

The Audit Commission is responsible for controlling the financial and economic
activities of the Olympic Committee, which audits the property and financial
resources, gives an opinion on the committee's budget and annual report, evaluates the
work of accounting and record keeping, as well as makes recommendations for
improving the financial and economic activities of the Committee.
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The conclusion is that the Latvian Olympic Committee, like the Latvian Olympic
Association, predominantly supports individual types of sports. For example, in 2015
the Latvian Olympic Committee provided funding in the amount of EUR 599,000 to
federations and unions of individual types of sports. As well as basic funding of EUR
554,000 for federations and unions of individual types of sports. More than one fifth of
all expenses of the Latvian Olympic Committee are allocated specifically to individual
types of sports. (Table 2.2. and 2.3.)

The Latvian Olympic Committee provided funding in the amount of EUR 160,000 for
the TOP 50 program — our medals for Latvia. The mission of the new TOP 50 program
— our medals for Latvia — is to provide additional support to the best athletes and teams
in Latvia. The program provides financial support to the most talented athletes in
Latvia on their way to winning medals in international competitions and the Olympic
Games. Similar TOP 50 programs have already been created in other countries of the
world, for example, in Canada there is the Own the Podium program, in the UK The
World Class Performance program, in the USA The Direct Athlete Support program.

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The TOP 50 program includes the top 40 representatives of summer sports. All
athletes represent individual types of sports. In order to get into the TOP 50 program,
admission criteria have been created with the assignment of points to each athlete for
each time he/she is in the top twelve athletes at the European or World
Championships.

Under the guidance of the Latvian Olympic Committee, the Latvian Olympic
Academy also operates as a non-governmental sports organization of an educational
nature, which is engaged in research work in the field of the Olympic movement and
Olympism and promotes Olympic education in Latvia.

Financing of the Latvian Olympic Academy provided by the Latvian Olympic
Committee is EUR 16,000 (Latvian Olympic Academy).

The Latvian Olympic Social Fund began its activities in 1990 as a structural
subdivision of the Latvian Olympic Committee and was established as an open public
fund in 1996. The participation of the Latvian Olympic Committee in the financing of
the Latvian Olympic Social Fund continues to this day and helps many sports veterans
to maintain a dignified life. Over time, with the growing number of sports veterans in
need of care, the Latvian state also took care of them, providing the foundation with
part of the necessary funds from the state budget. At the initiative of the Board of the
Latvian Olympic Social Fund and in accordance with the requirements of the Law on
Societies and Funds, the Latvian Olympic Committee became the sole founder of the
Latvian Olympic Social Fund, also contributing to the preservation of the spiritual
connection between the generations of athletes (Latvian Olympic Social Fund).

The Latvian Olympians Club is a public organization recognized by the World
Olympians Association that unites athletes who have participated in the Olympic
Games and accredited coaches, referees, journalists who have expressed a desire to
participate in the activities of the club. 237 Latvian athletes participated in the
Olympic Games. The state-provided subsidies to support activities together with the
Latvian Olympic Academy amounted to EUR 10,000 (Latvian Olympians Club).

Along with the Latvian Olympic Committee, there is another non-governmental
organization that plays an important role in the sports industry in the country. This
society 1s the Latvian Sports Federations Council, which is an independent association
of 88 sports federations in the sports industry, recognized in accordance with the laws
and regulations of the Republic of Latvia, and which, in accordance with the Sports
Law, represents them and implements their common interests (Latvian Sports
Federations Council). The goals and tasks of the Latvian Sports Federations Council
are to coordinate the activities of sports federations recognized in Latvia, to represent
and implement their common interests, to represent Latvia in the European Non-
Governmental Sports Organization, as well as to implement delegated regulatory
functions and tasks set by laws and regulations of the Republic of Latvia.

The Latvian Sports Federations Council has drawn up the criteria for obtaining co-
financing from the state budget for holding official competitions of the relevant
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international or European federation for adults, juniors and youth planned by a
recognized sports federation in Latvia (Latvian Sports Federations Council).

In the state budget of Latvia for 2015, sports federations and sports events (program
dated 09.09.00) are allocated EUR 2,156,000. In total, EUR 2,684,000 have been
allocated for planned expenses. Another source of funds for the Latvian Sports
Federations Council is a donation from the State Joint-Stock Company “Latvia's State
Forests” (VAS “Latvijas valsts mezi”) in the amount of EUR 440,000. The total
income of the Latvian Sports Federations Council in 2015 is EUR 2,684,000 (see table
2.4)).

