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1. Relevance and significance of the scientific problem developed

The dissertation submitted for review examines a topic of particular importance,
"concerning the problems and opportunities for the development of military and
economic cooperation within the countries of the Baltic-Black Sea region".

The relevance of the dissertation is caused by the need to take preventive measures
to ensure the security of both the state in particular and the entire region where it is
located. One of the ways to achieve such a goal is international cooperation. "The
powerful form of international military and economic cooperation is the creation of
international military-political blocs, concerning the problems and opportunities for the
development of military and economic cooperation within the countries of the Baltic-
Black Sea region", which is presented in the dissertation and is the author's vision for
resolving the accumulated problems in this area.

The topic of military-economic cooperation of the countries of the Baltic-Black Sea
region has been considered by a number of authors who have conducted numerous studies
in this area. The scientific research in the dissertation is focused on the cooperation of the
countries of the Baltic-Black Sea region and in particular on the impact on the economy
of Latvia, and not on all the countries that partner with each other.

In accordance with this, the scientific problem has been correctly defined, revealing
the relevance of the topic of the dissertation work, the goal of the scientific research has
been formulated, and the object and subject of the dissertation work have been indicated.
A system of scientific research methods has been used to solve the scientific research
tasks.

The topic of the dissertation developed by the doctoral student Mr. Kaspars Kikste
is current and significant, corresponding to the content of the work.

The dissertation submitted for review is a fully completed work and is written
clearly and understandably with the necessary competence that the doctoral student
possesses.

The following scientific innovations can be mentioned:



1. The need to create a new collective security system in Eastern Europe is
substantiated.

2. The prerequisites for the creation of the Baltic-Black Sea Union (BBSU/BCS)
in the context of strengthening regional security are studied and systematized.

3. New provisions on the common interests of the countries of the Baltic-Black
Sea region in the field of security, economic and political cooperation are developed.

4. A hierarchical model of the composition of the countries of the Baltic-Black
Sea Union is developed.

5. Proposals are presented for the development of an economic strategy for Latvia

to improve the effectiveness of its participation in the Baltic-Black Sea Union.

2. General characteristics and structure of the dissertation
The dissertation work of Mr. Kaspars Kikste consists of an introduction, three
chapters, a conclusion, references, appendices, a list of abbreviations, a list of tables, a
list of figures used, as well as a declaration of originality. The main text covers 217 printed
pages, of which 178 pages are the main text, 26 tables, 15 figures, 11 appendices and 293
literary sources.

The dissertation work presented in this way complies with Art. 27, para. 2 of the
Regulations for the Implementation of the Law on the Development of the Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria.

The introduction justifies the relevance of the topic, the goal, the research tasks, the
object and the subject of the study. The author indicates the main hypothesis, the
methodology of the study, as well as the limitations that are set in the development of the
dissertation.

The doctoral student correctly formulated the main goal of the dissertation: "To
substantiate the theoretical and practical foundations for the development of the processes

of international military cooperation between the countries of the Baltic-Black Sea



region". To achieve this goal, 3 research tasks have been defined, which are solved
sequentially in the three chapters of the dissertation:

1. To reveal the essence and role of the military sector in ensuring national security;

2. To characterize military and economic cooperation in the national security
system, to systematize modern trends in the global and regional geopolitical situation, and
to substantiate the economic, political and military advantages of the creation of the union
in the Baltic - Black Sea region;

3. To develop proposals for the development of the economy of Latvia as part of
the countries of the Baltic - Black Sea Union.

The object and subject matter of the presented work are correctly defined.

The object of the dissertation is “the system of relations in the field of regional
military and economic cooperation in the Baltic-Black Sea region.”

The subject of the study is “substantiation of the economic and military
prerequisites for the creation of the Baltic-Black Sea Union in the context of ensuring
collective international security”.

The doctoral student formulated a basic hypothesis that "Ensuring the country's
security at the national and regional levels includes the development of its own military
sector and the use of the advantages of international military cooperation, through
prerequisites for the creation of a regional union of countries connecting the Baltic and
Black Seas, expanding the opportunities for economic and military cooperation in the
context of the formation of the Baltic-Black Sea corridor."

The boundaries of the research are limited to studying the theoretical and practical
prerequisites and features of the implementation of the concept of strengthening
cooperation in the Baltic-Black Sea region. The scientific research in the dissertation is
focused on the cooperation of the countries of the Baltic-Black Sea region and in
particular on the impact on the economy of Latvia, and not on all partner countries.

The following scientific research methods were used in the dissertation: system-

structural analysis, methods of comparative, historical, logical, quantitative and
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qualitative analysis, analysis and synthesis, expert assessments, SWOT analysis, etc.
These skillfully selected research methods made it possible to realize the set goal and
fulfill the tasks set in the dissertation. The methods were used correctly and correctly in
the development of the dissertation.

