1. Relevance and significance of the developed scientific problem

Doctoral student Kaspars Kikste is enrolled for training, through
independent preparation for the acquisition of the Doctor’ Degree in "Vasil
Levski" National Military University with Order of the Rector of “Vasil Levski”
National Military University No. RD-06-259/14.11.2023 and was discharged
with the right to defense with Order of the Rector of “Vasil Levski” National
Military University No. RD-06-367/24.10.2025.

The presented dissertation explores a scientific issue that is relevant
internationally, including for Bulgaria, related to the need to seek opportunities
for cooperation between the countries of the Baltic-Black Sea region in a
managerial, military and economic aspect.

The developed dissertation is the personal work of the author, since
research in the field of the issue under consideration is not the subject of mass
scientific developments.

The dissertation is developed in a total volume of 221 pages, of which 209
pages are the main text and includes an introduction, three chapters, a
conclusion, a list of used literature and 11 appendices. The dissertation contains
15 figures and 26 tables. 289 literary sources in Latvian, Russian and English
were used.

On this basis, the presented dissertation complies with Art. 27, para. 2 of
the Regulations for the Implementation of the Law on the Development of
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria.



The relevance and significance of the topic of the dissertation and the
development itself are determined by the following prerequisites and
conditions: the national identity of each state is directly related to its security; in
the conditions of modern instability and the presence of many threats to the
security of countries around the world and their citizens, there is an urgent need
to build an integrated security system; ensuring national security includes the
development of its own military sector and using the advantages of international
cooperation; the degree and scale of development of the military sector in each
state are determined by its managerial, economic, historical and political
characteristics; the potential of the military sector depends on the economic and
managerial capabilities of a given country; the managerial and economic
potential of the countries is different, as a result of which their ability to resist
external threats is also different; the development of international cooperation
with partner countries in managerial, economic and military aspects is the most
important condition for strengthening national security; such cooperation is also
necessary within the countries of the Baltic-Black Sea region; the membership
of these countries in the European Union and NATO is extremely important, but
modern realities show that there is also a need for new alliances for cooperation
and others.

This determines the relevance, significance and necessity for science and
practice in the international plan of the dissertation work.

The introduction justifies the relevance of the topic and defines precisely
and clearly the object, subject, goal and three research tasks.

The dissertation work is developed on the basis of the research thesis that
ensuring the country's security at the national and regional levels includes both
the development of its own military sector and the use of the advantages of
international military cooperation. The work substantiates the existence of a
wide range of prerequisites for the creation of a regional union of the countries
connecting the Baltic and Black Seas. The creation of such a union does not
contradict the existing associations - the EU and NATO, but expands the
possibilities for economic and military cooperation in the context of the
formation of the Baltic-Black Sea corridor.

When developing the dissertation work and to achieve the goal, solve the
research tasks and prove the research hypothesis, scientific research approaches
and methods were used such as: induction, deduction, analysis and synthesis,
historical, comparative and critical analysis, expert assessments, statistical
methods of analysis, methods for collecting secondary and primary information,
quantitative and qualitative analysis, SWOT-analysis and others.

The analyses are based on rich empirical material.

The theoretical and methodological basis of the dissertation research are
the works of foreign scientists in the field of management, economics and
security.

The introduction to the dissertation work outlines the restrictive
conditions under which it was developed.



The dissertation work shows that its author has a very good command of
the terminology of the issues under consideration.

The dissertation work is developed consistently and logically.

In the first chapter, based on a critical and comparative analysis, the main
scientific and methodological statements related to military and economic
cooperation between the states are derived.

The second chapter is aimed at analyzing the development of cooperation
between the countries of the Baltic-Black Sea region.

The third chapter, based on the research from the first and second
chapters, outlines the prospects for the development of the countries of the
Baltic-Black Sea region, with the emphasis on two main areas - analysis,
assessment and proposal of a model for the Baltic-Black Sea region, and the
place of Latvia in the regional security system in a managerial, economic and
military aspect.

At the end of each of the three chapters, in-depth conclusions are made.

In the conclusion of the dissertation work, summarized conclusions from
the entire dissertation research are synthesized.

The results
obtained show that the set goals and research tasks have been fully achieved.

The first chapter solves the first research task, the second chapter solves
the second research task, and the third chapter solves the third task.

The research hypothesis is proven on the basis of in-depth empirical
studies and analyses based on serious statistical tools.

The proposed dissertation is developed consistently and logically. The
individual chapters are well balanced in volume. The author has used a rich set
of research and analysis methods and a large base of empirical data. In-depth
studies and interpretation of the results have been carried out, and innovative
scientific and applied proposals for the development of cooperation between the
countries of the Baltic-Black Sea region have been given.
