OPINION

by Prof. D.Sc. in Economics Pencho Stoyanov Penchev — VUARR — Plovdiv on
the dissertation thesis of Kaspars Kikste on the topic: “Opportunities for
Military-Economic Cooperation of the Countries of the Baltic-Black Sea

Region”
for obtaining the educational and scientific degree “doctor” in
scientific field of higher education 3. Social, economic and legal sciences,
professional field 3.7. Administration and management,
doctoral program: “Organisation and management outside the sphere of material

production (security and defense)”

The opinion was prepared following a decision of the Scientific Jury, established
by Order No. RD-06-395 of December 5, 2025 of the Head of the National
Military University Vasil Levski. At its first meeting, the Scientific Jury, after
reviewing the existing documents, decided that there were no violations in the
initiated dissertation defense procedure.

The opinion is developed in accordance with the requirements of the Act on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations
Governing the Implementation of the Act on the Development of the Academic
Staff, the Regulations on the Conditions and Procedure for Acquiring Scientific
Degrees at the National Military University Vasil Levski.

The assessments on the main issues of the requirements are based on a review of
the submitted dissertation work, abstract, copies of the publications on the
dissertation, as well as copies of the required documents for the dissertation

author.



1. Relevance and significance of the scientific problem under study
Unfortunately, the developed scientific problem has not been sufficiently studied
so far, which makes the work relevant and useful from a theoretical and practical
point of view.

The topic of the dissertation is directly related to its content.

In general, the positive aspects of the reviewed material can be systematised into
two groups:

A. Further development and upgrading of a number of theoretical statements, with
the author also arguing his own views. He gives due credit to the opinions of
various authors on the problems considered, but is not afraid to express his own
opinion, which he justifies, i.e. has an independent presence in the work.

B. Practical orientation of the work.

2. Assessment of the scientific results and contributions of the dissertation
work

The dissertation work consists of an introduction, three chapters, a conclusion, a
list of used literature, 11 appendices and is 217 pages long. 15 figures and 26
tables reinforce the presentation.

The topic of the dissertation work is precisely and specifically formulated and, as
indicated, corresponds to the content. Its goal, the tasks arising from it, the subject
and object of research, the main hypothesis, the methodology of the study are
clearly defined.

The scientific research methods used can be grouped into two groups: theoretical
and empirical.

The appendices, tables and figures are relevant and reinforce the presentation.
Regarding the scientific editing, I believe that it is present and the work has a
completed appearance. However, as for the stylistic editing, I believe that it needs

one.



The doctoral student processes and systematises a significant amount of
information, arranging it in a logical sequence. This contributes to the well-argued
conclusions in the presentation.

The rules of scientific ethics have been observed in the study.

The dissertation work meets the mandatory minimum national requirements.
The evaluated material represents a complete scientific work and complies with
the requirements of the Regulations on the conditions and procedure for acquiring
the academic degree of "doctor" at the National Military University Vasil Levski.
The contributions of the dissertation can be divided into two groups:

A. Scientific:

a) the theory of national and regional security has been expanded and enriched on
the basis of a scientifically substantiated need to create a new system of collective
security in the Eastern European region;

b) new knowledge has been generated, that is based on the developed proposals
for achieving the common interests of the countries of the Baltic-Black Sea
region, through the coordination of security policy and economic development.
B. Scientific and applied:

a) a model for military-economic cooperation of the countries of the Baltic-Black
Sea region with a scientifically substantiated hierarchical structure has been
developed;

b) methodological approaches have been proposed for determining the shares and
forms of cooperation of the countries of the Baltic-Black Sea region;

c) the conceptual platform of Latvia’s for economic sustainable development
based on cooperation of the countries of the Baltic-Black Sea region has been
scientifically substantiated.

In my opinion, the summary to the contributions presented in the abstract is
accurate and overall reflects what the doctoral student has achieved in his research
and I accept that these contributions are indeed contained in the dissertation work

and are his own work.



A list of 6 publications is presented. They reflect the main points of the
dissertation work. This allows to conclude that the publications are related to the
topic of the dissertation and comply with the accepted scientometric criteria for
obtaining an educational and scientific degree “doctor” at the National Military
University Vasil Levski.

The abstract has been prepared in accordance with the established requirements.
The reference to the contributions presented in it is correct and basically reflects
what the doctoral student has achieved in his research and I accept that they are

indeed contained in the dissertation.

3. Critical comments

My main comment, which I have already indicated, concerns the style of
presentation.

This note does not detract from the quality of the presented dissertation, but if
Kaspars Kikste considers it necessary, he may take it into account in his future

work.

4. Conclusion

I do not know the doctoral student personally, so I have no preliminary
impressions of his work. The opinion has been developed solely on the basis of
the presented materials — dissertation, abstract, etc.

The presented dissertation work, the abstract, copies of the publications and all
documents submitted by the doctoral student allow concluding that all the
regulatory requirements (the Act on the Development of the Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria, the Regulations Governing the Implementation of the Act
on the Development of the Academic Staff, the Regulations on the Conditions and
Procedure for Acquiring Scientific Degrees at the National Military University

Vasil Levski) have been met.



5. Evaluation of the dissertation work

The considerations provided in this opinion allow to give a positive evaluation of
the dissertation work and to recommend to the esteemed members of the Scientific
Jury to award the educational and scientific degree "doctor" to Kaspars Kikste in
the scientific field 3.
