1. General description of the scientific production submitted for
review

The participant in the competition for the academic position of "Associate
Professor" Assistant Professor Viktor Todorov Dobrev, PhD - the only
candidate, has submitted a reference-declaration (Art. 2b of the Law on
Associate Professions and Appendix to Art. la, para. in a professional direction
3.7. Administration and management with a total point equivalent of 630 points
with a minimum required 400. In accordance with this, the number of
publications for review - 15 (fifteen) issues in a volume of 716 standard pages,
incl. monograph -1 (one) issue, books based on dissertation — 2 (two) issues,
book chapters in collective monographs- 2 (two)issues; scientific articles and
reports — 6 (six) issues, project - 1 (one) issue, is representative and 1 evaluate as
sufficient for participation in a competition for the academic position of
"Associate Professor” at the National Military University " Vasil Levski". Of
these scientific works, 15 (fifteen) are in Cyrillic, of which 7 (seven) are
independent and 7 (seven) in co-authorship. All publications submitted for
review are after the acquisition of PhD.

In addition to the mentioned scientific papers for review, the candidate
also presents 5 (five) papers - a dissertation for PhD and 4 publications related to
the research in the dissertation.

The candidate has taken the chronological principle of presentation of
their labors for review, and therefore this principle is followed in this position.

The works submitted for review by Ch. Assistant Professor Victor
Dobrev, PhD are in the field and issues in the specialty of the competition for
" Associate Professor” in the field of higher education 3. Social, economic and
legal sciences, professional field 3.7. Administration and management, scientific
specialty "Organization and management outside the field of material production
(security and defense)", in the disciplines "Leadership Theories”, Military
Psychology and Pedagogy”, “Psychology and Philosophy”. The publications
have been published in authoritative specialized national scientific journals and
at prestigious international and national scientific forums. The candidate's style
is academic, thorough, understandable and accessible.

Each scientific work has a pronounced successful upgrade in the research
activity of the candidate in the competition.

The topicality of the developed problems in the proposals for peer review,
in scientific and scientific-applied terms are produced by the need to expand
systematic scientific knowledge for adaptation and application of military
psychology, leadership and leadership training, philosophy and political
psychology, psychology of religion

Thematically, the works are clearly focused on six interrelated problem-
thematic areas:

» General psychology: monographic work (2.1.1) and accompanying
publications (2.12 and 2.1.3);



» Leadership and leadership training: scientific reports (2.3.1, 2.3.2 and
project 2.2.1.);

» Philosophy and political psychology: chapter of a collective monograph
(2.1.4.) And accompanying scientific reports (2.3.2; 2.3.5);

» Psychology of religion: (2.1.5. And 2.3.4);

> Penitentiary psychology and addictology: (2.3.4 and 2.2.2);

» Methodical activity: (2.4.1; 2.4.2; 2.4.3; 2.2.1; 2.3.1).

It is noteworthy that the works from the problem-thematic areas presented
in this way present different aspects of psychology and its connection with
philosophy, leadership and leadership training. A key place among them is given
to the monographic work (2.1.1) "Hamartic psychology - militarization of the
information psychological space", with the nature of habilitation work. The
ambitious goal of the author is to analyze within the Bulgarian critical approach
in psychology the etymology and casualness of the phenomenon of
militarization of the information psychological space. The thesis is substantiated
that the military structures need knowledge in the field of psychological sphere,
striving for its militarization as an environment for warfare and providing
protection. The provability of the same is through the method of analog
modeling, as the three levels of reflection of the assimilation of human reality
are derived. On this basis, the impact of the information technology revolution
on the global world model and the development of the global network society is
analyzed. Accordingly, the tendencies in the conduct of the modern war are
traced, classified as "war of the sixth generation", whose distinctive feature is its
contactless character.

The scientific and scientific-applied results of the author's scientific
research are based on the in-depth knowledge and creative adaptation of modern
scientific theories, regulations and publications on the researched issues of a
number of" established authors in this field, confirmed by the bibliographic
containing 164 source - literary, historical, electronic, legal-normative reference
sources, whose scientific and scientific-applied value and authority of the
authors are not in doubt.

