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1. Which of the works submitted by the candidate are accepted for
evaluation by the reviewer

Out of the scientific works submitted for review by the candidate Lt. Col.
Dr. Pavlin Glushkov I accept for evaluation all 28 papers. They are as follows:
monography - 1; scientific articles published in scientific journals, referenced and
indexed in world-famous databases with scientific information - 2; scientific
articles published in non-referenced journals with scientific review or published in
edited collective volumes - 25. Twelve of them have been written together with
one or more co-authors.

Although they have a relatively small total volume of 278 pages, mainly due
to co-authorship, the works in terms of content and quality are quite sufficient to
meet the minimum national requirements for the academic position of "Associate
Professor" in the field of higher education 9. "Security and Defense", professional
field 9.1. "National Security".

Of the 28 works submitted, | believe that all are within the scope of the
scientific specialty, do not repeat those submitted for the acquisition of
educational and scientific degree "Doctor" and directly correspond to the

requirement for the disciplines announced in the competition.

2. General characteristics of the research, scientific-applied and
pedagogical activity of the candidate. In which scientific fields and problems
the candidate has worked and continues to work

The analysis of the works of Lt. Col. Dr. Pavlin Glushkov shows that he has
been working intensively for the last 5-6 years, purposefully and thoroughly
studying various aspects and dimensions of modern combat operations with an
emphasis on their logistics; he reveals the problems of resource planning and
management in the formations of the Armed Forces, as well as examines the
nutritional status and nutritional intake of cadets and servicemen of the Armed
Forces of the Republic of Bulgaria, preparing for participation in expeditionary

operations.
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A significant part of the candidate's research is related to the problems of the
development of Bulgarian military logistics, reveals various aspects of the efficient
spending of financial resources for food for servicemen, or offers specific

recommendations for nutrition and their lifestyle.

3. Assessment of the pedagogical preparation and work of the
candidate

The submitted documents show that the candidate Dr. Pavlin Glushkov has
completed serious pedagogical training and work. He teaches a significant number
of classes annually (on average over 620 hours), and is fully or partially engaged in
the training of cadets in thirteen disciplines. He is the author of 8 curricula; he is
involved in conducting tactical exercises and training of students, classes in a
practical environment outside the university, as well as classes in computer
modeling and simulation.

He has been involved in 2 university research projects and teams for the
development of regulatory documents, has 13 citations by Bulgarian and foreign
authors, and others. All this presents the candidate as an established researcher,
pedagogue and a good organizer of the training process in the faculty.

According to the point evaluation system for acquiring the academic
position of “Associate Professor” at National Military University “Vasil Levski”,
the candidate Lt. Col. Dr. Pavlin Glushkov receives 1,306 points, with the
required 800. According to the Regulations for the implementation of the
Academic Staff Development Act, the minimum required number of points by
groups of indicators for holding the academic position of "Associate
Professor' is 400. The attached reference-declaration from Lt. Col. Dr. Pavlin
Glushkov clearly shows that the candidate collects 448.32 points. Therefore, it
can be concluded that, as a quantitative dimension, the academic, research and
creative work of the candidate exceeds the requirements for holding the academic

position of "Associate Professor".

4. Main research results and contributions
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The main contributions of the candidate, I believe, are related to conducting
research where he systematizes, summarizes and further develops the theory,
achieving visible results of scientific and applied nature.

I accept as completely logical, reliable and defensible the claims of the
candidate for scientific and scientific-applied contributions, declared in the
attached reference. In my opinion, the most significant contribution is related to
the addition to existing knowledge in the field of logistics of the armed forces,
presentation of new classification and methods of feeding specific groups of the
population, as well as the obtained empirical data on the change of pre-justified
medical and anthropometric indicators due to changed composition and balance of
nutrients in the ration to determine the nutritional status of cadets.

The linear optimization marks the beginning of organizing Bulgarian
servicemen feeding according to modern scientifically based norms, by validating
a new healthy model of nutrition for the cadets, which allows forecasting of
diseases related to nutrition and thus creating conditions for maintaining the health

and combat effectiveness of the military.

5. Assessment of the significance of contributions to science and practice

The analysis of the provided materials shows that they represent further
development and enrichment of the theory and practice in the field of
comprehensive logistics of units in operation and combat, especially for
expeditionary formations, as well as formulation of scientifically based approaches
for determining the nutritional status of cadets and some guidelines for improving
the health status, and hence the combat training and operational capabilities of
military formations, so that they can operate successfully under all conditions of
the situation.

They are widely used in cadet preparation and take a significant part of the
training process in the faculty and the National Military University "Vasil Levski”

as a whole.
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6. Assessment of the extent to which the contributions are the work of
the applicant

The analysis of the submitted reference materials, tables and other
documents leads to the conclusion that the candidate is actively involved in the
teaching, teaching-methodological, scientific and research work at the General
Military Faculty of the National Military University. Therefore, I accept the above
mentioned contributions as his personal work, and the results reveal the candidate's
desire to form a research and educational field in these areas and to give
applicability and accessibility to the achieved scientific and scientific-applied

results.

7. Critical notes on reviewed works

Some critical remarks can be addressed to the materials accepted for review.
It is a fact that the List of scientific papers does not include any textbooks or
methodological guidelines, while the predominant part consists of reports to
scientific conferences with national and international participation. Therefore, I
strongly recommend that the candidate significantly expand the areas of his
scientific publications in this direction.

The author's style has evolved over the years, but still needs improvement.
In addition, when compiling the list of scientific papers, the number of author's
pages is not indicated. There are also the inaccuracies, stylistic and editorial errors
typical of most young authors. A serious critical remark is the fact that the
separation protocols for the works developed in co-authorship are not presented.

However, these weaknesses are of technical and recommendatory nature and
do not diminish the value of the scientific and scientific-applied contributions of
Lt. Col. Dr. Pavlin Glushkov.

8. Personal impressions and other topics to be considered by the
reviewer
I do not know Lt. Col. Dr. Pavlin Glushkov well and I cannot express any

personal view on his research and teaching. But judging by the presented scientific
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production and the attached references, tables and creative autobiography, I have
the feeling that this is another bright representative of the young generation of
teachers from the National Military University who deserves to be elected to the
academic position of “Associate Professor”, and this will be a worthy addition to

the list of notable persons from the habilitated academic staff.

9. Conclusion

The analysis of the materials submitted and the scientific production of the
candidate Lt. Col. Dr. Pavlin Glushkov allows me to summarize that they meet the
requirements of the Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of
Bulgaria and the Regulations for its implementation. The presented works have a
clear thematic focus, correspond to the scientific field of the competition and to the

disciplines, and meet the regulatory requirements.

10. Evaluation of the candidate

Having in mind the above said and the significant scientific and scientific-
applied results in the research of Lt. Col. Dr. Pavlin Glushkov, the only participant
in the competition for the academic position of "Associate Professor" for
servicemen in the field of higher education 9. "Security and Defense", professional
field 9.1. "National Security" and scientific specialty "Organization and
management outside the field of material production (national security)" in the
disciplines: "Tactics of logistic formations-part 1", "Transport management in
logistics", "Transport logistics", "Logistics of supplies - I and II part" for the needs
of the Security Logistics Department of the General Military Faculty at National

Military University “Vasil Levski”, my assessment is “positive”.
