Major Chief Assistant Professor Krastyu Ivanov Krastev, PhD participated in
the procedure for the academic position of "Associate Professor" with a total of 27
publications in the announced field with a total amount of 375 pages, which

include:
- monograph - one title with an amount of 161 pages;

- articles in publications containing scientific papers and in scientific
journals, as well as reports presented at scientific conferences - 26 titles, 12 of them

are co-authored. The total amount of articles and reports pages is 214.

I accept all of the submitted 27 titles for review, as they correspond to the
subject area of the procedure. Of these, 15 publications were developed

independently and 12 co-authored.

Of the papers I accept for review, 23 titles are in Bulgarian and 4 - in
English, and 3 have been published abroad. Three publications have been published
in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in world-famous databases of

scientific information. Number of citations - 13.

The monograph "Tactical Intelligence in Military Formations" outlines the
framework of tactical intelligence in military formations, providing an opportunity
for a unified understanding of the organizational nature of the actions of
commanders and staffs in organizing information gathering, surveillance and
intelligence, helping them build a current unified operational picture of the combat
space, focusing on the organization of direct intelligence as a key activity of
commanders of military formations, synthesizing and summarizing the theoretical
aspect of the activities of organizing, planning and conducting tactical intelligence

in military formations.



A review of the currently published theoretical statements on intelligence as
an integral part of any military operation in order to meet the priority intelligence
requirements of commanders for critical information, through planned, targeted and
continuous operation of intelligence as a result - continuous acquisition of up-to-
date information, to assist the commander in situational understanding, which will
allow him to make better decisions and seek to synthesize and summarize them,
describing and analyzing the basics of intelligence management, techniques for
planning information gathering operations, surveillance, intelligence, tactics,

techniques and procedures in the conduct of intelligence operations.

The advantages of work are manifested in the appropriateness of the
conclusions, the structuring of individual chapters, the general approach to
presenting scientific bases and the resulting organizational and practical
procedures, logically consistent with modern knowledge of intelligence, achieving
intelligence efficiency in operations by building and maintaining of complex and
adequate to the changes of the security environment and level of ambition,
interoperable intelligence capabilities based on developed, current and
implemented national and union policies, doctrinal documents and procedures, built
flexible organizational structures equipped with modern high-tech tools and
systems for command and control and management of intelligence and trained
personnel, as well as the description of the characteristics and specifics of
intelligence operations, allowing the commander of the military formation to
appropriately direct the efforts of forces and means of intelligence and to timely
allocate the tasks for execution by the maneuvering, logistic and supporting
formations. The work, in its subject, also supports the training of the cadets at the

4.2.3. The process of determining the need for additional resources and
reinforcements has been optimized through an algorithm in order to provide the
military formation with the necessary amount of intelligence information about the
operational picture in the theater of operations and the area of responsibility of the
military formation.
