The candidate has submitted the following important documents for

1) Military Career Record ; 2) Scientific background; 3) Diplomas for the
acquired educational-qualification degree "Master", and the educational and
scientific degree "PhD"; 4) Reference on the fulfillment of the minimum national
requirements for the academic position "Associate Professor"; 5) List of
publications, inventions and other scientifically applicable results required under
the RALDASRB (Regulations for application of the law for development of the
academic staff in the Republic of Bulgaria); 6) Published monograph; 7) Research
publications with short abstracts; 8) Reference on the original scientific and
scientific-applied contributions in the presented publications for the academic
position "Associate Professor"; 9) Administrative documents concerning the
candidate's career development; 10) Declaration certifying the absence of
plagiarism in scientific papers, in accordance with Art. 53, para. 1, item 5 of

RALDASRB and 11) Reference of personal curriculum involvement.



To participate in the procedure, the candidate Maj Krastyu Krastev, PhD, has
submitted 54 scientific papers (30 own and 24 co-authored scientific papers), of

which 27 scientific papers are accepted for review (15 own and 12 co-authored

papers).

2. General characteristics of the research, scientific-applied and

pedagogical activity of the candidate.

In his research and scientific-applied activity the candidate Maj Krastyu
Krastev, PhD mainly profiles the special tactical training and the methodology of
the special tactical training. The candidate has also focused his interest on counter-
terrorism, as well as aspects of intelligence in the interest of combat and non-
combat operations conducted by the military formations. The presented scientific

work demonstrates the qualities of the candidate.

The Monograph titled “Tactical Intelligence in Military Units” outlines the
framework of tactical intelligence in military formations, providing an opportunity
for a unified understanding of the organizational nature of the actions of
commanders and staffs in organizing information gathering, surveillance and
intelligence, assisting them in the construction of an up-to-date unified operational
picture of the combat space.

The monograph summarizes the theoretical aspect of the activities of
organizing, planning and conducting tactical intelligence in military formations.

The scientific results and practical proposals of the monographic work can be
successfully applied in the training and education process at military academies,
universities and military schools of the national security system, and can find a
place in the training process of leaders, and commanders at all levels of command
and control.

The rest of the presented publications analyze and research the following:



1) Lessons learned from urban military operations conducted by Russian
military units in the urban areas in Chechnya (with a focus on the fighting in
Grozny), Israeli experience gained in the urban areas of southern Lebanon during
Operation Peace for Galilee , as well as the British military experience in Northern
Ireland, where the British Army was a leader in security operations;

2) Changes in the nature of contemporary conflicts in the context of the
Global War On Terrorism, limited resources, large-scale operational scales and the
growing operational pace;

3) The conditions of modern asymmetric risks and threats and the changes
that require changes in the basic tactics, techniques and procedures for tactical
movement in urban conditions as a key element of urban military operations,
having a moderate function in the complex system of urban combat;

4) The role of SOF in contemporary local conflicts;

5) The contribution of the Bulgarian OMLTs in the ISAF operation in 2010;

6) The peculiarities for creating conditions for preliminary organization for
interaction, joint preparation, rational use and management of modular formations
from Vasil Levski National Military University and Veliko Tarnovo Regional
Police Directorate of the Ministry of Interior in case of emergencies of different
nature;

7) The peculiarities of the training for countering an active shooter;

8) The structural aspects of the readiness for joint tactical operations, from a
scientific point of view, in its capacity as a state of pre-formed qualitative and
quantitative capabilities for their manifestation as organized and targeted actions of
joint forces to achieve common goals;

9) Contemporary aspects of the insurgency forces and the conduct of counter-

insurgency operations, as well as the training of Bulgarian groups of military



advisers envisaged for participation in the International Security Assistance Force
operation in Afghanistan;

10) Guidelines for optimizing the preparation of contingents and personnel
for participation in peacekeeping operations;

11) Modern characteristics of terrorism in society as a metaphor for
carcinogen agents in the human body;

12) The training of the cadets from the specialties "Reconnaissance" and
"Military Police", studying at Vasil Levski National Military University;

13) Modern manifestations of religious extremism and radicalization;

14) Opportunities for organization of interaction, joint preparation,
announcement, information, response and management of modular formations
given by the Ministry of Defense to support the activities of the Ministry of Interior
in the prevention and management of various emergencies;

15) The methodology intended for training towards professional readiness
for actions in extreme social conditions and modern methods, means and forms for
specialized training of military personnel and intelligence units.

