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1. General characteristics of the research, scientific-applied and
pedagogical activity of the candidate.

The candidate Maj Krastev,PhD works intensively in the field of
organization and management of the Armed Forces and in particular in Tactical
intelligence, the methodology of Special tactical training, Special tactics,
Methods of special tactical training. It effectively combines research work in
military affairs with teaching and pedagogical activities in the training and
education of cadets from the specializations "Reconnaissance" and "Military
Police". He actively works for the organization of the interaction between the
Vasil Levski National Military University and the Regional Police Department
in Veliko Tarnovo, with an emphasis on joint operations between military and
police formations. His research interests also extend to the field of phytotherapy.
The results of his research and pedagogical activities can be found in 54
publications.

2. Assessment of the pedagogical preparation and activity of the
candidate.

Major Ch. Assist. Prof. Krastev, PhD has achieved a high level of quality
of the presented monographs, scientific reports and articles. He has significant
pedagogical experience gained in the training of cadets and officers in the
subjects - “Special Tactical Training — I, II, III, IV parts”, “Methods of Special
Tactical Training”, “Special Tactics (MOUT Training)”, “Special Tactical
Training — Military Police - 1, II, III, IV parts”, “Methods of Special Tactical
Training — Military Police”, “Special Technologies & Equipment”, “Combating
terrorism”, “International Terrorism”, “Combat & Logistic support to counter-
terrorism operations”, “Standard Operative Procedures”, “Staff procedures &
processes”, “Military Topography & Survival in nature”, “Paratrooper
Training”, “Intelligence Technologies & Equipment”, “Methods of Specialized
Military Training”, “Terrorism & Antiterrorism”, “Survival in extreme

environment”. It should be noted that he applies the theoretical formulations in



the practical classes in his teached subjects. The additional qualification of the
candidate, acquired in 19 courses in Bulgarian and foreign military and civilian
educational institutions, contributes to the quality of teaching.

3. Main scientific results and contributions.

3.1. Scientific contributions:

3.1.1. The scientific knowledge on the problems in the processes of
planning, organizing and conducting the direct intelligence in the tactical
military units is summarized and enriched.

3.1.4. The Lessons learned of combat use of conventional and special
forces in the conditions of complex asymmetric and hybrid threats of modern
military conflicts are characterized. (2, 3, 4, 5, 12)

3.2 Scientific and applied contributions:

3.2.1. The views on conducting tactical intelligence in military
formations are systematized and presented, and the arguments for the
development of the respective intelligence capabilities of military formations are
presented. (1)

3.2.2. The main characteristics of the intelligence cycle are revealed and
the need to build a system for gathering information and direct intelligence to
achieve synergies and effective and efficient achievement of intelligence
objectives is argued. (1)

3.2.3. An algorithm has been created to optimize the process of
determining the need for additional resources and reinforcements in order to
provide the military formation with the necessary amount of intelligence on the

operational picture in the theater of operations and its area of responsibility. (1)



3.2.4. A methodology for the training of military formations in counter-
terrorism operations has been developed. (25)

3.2.5. The application of personality-oriented educational technology for
increasing the efficiency of the educational process of the cadets, specialization
"Military Police" is justified. (22)

3.2.6. A methodology for preventing and counteracting religious
radicalization in military formations has been developed. (19)

3.2.7. A description of the processes of command and control in the
military police, as well as the concepts of the use of military police in the
leading armies. (27)

4. Assessment of the significance of contributions to science and

practice.

The research activities of the candidate have an impact among the scientific
and professional circles at home and abroad. The candidate's contributions are
significant in the field of higher education 9. “Security and Defence”,
professional field 9.2. “Military Sciences”.

The main contributions of the candidate are used in the training process of
cadets from the specializations "Reconnaissance" and "Military Police", as well
as in the training of servicemen and police officers for special tactical
operations.

The author has 2 citations in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in
world-famous databases of scientific information, 9 citations in monographs and
collective volumes with scientific review and 2 citations in non-refereed
publications with scientific editing.

5. Critical remarks for the submitted works.

The following remarks may be made to the papers submitted for review:

The monograph "Tactical Intelligence in Military Units" examines
intelligence operations within the "classical concept" of combat operations,

respectively, the main types - offensive and defense. Options other than war and



situations without a tactical connection with the brigade and battalion have not
been considered.

Terrorism is considered outside its criminal law character, legitimate in
Bulgaria. (15)

Overlap content of two publications. (20 and 7)

Inconsistency between the title "Methodology of preparation ..." and the
content where the term "methods" is used. (24)

The transfer of part of the name of the organizational structure "Military
tactical unit for rapid action", as a type and main characteristic of combat
operations 1s controversial from a practical point of view (24). The
organizational affiliation, structure, tasks of these military formations have not
been revealed, which makes it difficult to understand the content.

Some features and types of high-risk situations from the police practice are
transferred to the actions of military formations (pp. 115-116).

Many publications have a style typical of instructions, SOPs, combat
handbooks. (1)

Inaccuracies in the bibliographic description of the cited sources (Nel 1 title,
year of publication). Lack of bibliography (12, 13, 14, 20)

These shortcomings are not decisive for the quality of scientific work and
do not reduce the value of scientific results, some of which are technical in
nature.

6. Conclusions.

All documents and scientific papers submitted by Maj Krastyu Ivanov
Krastev,PhD for this procedure meet the requirements of Art. 24, Para. (1) of the
Law on the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria
(LDASRB) and the Art.77, Para. (1) the Regulations for the implementation of
the LDASRB.

Given the importance of the scientific output provided by the candidate,

I believe that it fully meets the requirements



7. Evaluation of the candidate.

My assessment of the scientific works of Maj Krastyu Krastev, PhD is
positive.

On the basis of the presented works, their significance, the scientific,
scientific-applied and applied contributions contained in them, I recommend the
