By decision according to protocol Reg. # 607/ 11.02.2022 from the meeting
of the Commission for verification of documents and admission to the procedure
for the academic position of "Associate Professor", Maj Krastyu Ivanov Krastev,

PhD has been admitted to the procedure.

1. General characteristics of the research, scientific-applied and
pedagogical activity of the candidate.

The professional career of the candidate began in 2000 at the Vasil
Levski Military Training Base in Veliko Tarnovo and until 2006 he held a
number of duty positions - Platoon leader at the Vasil Levski Reserve Officers
School, Cadet platoon leader and Tactical instructor at the NCO Training
Centre, which provides an opportunity to gain pedagogical experience with three
different categories of trainees.

The academic career of Maj Krastyu Ivanov Krastev, PhD began in 2006
with his appointment as an Assistant Professor in the Reconnaissance
Department at the Land Forces Faculty of the Vasil Levski National Military
University. In 2013 he obtained the educational and scientific degree "PhD" in
the scientific specialty 05.12.01 "Organization and Management of the Armed
Forces". After a procedure in 2014 Maj Krastyu Ivanov Krastev, PhD was
appointed as Assistant Professor in the Specialized Training Department at the
Land Forces Faculty, which position he currently holds. The candidate's
academic experience is related to the teaching of military special subjects

included in the "Intelligence" and "Military Police" specializations curricula

such as "Special Tactical Training", "Methods of Special Tactical Training",
"Special (MOUT) Tactics", "Special Equipment", "Counter-Terrorism",
"International Terrorism", "Counter-terrorism operations" etc.

In 2021, Maj Krastyu Ivanov Krastev, PhD graduated from Rakovski
Military Defence College, Sofia — in specialty “ Organization and management
of military formations at the operational level”, in specialization “Land Forces .
In the course of his academic career he increased his professional qualification
and competencies by completing a number of military training courses at
national level and abroad. He also has PSO experience of participating in a
mission in ISAF, Afghanistan, where he served as an operations planning
officer.

The career record presented for this procedure shows that Maj Krastyu
Ivanov Krastev, PhD has extensive experience, which he strives to apply in his
teaching activities. He demonstrates a lasting commitment to excellence, which
characterizes him as a highly qualified specialist in the field of military affairs.
This is fully evident in the list of scientific papers of the candidate, which
includes 54 publications, of which 9 have been published abroad.

One monograph with an amount of 161 pages and 26 scientific reports
and articles with a total amount of 214 pages were submitted for the procedure.
Out of a total of 27 scientific works, 15 are author's and 12 are co-authored.

From the scientific papers provided by Maj Krastyu Ivanov Krastev,
PhD under Art. 2b, para. 2 and 3 of the Law on the Development of Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB) it is evident that he meet all the
national requirements for the groups of indicators for the academic position
"Associate Professor", as of the required 400 points, the candidate has 530.8
points.

The analysis of the author's works clearly shows that his interests are
focused on the study in the fields of military operations, countering terrorism, as

well as the processes necessary for training and education of personnel and on



increasing the combat capabilities of military formations. There is a clear
connection between the research activity of Maj Krastyu Ivanov Krastev, PhD
and the teached subjects, which guarantees the opportunity to achieve scientific
applicability of the results and increase the efficiency of his pedagogical
activity.

2. Assessment of the pedagogical preparation and activity of the
candidate.

The monograph presented by Maj Krastyu Ivanov Krastev, PhD is at a
high level and has been positively evaluated by reviewers with proven
experience in the scientific field. The other scientific papers on the competition
systematically and thoroughly study the scientific problems.

Maj Krastyu Ivanov Krastev, PhD has a very good pedagogical training,
which is the result of continuous professional development by participating in
qualification courses, as well as in national and international military exercises.
The candidate has good academic experience in the scientific field of this
habilitation procedure, gained in the process of teaching at Vasil Levski
National Military University. Maj Krastyu Ivanov Krastev, PhD has led lecture
courses and exercises with cadets and students in a number of subjects.

The candidate also has extensive experience in the Erasmus + program,
where he participates in teaching and as a scientific adviser in the writing of
Master theses of foreign students.

3. Main scientific results and contributions.

The scientific papers presented by the candidate for the procedure have
scientific and applied contributions, achieving a successful balance between
accessibility and scientificity of the theoretical aspects and modern theoretical
and applied concepts for training of reconnaissance specialists and units, special
forces, military police units, specialists and military units designated to counter

terrorism.



