Vasil Levski National Military University, the only participant in a competition for a
service member for the academic position of Associate Professor in area of higher
education 9. Security and Defence, professional field 9.2. Military Affairs, scientific
specialty “Organization and Management of the Armed Forces”, for the needs of the
Department of Specialised Training at the Land Forces Faculty of Vasil Levski

The competition was announced by order of the Minister of Defence Ne OH-
248/26.03.2021 and published in the State Gazette, issue Ne 32/16.04.2021.
The members of the Scientific Jury were defined in Order Ne RD-02-

737/22.06.2021. of the Commandant of Vasil Levski National Military University.

Documents for participation in the competition within the period prescribed by
law were submitted by only one participant — Major Lazar Ivanov Lazarov, PhD,
Assistant Professor in the Department of Specialised Training at the Land Forces
Faculty of Vasil Levski National Military University.

With a decision according to Protocol Ne 3024/21.06.2021 from a meeting of
the Committee for verification of documents and admission to the competition of the
candidate, Major Lazar lvanov Lazarov, PhD, was admitted to participate in the
competition.
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1. General characteristics of the research, scientific-applied and
pedagogical activity of the candidate.

The research and teaching activity of the candidate in the competition, Major
Lazarov, PhD, is focused mainly on research and analysis in the field of information
countermeasures and electronic warfare, influencing the conduct of information
operations in modern conditions and exploring the possibility of developing skills in
this direction.

The topicality of the problems developed by Major Lazarov, PhD, in scientific
and scientific-applied terms stems from the need to expand the systematic scientific
knowledge of electronic warfare, ensuring the achievement of the goals of
information operations.

The contributions to the research carried out by the candidate in the
competition help to determine the ability of the Armed Forces to participate in
information operations as a basis for modern operational capabilities.

The scientific-applied value of the works proposed for review by Major

Lazarov, PhD, is focused on expanding the theoretical knowledge of the concepts of
electronic warfare and the need for continuous development of electronic capabilities,
given the dynamics of the security environment.

The participant in the competition Major Lazar Lazarov, PhD, is the author of
33 works with a total volume of 630 pages (for review 25 works — 433 pages), of
which: 1 monograph and 24 scientific papers (2 in foreign publications).

From the general list of materials accepted for review, 19 are author’s and 6
are co-authored. Two of the presented papers were published in English in a foreign
journal with an impact factor.

From the scientific papers proposed for review, I do not accept Ne 2.1.10

do with the competition.

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The candidate’s works are in the field and issues in the specialty of the
competition for the academic position of Associate Professor in field of higher
education 9. Security and Defence, professional field 9.2. Military Affairs doctoral
programme “Organisation and Management of the Armed Forces” in the following
subjects: “Tactical-special training — Parts I, I, 11l and IV, “Technology for signal
intelligence and electronic warfare — Parts | and II”, “Equipment for detection and
analysis of information signals”, “Technical operation of the means for signal
intelligence and electronic warfare” and “Operational information training”.

The candidate’s style is thorough, clear and straightforward.

2. Evaluation of the pedagogical training and activity of the candidate

Major Lazarov, PhD, graduated from the Faculty of Artillery, Air Defence and
CIS at Vasil Levski National Military University, Shumen, in 2003, majoring in Anti-
Aircraft Missile Troops.

In February 2008, he became a full-time doctoral student, and in 2010, he
successfully defended his doctoral dissertation in scientific specialty 05.12.01
“Organisation and Management of the Armed Forces” at G. S. Rakovski National
Defence College.

He successfully graduated from the National Defence College in 2017 in the
specialty “Organisation and management of military units at the operational level”,
specialisation “Air Force”.

In 2010, he became an Assistant in the Intelligence Department, then in the
Department of Specialised Training, and since 2018, he has been an Assistant
Professor in the same department.

He has participated in various forms of professional development, which is
evident from his CV.