In their turn, the Latvian state organizations of the sports sector have developed
several models to support and improve the abilities of the strongest individual athletes

in the country.

The funds of the Latvian state budget for sports are awarded in accordance with an
annual law on the state budget. The amount of financing of the subprogram of the
budget ‘High-class sports’ is set no less than in a previous financial year. Financial
resources for sports are also formed by funds of local and regional governments, legal
entities and individuals, funds of sports organizations and contributions from

international sports federations (See Fig. 2.2).

The state budget of Latvia does not subsidize individual sports directly, but state-
owned organizations previously described in the study do so. However, it is possible to
receive targeted subsidies for organization of any individual sports events or sports
projects.

One of the most important organizations subordinate to the state administration and
supporting individual sports is the Latvian Olympic Committee. The analyses show
that the athletes involved in athletics are financed the most. The Latvian Olympic
Committee has created a methodology for financing the training work of the
Committee and calculating additional payments, where each achievement is assigned a
value, and this value is equated to the amount of money that an athlete receives to
ensure his or her activities. The methodology for calculating training finances and
additional payments accurately explains the amount of funding provided to each
athlete. The scheme Financing of training work and calculation of additional payments
reflects the achievements for which certain training work funding is provided.

The total amount of funding for individual sports athletes from public funds was
1,810,335 EUR in 2015. Funding is the main state support in improving the abilities of
athletes and the basis for the ability to represent the country in the international arena.

The significant predominance of state budget support for individual sports is explained
by the fact that it would be impossible and dishonest in team sports to select individual
athletes who are supported by the state towards other team members, and funds are not
sufficient to provide sufficient conditions and funding for all members of team sports.
One should take into account that it is much more difficult for a country with a small
population to rank high in international competitions, therefore it is almost impossible
to obtain funding for individual improvement of the abilities of team sports
representatives.

The Section on financial resources for sports in the Law on Sports of the Republic of
Latvia states that youth sports is primarily financed from the state budget and the
special state budget (Law on Sports 2002). The Board of Directors of the Latvian
Sports Educational Institutions has established an enterprise under its control, the
Youth Sports Foundation. The Foundation was established to raise funds for the
development of youth sports in the country, popularization of youth sports, and
promotion of sports. The Foundation attracts contributions, donations, state budget
funds and own funds (DP-).

The Latvian Youth Foundation has developed criteria for receiving funds from the
Youth Foundation. An application for funding must be submitted to a sports school or
sports club recognized by the Latvian Sports Federations Council.

CONCLUSIONS

1. Youth sports in Latvia is organized by sports educational institutions or sports
schools. Sports classes are held in general education schools, and sports schools
and sports clubs are professionally engaged with young people. The sports
schools of the largest cities in the country are connected and supported from the
budgets of the sports clubs of the cities mentioned.

2. The Ventspils Basketball Club supports Ventspils Sports School Spars and its
basketball department because this is the source, where sports clubs can bring up
new players and strong talents. The need for strong boarding schools, similar to
the one that was created at the Murjani Sports Gymnasium many years ago, was
already described earlier in the paper. By creating a system of strong boarding
schools, it will be possible to train young talents of Latvia better for starts in
international competitions and then for participation in the adult national teams
of the country.

3.  Having summarised the analysed information, one can argue that individual
sports and the training costs of their athletes are mainly financed from the state
budget in Latvia, while team sports representatives depend on municipal funding
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and donations. Also, the state has not developed a support system for the best
individual representatives of team sports so that they can develop their individual
skills.

The youth system relies on sports schools maintained by local and regional
governments. At the same time, there are various institutions in Latvia that could
cooperate with a planned investment management model successfully, as well as
institutions whose cooperation with the model would be an integral part of
successful functioning.
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CHAPTER THREE
STRATEGIC DIRECTIONS FOR INCREASING THE EFFICIENCY
OF THE MANAGEMENT OF PRIVATE INVESTMENTS IN SPORTS IN
LATVIA

For private investment management in sports, as for any other type of investment
management, the most significant decision is the selection of an investment portfolio,
its supervision and evaluation of investments, thus gaining experience for making
further decisions. By defining a methodology for investment management in sports,
functionality of which would be based on a training centre for high-class athletes, it is
possible to facilitate and ensure successful development of investments made, as well
as create necessary conditions for maximising profits. In addition, such a methodology
would provide the most talented young athletes with the necessary financial support in
the form of business investments systematically. For a positive return on investment, it
i1s essential to identify sports in which investment could be most effective and
successful. To achieve this goal, one requires to define criteria, based on which
necessary analysis is possible.