In the first chapter, the author examines the theoretical statements related to the topic
of the study, which consists in clarifying the essence and role of military and economic
cooperation between states. Based on publications by various authors, the essence,
structure and form of manifestation of the National Security System are clarified. The
military sector and its role in ensuring national security are examined, as well as military
and economic cooperation as an important component for ensuring national security. At
the end of the chapter, the necessary conclusions are drawn.

The second chapter provides an analytical assessment of the development of
cooperation between the Baltic and Black Sea countries. The analysis covers the
characteristics of ensuring the national security of the countries of the Baltic-Black Sea
region in the current geopolitical situation, analyses the comparative characteristics of the
scale of the economic and military sectors in the context of ensuring collective security
in Europe, and also studies and analyses the geopolitical and economic prerequisites for
the creation of the Baltic-Black Sea Union.

Based on the analysis of the characteristics and processes of development of military
cooperation in the world, in Europe and the Baltic-Black Sea region, the author
systematizes contemporary global and regional trends; conducts a comparative analysis
of the scale of the military sector in the leading countries and the countries of the Baltic-
Black Sea region; assesses the geopolitical, economic and military prerequisites for the
development of Baltic-Black Sea cooperation and at the end of the chapter draws the
necessary conclusions.

Chapter three offers promising directions for the development of the Baltic-Black
Sea region in the context of ensuring collective security. This is achieved through an

analytical assessment and model of the Baltic-Black Sea region ("Hierarchical model for

the selection of countries within the Baltic-Black Sea region"), as well as prospects for
the development of the economic and military potential of the Baltic region (Latvia) in
the system of regional collective security ("Country Development Strategy").

The goal of the developed "Hierarchical Model for Selecting Countries within the
Baltic-Black Sea Region" is to create a military-economic union in the BCR, which would
provide reliable protection for European countries from aggression by Russia and
Belarus. The results show that “BBSU/BES is considered in different formats. BBSU 1
- represents the very core of this union, Poland, Latvia, Lithuania, Estonia and Ukraine.
BBSU_2 includes, in addition to the indicated countries, the United Kingdom. BBSU_3
- plus countries with access to the Baltic and Black Seas (Sweden, Finland, Germany,
Denmark and Bulgaria, Romania, Turkey and Georgia). This union (BBSU_4) may
include countries that are landlocked but interested in participation (Moldova, Croatia,
Czech Republic, Slovakia, Hungary, Greece, Belarus, etc.). In this case, the political
aspirations of the different countries do not matter, but it is simply a question of potential
participants. In BBSU_3 and BBSU_4, the composition of the countries may also be
different, since it is clear that not all of them can join this union at the same time.”

The proposed "Country Development Strategy" covers key areas: Digital,
Economic, Green and Security (DEGS). They are key to development and determining
the progress of every country, union and the world as a whole, and this is achieved
through: - digitalization, economic development, greening and security.

At the end of the third chapter, the necessary conclusions are drawn.

The scientifically substantiated conclusions contain proposals for the development
of the processes of international military cooperation between the countries of the Baltic-
Black Sea region. Alternative options for the BBSU are proposed, which can develop
under changing environmental conditions. Proposals are made to improve the national
development strategy of Latvia. The key tasks and directions for Latvia's participation in
the BBSU in the context of ensuring collective security at the European and global levels

are determined.



The results of the study are tested on real data. The research tasks set have been fully
implemented, which is reflected in the structure of the dissertation work. The
development enriches the theory and practice on issues of national and economic security
in the context of modern regional and global challenges.

Thus structured, the work meets the generally accepted norms for
developing a dissertation for the educational and scientific degree of "doctor".

I believe that the presented dissertation fully meets the requirements of Art.
27, para. 1 of the Regulations for the Implementation of the Law on the

Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria.

3. Characteristics of the scientific and applied scientific contributions
in the dissertation work. Reliability of the material

As important contributions achieved with this dissertation work, I accept:

1. The developed model for military-economic cooperation of the countries of the
Baltic-Black Sea region with a scientifically based hierarchical structure.

2. The proposed methodological approaches for determining the shares and forms
of cooperation of the countries of the Baltic-Black Sea region.

3. The scientifically based conceptual platform of the strategy of Latvia for
economic sustainable development based on the cooperation of the countries of the

Baltic-Black Sea region.

4. Evaluation of the scientific results and contributions of the dissertation
work
As areviewer, | believe that the author's personal contribution consists in the original
study of the issues under consideration, which he presents in the work. The theory of
national and regional security has been expanded and enriched on the basis of a
scientifically substantiated need to create a new collective security system in the Eastern
European region. New knowledge has been generated, based on the developed proposals
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for achieving the common interests of the countries of the Baltic-Black Sea region,
through the coordination of security policy and economic development.