The monographic work can be used by the trainees at the Vasil Levski
National Military University in Military Psychology, the artillery specialists
from officer training courses, the officers and sergeants from the BA artillery
formations.

The works submitted for review are characterized by relevance,
consistency and are directly related to the scientific specialty and the thematic
area of the competition. They present their author not only as a consistent
researcher, but also a professional pedagogue, promoting research and
achievements in psychological science, its connection with leadership and
leadership training and philosophy.

2. General characteristics of scientific, applied and pedagogical
activity



Teaching and learning activities of the candidate

The teaching activity of the candidate includes training in the bachelor's
and master's degrees in the academic disciplines, tangential to those of the
announced competition for the academic position of "associate professor". The
average classroom employment from the 2018 - 2021 year to the present is 600
hours.

Expert-project activity

Chief Assistant Dr. Viktor Dobrev is an active participant in expert and
project activities. He is the leader of the university project "Systematic study of
neuropsychological stability and team cohesion of cadets in conducting combat
shootings in conditions of increased risk." He is the author of three
methodological developments for conducting state and semester exams with
cadets and students, Bachelor's degree.

3. Scientific and scientific-applied contributions of the scientific
research

The specific scientific and scientific-applied results and contributions of
the candidate are summarized in the following areas:

3.1. Scientific contributions

3.1.1. The scientific-theoretical and practical formulations of the various
aspects of psychology in a dynamically changing environment have been
expanded and enriched.

3.1.2. An author's concept for the genesis of Hamartic psychology and its
extrapolation in the modern information space has been created.

3.1.3. A thorough theoretical and critical analysis of the etymology and
casualness of the phenomenon of militarization of the information-psychological
space has been made.

3.1.4. The subjects, forms and means of warfare of the sixth generation in
the modern network-centric world are scientifically substantiated.

3.1.5. Theoretical-critical comprehension of the patriarchal concept and its
connection with violence and aggression, the ideologisation of psychology has
been performed and the archetypal genesis of the European governing model
and the Bulgarian national self-consciousness, realized in the political reality,
has been traced.

3.2. Scientific and applied contributions

3.2.1. The scientific-expert platform of the realistic picture of the
international and national security in the modern dynamic development of the
information and communication channels is scientifically substantiated and
provable, demonstrating a number of contradictions, conditioned by the growing
possibilities for influencing the society, its thought models and behavioral
characteristics.

3.2.2. The methodological basis for creating a methodology for assessing
the neuro-psychological stability of cadets during the entire period of study at



Vasil Levski National Military University and the level of their leadership skills
in different situations and in the selection of candidate cadets has been
developed.

3.2.3. A temporal analysis of the phenomenon of mental epidemics on a
religious basis and the transformation of their appearance into the present on an
economic and ideological basis is made.

3.2.4. The dominant somatic liminarity of the spiritual life of the
individual is analyzed and the variability of bodily practices for achieving a
spiritual connection with the Absolute in the Abrahamic cultures is presented.

3.2.5. Based on the generalized personal professional experience for
working with offenders in penitentiary institutions, a methodology for psycho-
correction, semantic regulation and rehabilitation of offenders has been
developed.

3.2.6. A national screening study on gambling addiction and pro-gambling
behavior was conducted.

3.2.7. Methods and programs for prevention and treatment of addictions in
offenders and adolescents have been tested.

4. Notes for reflection and recommendations

The obtained results and contribution moments in the works presented for
participation in the competition for the academic position of "Associate
Professor" are distinguished by their scientific and scientific-applied
significance for the different areas of psychology with emphasis on military
psychology, leadership training of cadets and the relationship between
psychology and philosophy.

The research of the candidate in the competition is characterized by a
contribution to the improvement of the educational process and adaptation of the
content of the academic disciplines in accordance with the dynamic changes of
the security environment. They serve as a methodological basis for the
development of curricula in the disciplines of the announced competition in the
Bachelor's and Master's degrees.