3. Assessment of the pedagogical preparation and activity of the
candidate.

Maj Krastyu Krastev, PhD has been in the security system since 2000,
successively passing through the positions of platoon commander and tactical
leader. Since 2006 until now, he has been successively elected assistant and chief
assistant at Vasil Levski National Military University. In 2013 he acquired
the"PhD" educational and scientific degree. In the training of cadets and students
he has led and leads exercises and lecture courses in his professional field. He has
developed a number of curricula and lecture courses. Maj Krastyu Krastev, PhD
has good professional and academic experience as well as experience in the field of

the current procedure.



The presented main habilitation thesis is at a high level and is positively
evaluated by proven reviewers in the field of science.
4. Main scientific results and contributions.

In his self-assessment, the candidate presents contributions that, in my
opinion, are too detailed. They could be consolidated and summarized in their
importance as follows:

4.1. Scientific contributions:

1) The scientific knowledge on security issues related to modern methods of
counter-terrorism and prevention of religious radicalization in military formations
and the combat use of conventional and special forces in conditions of complex
asymmetric and hybrid threats is summarized and enriched. (Publications - articles
Nel,2,3,4,5,10, 15,17, 18, 22 from the provided list of scientific productions)

2) The scientific knowledge on the problems of the applicability of the
theories and the ways of using the intelligence resources of the military formations,
the processes of planning, organizing and conducting the direct intelligence in the
military formations at tactical level i1s summarized and enriched. (Publications -

articles Ne 5, 11, 16, 24,25)

3) A methodology for preventing and counteracting religious radicalization

in military formations has been developed. (Publications - articles Ne 17,18,19,22)

4.2. Scientific and applied contributions:

1) The views on conducting tactical intelligence in military formations are
systematized and well-presented, and the arguments for the development of the
respective intelligence capabilities of military formations are well-grounded.
(Publications - monograph, articles Ne 16, 25)

2) The main characteristics of the intelligence cycle are revealed, and the

need for timely and adequate construction of the system for gathering information



and direct intelligence to achieve synergy and effective achievement of intelligence
objectives, with optimal use of intelligence resources. (Publications - monograph,
articles Ne 5, 25)

3) The process of determining the need for additional resources and
reinforcements has been optimized through an algorithm in order to provide the
military formation with the necessary amount of intelligence information about the
operational picture in the theater of operations and the area of responsibility of the
military formation. (Publications - monograph, articles No 24,25)

4) A methodology for the preparation of military formations for rapid action
in counter-terrorism operations has been developed. (Publications - articles No 7,
18, 24)

5) Systematic analysis characterizes the processes of command and control
in the military police, as well as the notions of the use of military police formations
in the armies of the most advanced countries. (Publications - articles Ne 19, 23, 26)

5. Assessment of the significance of contributions to science and practice.

The achieved scientific and scientific-applied contributions are significant
and can be related to the enrichment and further development of science in the
professional field 9.2. "Military warfare", through a successful balance between
accessibility and scientificity of the theoretical aspect and modern theoretical and
applied concepts for the training of personnel and formations of intelligence
structures, special forces, military police formations, specialists and military
formations designated to counter terrorism.

6. Assessment of the extent to which the contributions are the work of
the candidate.

The texts of the scientific publications are a personal contribution of the
candidate.

7. Critical remarks on peer-reviewed papers.



There are no significant weaknesses in the materials submitted for the
procedure. I would recommend the candidate in his future research and
development to deepen the study of inter-institutional cooperation and interaction
between the structures in the security system, as well as tactical formations and
counter-terrorism.

8. Personal impressions and other issues on which the reviewer considers
that he should take a stand.

I know the candidate well both as a trainee and in his development in the
academic field as ambitious and striving to achieve high results and quality in his
work.

9. Conclusion.

The documents and materials presented by Maj Krastyu Ivanov Krastev,
PhD meet all the requirements of the Law on the Development of Academic Staff
in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB), the Regulations for the implementation of
the LDASRB and the relevant Regulations of Vasil Levski National Military
University. The candidate has submitted a sufficient number of scientific papers
published after the papers presented for the "PhD" degree defense. In his works
there are original scientific, scientific-applied and applied contributions, which
have received recognition, as a representative part of them have been published in
magazines and scientific journals. His theoretical works have practical
applicability, and some of them are directly oriented to research, teaching and
learning activities.