3.1. Scientific contributions:

3.1.1. By means of applied system-structural and functional analysis the
characteristics of the lessons learned of combat use of conventional and special
forces in the conditions of complex asymmetric and hybrid threats in modern
military conflicts - articles 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6,10;

3.1.2. The scientific knowledge on the problems related to the modern
ways of counteracting terrorism and prevention of religious radicalization in the
military formations is summarized and enriched - articles 11, 12, 13, 14, 17, 18,
20, 22, 25;

3.1.3. The scientific knowledge on the problems in the processes of
planning, organizing and conducting the direct intelligence in the military
formations at the tactical level is summarized and enriched — articles 11, 12, 13,
14, 21, 25;

3.1.4. The applicability of the theories and methods for using the
intelligence resources of military formations has been assessed and updated —
articles 11, 12, 13, 14, 25.

3.2. Scientific and applied contributions:

3.2.1. The views on conducting tactical intelligence in military
formations are systematized and presented, and the arguments for the
development of the respective intelligence capabilities of military units are
presented - articles 11, 12, 13, 14, 21, 25;

3.2.2. The main characteristics of the intelligence cycle are revealed, and
the need for timely and adequate construction of the system for gathering
information and direct intelligence to achieve synergy and effective achievement
of intelligence objectives, with optimal use of intelligence assets - articles 11,
12, 13, 16, 20, 21, 25.

3.2.3. The process of determining the need for additional resources and
reinforcements has been optimized through an algorithm in order to provide the

military units with the necessary amount of intelligence information about the



operational picture in the theater of operations and the area of responsibility of
the military units - articles 11, 12, 13, 14, 21 u 25;

3.2.4. A methodology for the preparation of military units for rapid
action in counter-terrorism operations has been developed — articles 11, 12, 13,
14, 20, 21, 24, 25;

3.2.5. A methodology for preventing and counteracting religious
radicalization in military formations has been developed — articles 11, 12, 13,
18, 21, 22, 25;

3.2.6. Systematic analysis characterizes the processes of command and
control in the military police, as well as the notions of the use of military police
in the armed forces of the most advanced countries — articles 11, 12, 13, 14, 21,
25, 26.

4. Assessment of the significance of contributions to science and

practice.

The scientific and scientific-applied contributions achieved by Maj Krastyu
Ivanov Krastev, PhD are significant and can be related to the enrichment and
further development of science in the professional field 9.2. "Military Affairs",
by systematizing the experience of conducting intelligence at the tactical level,
using the forces for special operations in connection with modern challenges of
the security environment, as well as to improve the training and preparation of
military units for rapid action and military police units. This is largely proved by
citing the candidate from other Bulgarian and foreign authors, a total of 13 in
number.

5. Critical remarks for the submitted works.

There are no significant weaknesses in the scientific papers submitted by
the candidate for the competition. I would recommend to Maj Krastyu Ivanov
Krastev, PhD in his future scientific and research activity to strive for full
implementation of the results achieved in the process of training all the

categories of trainees at Vasil Levski National Military University.



6. Conclusions.

The documents and materials submitted by Maj Krastyu Ivanov Krastev,
PhD meet all the requirements of the Law on the Development of Academic
Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB), the Regulations for the
implementation of the LDASRB and the relevant Regulations of the
Development of Academic Staff in the Vasil Levski National Military
University.

The candidate has submitted a sufficient number of scientific papers
published after the papers presented for the "PhD" degree defense. There are
original scientific and applied scientific contributions in his works, and the
qualifications and competencies of Maj Krastyu Ivanov Krastev, PhD are
indisputable.

7. Evaluation of the candidate.

The candidate in the procedure meets the relevant national requirements
for holding the academic position of "Associate Professor'. The presented
scientific works in the procedure have the necessary significance and contain
scientific and scientific contributions, which gives me reason to give my
positive assessment and recommend the Scientific Jury to prepare a proposal
report to the Land forces faculty council of the Vasil Levski National Military
University, for the election of Maj Krastyu Ivanov Krastev, PhD for the
academic position of “Associate Professor” in the Specialized Training
Department at the Land Forces Faculty of the Vasil Levski National Military
University, in the field of higher education 9.“ Security and Defense ”,
professional field 9.2.