The analysis of the scientific works submitted for review shows that the
candidate has focused his scientific research and research interests in several subject
areas:

1. Research on the issues of electronic warfare in modern operations.

2. Research in the field of means and systems for electronic warfare in the
military sphere.

The accumulated professional experience as a commander and lecturer,
researcher and innovator are directly reflected in his scientific output and fully
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comply with the requirements for the academic position of Associate Professor in the
professional field of Military Affairs.

The aspiration for constant improvement of his scientific qualification and
theoretical and practical training is obvious in the lectures, workbooks and textbooks
he has written, as well as in his participation in projects.

Major Lazar Lazarov, PhD, teaches the following subjects: “Tactical-special
training — Parts I, 11, 111 and IV, “Technology for signal intelligence and electronic
warfare — Parts | and 11”, “Equipment for detection and analysis of information
signals”, “Technical operation of the means for signal intelligence and electronic
warfare” and “Operational information training”.

The work of Major Lazar Lazarov, PhD, on the topic of his doctoral
dissertation “Research and improvement of methods for electronic warfare in
information operations” continued, and this topic appears as a central or as an aspect
in a significant part of the publications following the defence of the dissertation.

This fact eloguently testifies to the stability of the scientific interests of the
candidate for the academic position of Associate Professor Major Lazar Lazarov,
PhD, in the scientific field of the competition, reflected in his research.

3. Fundamental scientific results and contributions

Major Lazarov’s main scientific results can be described as a thorough analysis
of the existing theory in the field of information impact in operations, as well as
derived technologies and methods for its implementation. The theory of electronic
warfare has also been supplemented and further developed as one of the most
important elements of information operations.

- further theoretical and practical development of his scientific research
through summarised and enriched theoretical formulations about:

- development of technologies and means for electronic warfare in the military
sphere —works 2.1.7,2.1.9, 2.1.12, 2.1.14, 2.1.20, 2.1.24, 2.1.25, 2.1.28 and 2.2.33;

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- deriving a coherent system for lessons learnt from practice — works 2.1.7,
2.1.15,2.1.16, 2.1.26 and 2.1.29;

- creating a coherent system of theoretical generalisations and
mathematical analysis of various aspects of electronic warfare — works 2.1.6, 2.1.9,
2.1.11,2.1.17-2.1.19, 2.2.22, 2.2.29 and 2.2.33.

The main contributions of the candidate are of scientific and scientific-applied
nature.

Scientific contributions:

- The technologies for electronic warfare ensuring the achievement of the goals
of information operations were defined and classified — works 2.1.7, 2.1.9, 2.1.12,
2.1.14-2.1.17,2.1.20,2.1.24, 2.1.25, 2.1.28 and 2.2.33;

- In accordance with the concept of system-functional analysis, the theory for
determining the capability of the armed forces to participate in information operations
was enriched — works 2.1.6, 2.1.14, 2.1.18, 2.1.19, 2.1.20, 2.1.22, 2.1.23, 2.1.28 and
2.2.33;

- The national views on conducting electronic warfare were enriched and
expanded, and arguments were given for the development of the respective

Scientific-applied contributions:

- The importance of electronic warfare as an element of information operations

2.2.33.
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4. Evaluation of the significance of the contributions for science and
practice

My assessment of the scientific and scientific-applied contributions is that they
are unique in nature and fill a serious gap in the theory and practice of military
science.

The application of the results from the research and regulatory activity of the
candidate is evident in the materials submitted to me for review. Major Lazar
Lazarov, PhD, is the main author in most of the joint publications. Separation
protocols were presented for the works in which the candidate worked in co-
authorship. Some of the reports have been published in authoritative peer-reviewed
scientific journals.

Major Lazarov, PhD, participated in a working group for the development of a
doctrine for electronic warfare and in a tactical publication related to the
implementation of electronic protection measures.

| believe that the works are an independent work of the candidate and
successfully defend the claims for scientific and scientific-applied contributions.

5. Critical remarks on the submitted works

| have no critical remarks to the materials submitted to me for review by the
candidate Major Lazar Lazarov, PhD. There are no inaccuracies, repetitions or
editorial errors in his works.