For the development of sports life both in the country and on a global scale, it is the
youth system that is very crucial in the training of athletes because one can achieve the
most successful results in the training of professional athletes thanks to a successful
youth system.

Despite a large decline in the total number of people who go in for sports, the
dynamics of number of students in professional sports educational institutions from
26,268 students in 2010 increased to 30,162 students in 2014, which is a good
indicator, due to the importance of the already mentioned mass character of the youth
sports (Data of the Ministry of Education and Science, MES..).

Since 2010, the number of students in professional sports educational institutions has
been gradually growing, which is a positive indicator of the development of the state
sports system as a whole (See Figure No. 3.1).

High-performance sports is essential in the mass character of youth sports, as the
results of high-performance sports exactly affect the popularity of a particular sport
and the subsequent activity in the corresponding sport among young people and their
parents. The most successful examples of high-performance sports can serve as a
model for young people in professional sports educational institutions, contributing to
their success, mutual competition and a common choice in favour of a healthy lifestyle
(see Figure No. 3.2).

Having found out the sports that Latvian youth are most involved in, one can conclude
which sports will be the ones that will give the best investment performance. The
sports with the largest number of participants give a potential investor the best
opportunity to select and choose the most suitable investment subjects for their
investment (Table 3.1).

A rather successful and effective system of youth sports has been created in Latvia,
which can attract young people who want to go in for sports. The effectiveness of the
youth sports system is characterized by the results achieved by young people at the
European and World Youth Championships in various age groups and sports. Latvian
national youth teams and individual athletes rank among the best in Europe and the
world consistently.

The implementation of a successful system for the transition of talents trained by
youth professional sports educational institutions to adult sports would provide an
opportunity for an increasing number of young people to achieve excellent results in
high-performance sports. By creating a support system for successful athletes, so that a
young athlete can successfully join adult sports, it is possible to increase the number of
those who are professionally involved in high-performance sports, thus increasing the
level of competition in domestic championships, as well as the number of
representatives who represent the country in various international competitions,
multiplying the positive impact that high-performance sport has.

Sports traditions in the country have the greatest influence in the development of
sports. It is sports traditions that influence which sports the public will be interested in,
and which ones it will not be interested in at all. The public interest is what gives sport
added value and opportunity for development. Experienced professionals contribute to
the development of the sport and determine trends because in a sport with more
employees attract more people who want to go in for sports is possible, which affects
the dynamics of a particular sport positively in the long term. A sport with many
coaches is much more attractive for investment and cooperation with the state because
a greater number of knowledgeable specialists and greater mutual competition in the
labour market contribute to an overall increase in the level of qualification of sports
specialists (Table 3.2)

The number of people consistently participating in sports has been increasing for
several years, except for a decline after the financial crisis in 2008 (See Figure 3.3).
This is a good trend for the development of sports in the country because the results of

high-performance sports also depend on the popularity and mass character of sports.

To ensure the work of sports federations and the general sports life in the country
successfully, sports bases are needed. Sports facilities are an important element in the
formation of sports traditions, as they provide an opportunity for young athletes to
improve their skills successfully. When summarizing information about those sports
that have a well-equipped infrastructure, one can predict the most successful sports in
the near future, as well as in which sports the successful development of young people
is possible. Sufficient provision of sports infrastructure is a good basis for the interest
of private investors in the development of young athletes in a particular sport.
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The main goal of sports policy is to enable every individual to do sports, regardless of
their gender, age, race, as well as mental and physical disabilities. Achieving the goals
of sports 1s impossible without a modern sports infrastructure, as well as sports events
taking place in it, which attract public interest causing a desire to take part in sports
activities, thus improving one’s physical fitness and improving health. One can argue
that purposeful investment in sports and infrastructure that promotes a healthy lifestyle
1s an investment in the overall long-term development of Latvia. With the
development of infrastructure, support is provided to improve the health and quality of
life of the population, while the developed sports infrastructure in the regions
contributes to the development of regional centres. By investing in the development of
sports infrastructure, less money will have to be directed to healthcare in the future
because the development of sports facilities helps to combat the main cause of health
problems, that is, an unhealthy lifestyle. (Table 3.3)