I am not aware of any results of the research in the dissertation work being cited by
other authors, as well as any plagiarism found in the dissertation work and abstract, and I
have no doubts about such. (A "Similarity Report" dated 27.11.2025, made at the National
Military University "V. Levski", is attached, the results are: KC1- 1.68%; KC2- 1.02%;
KC-2.12%.)

5. Evaluation of dissertation publications and authorship

The doctoral student submits six publications for review, four of which are
independent, two in co-authorship. The content of the reports can serve those interested
in the field of the problem under consideration to gain an idea of the doctoral student's
scientific interests and some of the results achieved by him.

An exceptionally good impression is made by the good theoretical preparation,
the use of numerous literary sources, and last but not least, the intelligent reference to
the opinions of other authors on various issues.

The submitted scientific publications of Mr. Kaspars Kikste meet the minimum
national requirements for acquiring the Educational and Scientific Degree "Doctor" in
the field of higher education 3. Social, Economic and Legal Sciences and Professional
Field 3.7. Administration and Management, according to Art. 2b, para. 2 and para. 3 of
the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria.

5. Literary awareness and competence of the doctoral student
The dissertation submitted for review is a completed scientific study, carried out
independently by Mr. Kikste under the guidance of a competent scientific supervisor
and consultant. Despite the relevance of the problem, I have not yet encountered a

developed dissertation on the topic under consideration. The current legal basis on the



problem undergoes periodic changes, with emerging problems being solved incidentally
and piecemeal.

The doctoral student has studied significant literary sources, which is evident
from the provided bibliography (283 literary sources). A careful reading of the
dissertation and its scientific analysis create the impression of the high competence of

the doctoral student in the scientific field of work.

7. Evaluation of the abstract

The abstract is developed in accordance with the requirements in a volume of 40
pages. It reflects the relevance, scientific goals and objectives, and the essence of the
research in the dissertation work. The results obtained, the conclusions after each
chapter, the general conclusions, scientific-applied and applied contributions and the
areas of application of the same are indicated. Directions for further work on the

researched issues are also given.

8. Critical notes
The dissertation, the abstract and the publications of Mr. Kaspars Kikste give

grounds for the following critical remarks:

As a weakness of the dissertation, I would point out the unnecessarily extensive
consideration of the issues related to the topic under consideration. The conclusions
drawn are too voluminous and should be refined in order to more clearly highlight the
contributing points. In places in the work, technical errors are observed, which I assume

are due to the translation.

My main recommendation is to strengthen the candidate's publication activity
abroad, especially in refereed journals with an impact factor, which will contribute to the
presented ideas gaining wider international fame and recognition. Mr. Kikste possesses

the necessary competencies for this and should fully utilize his scientific potential.



I accept these weaknesses as "minor" and believe that they do not diminish the

scientific value of the dissertation and my positive assessment of it.
Questions to be answered by Mr. Kaspars Kikste.

1. What would be the significance of the Baltic-Black Sea Union for the

development of the Bulgarian economy?

2. What impact will the creation of the Baltic-Black Sea Union have on the

management of economic processes in Eastern Europe?

3. How do you assess the degree of cooperation between the countries in the Baltic

and Black Sea regions?
4. What are the main obstacles to the creation of the Baltic-Black Sea Union?

9. Personal impressions and other issues on which the reviewer believes he
should take a position.

I do not personally know doctoral student Kaspars Kikste. The autobiography
presented to me confirms my general impression that he is a scientist with the potential
to develop independent and significant solutions on issues concerning his scientific
interests. I recommend that the doctoral student continue to work on topics related to
military-economic cooperation of the countries of the Baltic - Black Sea region. " It is
advisable for the author to prepare and publish a monograph on the topic, expanding his

research to other objects of study.

10. Conclusion
The dissertation work submitted for review, developed by Mr. Kaspars Kikste on
the topic "Opportunities for military-economic cooperation of the countries of the Baltic
- Black Sea region", is a fully completed scientific study. It has clearly formulated
scientific and scientific-applied contributions with an outlined practical orientation.

Through independent preparation, the author has expanded and enriched his knowledge,
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applied modern economic-mathematical research methods and solved the scientific-

research tasks set before him.

The dissertation work and the abstract to it meet the requirements of the Act on the
Development of the Academic Staff of the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations for its
implementation, the minimum national requirements for acquiring an educational and
scientific degree "Doctor" in the professional field 3.7. Administration and Management
and the Regulations for Training and Acquiring Scientific Degrees at the National

Military University "Vasil Levski", Veliko Tarnovo.

10. Evaluation of the dissertation work

scientific specialty "Organization and management outside the sphere of material
production (security and defense)" and taking into account the merits of the dissertation
work and the results achieved in it, I give a positive assessment and propose to the
scientific jury to award Mr. Kaspars Kikste the educational and scientific degree "doctor"
for the developed dissertation work on the topic "Opportunities for military-economic

cooperation of the countries of the Baltic - Black Sea region".