By creating multifunctional sports facilities, it is possible to meet the needs of several
parts of community. A number of sports facilities in certain sports directly correlates
with the number of the most popular sports in the country. (Table 3.4)

Developed and easily accessible sports facilities enable attracting an increasing
number of young people to the sports sector that contributes to the main goals of sports
already mentioned above such as public health, high-performance sports, and public
welfare. Well-maintained and aimed at stimulating achievements, the infrastructure
will ensure not only the country's sports success at the international level but will also
contribute to the involvement of people in sports, which is in the general interests of
the country. To have a foundation and the need for further development of sports
facilities, the sports system must generate more and more professional athletes, as well
as capable coaches who would attract more young people who want to go in for sports.
A country itself is unable to provide all sports with the necessary funds for the
successful growth of athletes. A situation arises when after graduating from a sports
school, a young athlete cannot find a way to continue his or her career at a professional
level and bring the benefits described above to the country. In addition, due to limited
financial resources, the state cannot help to make a career in high-performance sports
successfully in the international sports arena. Cooperation between the public and
private sectors can provide more and more young successful athletes.

Developing the use of sports facilities in the youth system and promoting the
achievements of young people in high-performance sports require establishing centres
where the professional growth of athletes would be ensured. In line with the national
guidelines for the development of sports, the Ministry of Education and Science has
developed a conceptual communication for a project that provides for the
establishment of high-class athlete training centres that provide a quality environment
and conditions to help train new outstanding athletes. The goal of establishing athlete
training centres is to improve the system of quality training of high-class athletes in
Latvia by ensuring the prerequisites for development of internationally competitive
athletes (Conceptual Communication 2015.).

In the implementation of the state’s goal, that is, the development of a training centre
for high-class athletes, private entrepreneurship can help successfully. Cooperation
such as public private partnerships between public institutions and a private
entrepreneur can create a system for minimising a difficult transition from youth sports
to adult sports successfully and full-fledged functioning of high-class athlete training
centres. In cooperation between a private partner and state institutions, new sports
training centres (sports schools) and well-provided infrastructure can increase the
overall results of high-performance sports much more successfully, which will bring
direct benefits in the areas of the standard of living of society already described above
by solving many problems that the state cannot resolve itself.

A private entrepreneur can provide some of the services that are necessary for the
successful operation of a development centre; however, due to limited financial
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resources, the state cannot afford it, including the involvement of high-level
international coaches, provision of high-level healthcare and medicine, individual
support of an athlete at representative events, protection of the international rights of
an athlete and recommendations for the best career decisions, athlete training using
experienced professionals. Still, perhaps the most significant contribution of a private
partner would be the selection of investees - talented athletes. Considering that the
private partner invests his or her funds, he or she will be especially attentive and
selective regarding young people in whom to invest his or her funds. No publicly
funded body can provide such high-quality selection as a private partner can.

In their turn, while cooperating with the state, entrepreneurs would have an
opportunity to use the existing infrastructure, which they could not provide for their
own funds. Public private partnership is possible because the risks would be shared
between the state and the private partner in case of career failure or failure to achieve
the desired result. But more importantly, the state would receive high-performance

athletes, whom it is currently unable to train, especially in team sports. (See Figure No.
34)

Well-developed athlete training centres, which can only be achieved through public
private cooperation, would solve some of the significant problems in the high-
performance sports sector in Latvia.

For ensuring rewarding cooperation between the state and private individuals in
training high-class athletes, mainly attracting investors, one needs to generate interest
in the private sector in opportunities to engage in commercial activities in the sports
sector. The investments needed to effectively support the development of high-class
athletes can be attracted by creating an opportunity for investors to profit from high-
class athletes subsequently. If the interests of an enterprise that is involved in the
training of young athletes are directly related to the growth of a professional athlete,
the most effective training of young athletes and the transition from youth sports to
adult sports will be ensured. If an athlete, when he or she reaches a certain level of
development, pays a part of his or her income for investments in the growth of an
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athlete subsequently, it will be possible to ensure entrepreneurial activity in the
training of high-class athletes in Latvia successfully.

For investors who have decided to invest in athletes, it is very important to find out
which sports are the best paid in the world. When summarising the data on the most
earning athletes, one can also state the sports in which the highest incomes of athletes
are observed.

To find out which team sports are the best paid in the world, one must clarify which
leagues are the highest paid on average. This is a significant metric to determine in
which sports athletes have the best chance of earning the highest possible rewards. It is
important to study the average remuneration of athletes in team sports leagues because
it was already found out earlier in the thesis that the state already provides training
conditions for the best representatives of individual sports, and the development of
team sports can be undertaken by an investor as a private partner. Investors would be
particularly interested in sports that offer the best return on investment possible, and
higher paying leagues are a good indicator. Leagues of the best paid athletes also
determine the overall trend in the sport and reflect the highest paid sports in the world
as a whole. (See Fig.3.5)

Private investment in sports can be attracted by showing the opportunity for profit. In
addition to the initiative of private investors to develop high-level athletes, cooperation
with the state in ensuring the development of athletes is necessary. The cooperation of
the state with a private partner would significantly contribute to the development of
sports life in the country, create a system of support for young athletes in high-
performance sports and give the state an opportunity to develop other sports, in which
state funding is more necessary, and in which representatives of the sport have no
ability to support their own activities without state funding.

Based on the analysis of several sports, in accordance with the criteria previously
mentioned in the study, (basketball, football and ice-hockey) are those sports in which
it would be possible to attract private investors in the establishment of centres for the
development of youth high-performance sports. In the sports mentioned above, a
situation has occurred in Latvia when modern sports facilities have already been
created and developed. At the same time, there is a dramatic lack of individual work
potentially with the most talented representatives of the sport, which a private investor
could successfully solve. The experiment conducted in the study clearly shows that it
is possible to support the most talented representatives of a team sport individually just
as the state supports representatives of individual sports.

To clarify the sports that are most attractive for private investment, one should
definitely take into account the mass nature of the system of youth sports professional
education in a particular sport and a number of high-performance sports athletes in
each sport. Therefore, it is important to study the correlation between the mass nature
of the youth sports system, sports traditions in a particular sport and the number of
athletes who reach the level of high-performance sports. For researching the scale of
youth sports and the proportion of athletes involved in sports at the professional level,
sports that are of interest for private investment should be selected from the most
popular sports among young people, thus grounding the selection on profit

opportunities of professional athletes in the world.

Each case of investment in sports, as in any venture capital project, is very individual,
and a private investor may be interested in investing in any sport. However, research
shows that ice-hockey, basketball and football are the sports with the highest potential
return on investment in Latvia.

An essential prerequisite for attracting private investors is a return on investment so
that an investor who wants to invest in an athlete has the opportunity to earn and
continue to invest in other athletes as a result of the investment process. For a private
investor in the development of sports in the country, there will most likely be certain
parts of the sports sector that will seem especially interesting. These will be sports
with the highest potential return on investment, that is, the most profitable sports in the
world. As an example of the return on private investment for investment in team sports
in Latvia, one can take the experience of Basketball Development Agency Riga in
training young athletes and preparing them for high-performance sports.

During the study, an analysis of sports was carried out based on the criteria described
above, which determined possibility of increasing the number of those athletes who
would develop up to the level of high-performance sports. The mass character directly
affects the results of high-performance sports because the more popular the sport
among young people is, the greater the opportunity to find talented young people, as
well as the greater mutual competition, which contributes to growth.

To study the return on investment of the activities of the developed model of the
training centre for high-class athletes, a practical experiment was carried out by
founding a limited liability company “Basketball Agency Riga” (BAA “Riga”), which
would directly carry out private investments in the development of young athletes
from Latvia.

To calculate the financial result of the project, the calculation of return on investment
is used. The return on investment shows how effectively the investments invested in an
enterprise by its owners are used and what profit is generated. For investors, this is one
of crucial indicators because it shows how much a potential investor will earn from
each euro invested (Association of Chartered Certified Accountants 2017).

ROI=P/C (3.1)
where, ROI = return on investment,
P = profit after taxes,
C = investment made.

Thus, determining possibility of attracting private investors to high-performance sports
in Latvia requires assessing return on investment of the pilot enterprise, as well as
comparing it with the return on investment in the country. One also needs to find out
the return on investment by evaluating the current net value of investments in the pilot
enterprise at the beginning of the project and the specific cash flow that the project has
generated up to 2017.

To compare the investments made, and the income and losses of each year since 2009,
when the first investments were made in the athlete’s training centre, the method of
estimating future profits was also used. The method of estimating future profit at the
time of investment gives an idea of an annual return on investment, which is compared
with depository interest for the corresponding year (Bank of Latvia.c). (Table 3.7)

The discount rate set by the Bank of Latvia in 2009, when the project was initially
invested, was 4.65. Therefore, given the income that the project has generated since
2009, the NPV value 1s 47,993.82 EUR, which is significantly higher compared to the
initial investment of 14,229 EUR. As a result of the project evaluation, one can
observe that the enterprise is doing business successfully. In general, the project paid
off, and the enterprise i1s making a profit. Compared to 2009, it is more profitable to
invest in the project than to place them on a fixed-term deposit in a bank at the
moment. According to the data of the Bank of Latvia, the term deposit rate was 1.354
in 2017. Of course, risks should be taken into account, incl. the most significant as the
inability of athletes to reach a sufficient level so that the remuneration for the work of
an athlete can provide further investment plans for the investor in the field of sports. It
is essential that the profit tends to increase every year considering the fact that after the
training, athletes are actively involved in professional sports, thus providing an
increasing amount of income for the investment management model (Bank of Latvia -

o).

To analyse the return on additional investments for the entire period, an analysis of the
company’s financial performance was also carried out by calculating its liquidity and
turnover growth based on the company’s data for 2017. The enterprise needs working
capital to operate successfully. If a business has cash problems, no matter how
profitable the business is, it risks becoming insolvent. Therefore, it is necessary to
calculate the ratio of total working capital to predict the sustainable development of an
enterprise (Association of Chartered Certified Accountants 2017, 213).
L=A/1 (3.3.),
where: L = total working capital ratio,
A = current assets,
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I = short-term liabilities.

When comparing current assets with short-term liabilities of BAA Riga Ltd, the total
current assets ratio was 1.254 in 2017, which means that the enterprise is able to cover
its short-term liabilities (Bank of Latvia.c). If the calculated ratio is greater than 1, the
enterprise should have no problem meeting its short-term liabilities. If the ratio falls
below 1, there is a risk that the enterprise may have problems paying short-term
liabilities. It is believed that this ratio should be in the range from 1 to 3. Too high
liquidity ratio indicates the irrational use of working capital. When evaluating the ideal
level, one cannot ignore the specifics of the industry and the dynamics of a particular
indicator in an enterprise, which can often differ sharply in different industries
(Register of Enterprises.e).

Comparing the turnover of the enterprise in 2017 compared to 2016, one can conclude
that it has increased, as in previous years. There was an increase of 67% in 2017. The
constant growth of turnover is one of the direct indicators of the sustainable
implementation of the project.

During the experiment, it was stated that creating a long-term interest for a private
investor in sports and the training of athletes required forging strong legal relations
between both parties, an entrepreneur and an athlete. It is also essential to maintain
mutually high standards of work ethics. The legal grounds should define what the
responsibilities of both parties are during their collaboration and under what conditions
the collaboration is terminated, for example, if an athlete fails to achieve the required
results. A certain amount of remuneration should be introduced, upon reaching which
an athlete must pay for the development assistance provided by an entrepreneur and
the funds that the entrepreneur has invested in the athlete. Both parties of cooperation
must understand that achieving a successful result is impossible without each other. It
1s necessary to create a situation in which private investments are as important and
necessary for an athlete as an athlete chosen as an investment object is for an
enterprise. One needs to justify the elements and tasks of cooperation legally that each
party must fulfil, as well as compensation for violation of the terms of cooperation by
one or the other party. A strong legal framework for cooperation will protect the
interests of the developing athlete and guarantee that he or she will have the
opportunity to achieve the highest results, as well as ensure that the entrepreneur is
able to continue his or her activities by supporting the following athletes and ensuring
a positive return on investment.

The conducted research presents an empirical and qualitatively validated methodology
and theoretical interpretation about sports investment management in Latvia.
According to the innovative methodology created by the author of the thesis, there are
six basketball clubs in Latvia that are approbating the innovative methodology in real
life.

To better understand the relatively large application of the innovative promotional
methodology, one must be aware that before the introduction of such a methodology in
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BAA Riga in the Republic of Latvia, there was not a single similar system that
investors could use as a model.

CONCLUSIONS

1. The most important academic basis for developing a methodology for managing
private investments in sports is the management of venture capital investments.
Therefore, it was important to consider both venture capital in essence and the
method of operation of venture capital investments during the research. Venture
capital investors invest in new privately owned businesses that are considered to
have the potential to grow quickly, with the potential to be traded on exchanges,
or to existing businesses. Venture capital investors participate in an enterprise
actively in whose operational activities they have invested.

2. By conducting an experiment, one has proved that the management of private
investments in sports in its organization is equated to the management of venture
capital investments. Having analysed the results of the experiment, one has
concluded that the most important process in investment management in sports is
active participation and inclusion in the development of the investment object.

3. Investment management in sports is associated with investments in projects with
a high degree of risk, however, the potential return on investment is significantly
higher than in investment projects with a lower degree of risk. As a result of the
experiment, one has stated that of all the investment objects, only a small part -
approximately 10% provided the project with a financial return, although it is
already significantly higher than the average in the sector, where, as it was stated
during the study, only 2% of young basketball players became professional
basketball players. At the same time, the return on successful investees is
sufficient to enable the enterprise to continue applying the innovative investment
methodology to new investees.

4. The most essential shortcoming of state funding in sports is the insufficient
funding of team sports representatives for their training for high-performance
sports, which can become a significant obstacle in the career development of
young athletes. By studying foreign practice and the development of young
athletes from other countries and adapting the results obtained to the objective
circumstances of Latvia, an innovative methodology for investment management
in sports in Latvia was elaborated during the study.

5. The selection of athletes to provide funding to representatives of individual
sports functions successfully in the country. A similar system with clearly
defined selection criteria can also be used by a private investor to assess an
investee.

6. For successful attraction of private investors in the development of sports,
summarising information about those sports is needed that have the necessary
base of young athletes and that can provide the investor with a sufficient return
on investment so that the investment project is profitable and able to support
itself in the long term. As a result of the study, it can be argued that it is
practically impossible for a private investor to develop the basic infrastructure,
which is decisive in the development of young athletes.

7.  During the elaboration of the study, one has established that a private investor
has the opportunity to train athletes in team sports much more successfully
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10.

because the state, as the only competitor in the field of financial investment in
sports, does not support the development of individual athletes in team sports
financially.

The most significant disadvantage of private investment in sports is the sports
infrastructure necessary to support the activity, which requires huge investments
to create. The only way to resolve the situation is looking for opportunities to
cooperate with government organizations that manage the existing sports
infrastructure or develop a new one.

The study examined the activities of the first professional sports agency in the
world - IMG (International Management Group). The activity of IMG differs
sharply from the agency created in the experiment because IMG entered into
agreements with high-level athletes at the beginning of its activity in order to
promote the marketing and recognition of athletes, which led to additional
income for athletes and to the use of its name in various marketing programs. In
its turn, the enterprise established as a pilot project operated with still
unrecognizable and unknown athletes by providing the opportunity for the most
successful to become world-class professional athletes.

Despite the different business model, it is the IMG sports management
methodology, adapted to the objective reality in a particular place of business
that can be taken as a model of investment management in sports.

III. GENERAL CONCLUSIONS OF THE THESIS AND PROPOSALS

1. General conclusions

An analysis of modern and classical theories of economics and management,
theoretical and practical aspects of the formation and development of investment
management in sports and the factors influencing it, as well as the results of an
empirical study conducted by the author and the developed solutions for investment
management in sports, allow us to draw the following general conclusions:

l.

2.

Investment management in sports is scientifically underdeveloped and studied
insufficiently not only in Latvia, but also in the world.

The pioneer of investment management in sports is an American enterprise IMG,
which was founded in 1960 when its founders realized that television would
provide a significant increase in the income of athletes.

Targeted private investment in the development of Latvian athletes is still an
unprecedented investment strategy and a novelty in the investment industry as a
whole in Latvia.

The state provides support only to improve the individual skills of athletes of
individual sports.

To improve the individual skills of athletes in team sports, support is needed
similar to that provided in individual sports in Latvia.

In Latvian sports, an effective investment management technique for investing
venture capital in sports is to set up a business and invest in athletes who play
football, basketball or ice-hockey.

The use of the innovative methodology of the investment model in sports
developed in the study in entrepreneurial activity provides the investor with a
profitability of approximately 45% per year with a growth trend currently since
the investment project is still under development.
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State funding, infrastructure, traditions, popularity among young people, mass
character, athlete’s profit opportunities are the most essential criteria, the results
of the analysis of which should be taken into account when deciding on the
investees in sports in Latvia.

For ensuring the most effective application of the investment management model
in sports developed during the study, it is important to continue exploring legal
and psychological aspects of the model, as well as its potential effect outside
Latvia.

2. Proposals
The Department of Sports of the Ministry of Education and Science, as the
main element in the organization of sports life in the country, should be able to
create and ensure successful cooperation among sports schools, training centres
and sports clubs so that children’s sports continue to form young high-level
athletes, who could be trained further on by both sports training centres and
sports clubs. It is necessary to establish a good including legal basis for further
cooperation so that a young athlete from a state sports school can successfully
move to sports training centres or professional clubs. Developing a model of
cooperation for the development of youth is required, which would include both
the activities of sports training centres and professional clubs.
When arranging their internal organizational structure, professional sports clubs
need to be aware that by investing time and giving the opportunity to develop
young, physically and technically trained athletes, high-performance athletes can
be formed who will cost much less than attracted from abroad. Athletes trained in
Latvia will always provide the club with higher added value in the long run.
For successful investment in the training of athletes, investors should establish
venture capital enterprises for investing in sports and ensure cooperation with
government institutions in the training of athletes. Considering the innovative
methodology of investment management in sports identified in the thesis, it is
possible to obtain a return on investment that exceeds the national average.
The developed innovative methodology of investment management can be used
in other sectors where, as a result of an objective lack of government funding,
young people do not have the opportunity to develop their talent, whether it be
education, culture or arts, to such a level that they can be competitive in the
world.

IV. CONCLUSION

The thesis develops the theory of investment capital management in sports through the
formulated new deficits, methods and models of effective management of private
investments in sports based on the generally applicable methodology of scientific
knowledge.

There was information summarised about the essence of investment management, as
well as the experience of investment management in the world, with a focus on
investment in sports and the development of athletes. An analysis was also made of the
experience of organizing sports management in the world, as well as the history of its
formation.
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As a result of summarizing the information, it was stated that the best way to confirm
or disprove the hypothesis put forward was to conduct an experiment by establishing
an enterprise that would be engaged in sports management in Latvia.

The design of the study analysed the best possible investment scenarios, justifying
them by creating opportunities for private investment capital created by the lack of
public funding in sports. Thus, the most successful structure of the activity of the
investment management enterprise in the field of sports was chosen.

In the course of the research, a sports investment management pilot enterprise was
established which invested in the development of athletes by implementing the sports
and investment management methodology described in the study.

After eight years of the enterprise’s activity within the framework of the research, an
analysis of the enterprise’s activity and its investment indicators was carried out, thus
confirming the hypothesis put forward in the thesis.

The elaboration of the thesis creates a unique methodology for managing the
intellectual capital of the enterprise, and the thesis can develop in directions outside of
restrictive conditions.

The materials of the thesis are considered in terms of scientific and scientific-applied
aspects. Scientific results are aimed at generating new knowledge for the effective
management of investment capital in sports.

A new created line of business and management activities and its organizational
foundations, practically proving that by investing in sports in Latvia and implementing
appropriate investment management processes, one can get a positive return on
investment. Scientific and applied results include an innovative method of managing
private investments in sports, which provides a positive investment balance for an
investor. The paper identifies the most significant criteria that determine the final
decision of the investor on an investee in Latvian sports in accordance with the
innovative methodology developed during the study.

V. SCIENTIFIC AND SCIENTIFIC-APPLIED RESULTS
Long-standing scientific interest and professional focus on the issues investigated in
the thesis, the wisdom of the lessons of the past, the growing dynamics of the
problematic present and the hope for predictability in the future of private investment
management in sports allow the main results of the present development to be derived.

Scientific results

1. The theory of management of investments in sports has been further developed as
the management of venture capital investments, part of the interpretation of the
category “investments in sports”, the features of their management and best
practices.
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2. New knowledge in the field of investment management in sports was formed. An
innovative methodology for investment management in sports was created in Latvia
and a system of indicators for assessing the constituent risk factors for investments
was developed.

Scientific-applied results

1. An innovative methodology for an investment model in sports has been elaborated,
which will allow an investor to achieve a profitability of approximately 45% per
year with an upward trend.

2. A strategy has been developed to improve the efficiency of investment management
in sports, including the participation of the Republic of Latvia and, on this basis, to
increase its value.

3. As a result of the study, an enterprise was established that continues its activities, by
improving based on previously acquired practical experience and replenished
theoretical knowledge.
