of the scientific works of Major Eng. Lazar Ivanov Lazarov, PhD, Assistant
Professor in the Department of Specialised Training at the Land Forces Faculty of
Vasil Levski National Military University, presented in a competition for the
academic position of Associate Professor for service members in area of higher
education 9. Security and Defence, professional field 9.2. Military Affairs, and
scientific specialty Organization and Management of the Armed Forces, for the
needs of the Department of Specialised Training at the Land Forces Faculty of Vasil
Levski National Military University.

The competition was announced by order of the Minister of Defence Ne OH-
248/26.03.2021 and promulgated in the State Gazette, issue Ne 32/16.04.2021

The members of the Scientific Jury were defined by order of the Commandant
of Vasil Levski National Military University Ne RD-02-737/22.06.2021.
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Documents for participation in the competition within the period provided by
law were submitted by only one participant Major Eng. Lazar Ivanov Lazarov, PhD,
Assistant Professor in the Department of Specialised Training at the Land Forces
Faculty.

With a decision according to the minutes with Reg. Ne 3024/21.06.2021 from
the meeting of the Committee for verification of documents and admission to
participation in a competition for the academic position of Associate Professor,
Major Eng. Lazar Ivanov Lazarov, PhD, was admitted to the competition.

1. General characteristics of the research, scientific-applied and
pedagogical activity of the candidate.

The candidate has extensive practical experience and high competence in the
sphere of organisation and management of training and education of specialists with
higher education in the field of information counteraction in the technical area,
methods and ways of conducting electronic warfare, management and
administrative activities related to the positions he has had as an officer since 2003.

In 2010, he defended his dissertation and was awarded the educational and
scientific degree “Doctor” in scientific specialty 05.12.01. Organisation and
Management of the Armed Forces after training at the G. S. Rakovski National
Defence College.

The research activity of the candidate is related to the study of problems of
modern nature, scope, content and dynamics of the change of the principles,
methods and ways of conducting electronic warfare in the information (cyber)
space. He demonstrates a strong interest in the problems of military education.

As a proof of his active scientific and scientific-applied activity, the candidate
in the competition presented 33 scientific works (27 author’s and 6 co-author’s), of
which for review — 25 scientific works (19 author’s and 6 co-author’s). Two (2) of
the publications are papers in English from participation of international scientific
conferences published in scientific journals, referenced and indexed in world-
famous databases (Scopus and WoS) with scientific information.

By their nature, the publications are: monographic work — 1, papers from
scientific conferences — 24.

The results of the research and applied activity were duly tested at scientific
conferences and in periodical scientific journals in Bulgaria.

The scientific production submitted by the candidate in the competition Major
Eng. Lazar Ivanov Lazarov, PhD, under Art. 2b, para. 2 and 3 of the Law for the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria fully meets the
requirements of the evaluation system of the indicators for holding the academic
position of Associate Professor by activities and indicators with a total of 570 points
for the required 400, as follows: Group A — 50 points; Group C — 100 points; Group
D — 245 points; Group E — 175 points.



Under Art. 30, para. 1 of the Regulations for selection, development,
evaluation and attestation of the academic staff at the Vasil Levski National Military
University, the minimum threshold according to the point evaluation system of the
activities and indicators for holding the academic position of Associate Professor is
800 points. The candidate has submitted a reference which shows that his total point
equivalent is 2,390 points.

The works are intended for training cadets, students, postgraduates and
doctoral students. The style of the candidate in the competition is academic,
thorough, comprehensible and straightforward.

The number of publications submitted for review is impressive, and | consider
it sufficient to participate in a competition for the academic position of Associate
Professor at Vasil Levski National Military University.

2. Statement about the presence or lack of plagiarism.

Related to the materials submitted for participation in the competition, | have
not yet received and don’t know of any claims for unscrupulous use of others’
scientific results and publications by the candidate in the competition.

3. Evaluation of the pedagogical training and activity of the
candidate.

His teaching activity since 2010 until now at Vasil Levski National Military
University consists in conducting the assigned lectures, practical classes and
participation in staff trainings on the academic subjects in the Department of
Specialised Training at Vasil Levski National Military University according to the
current curricula: “Tactical-special training — parts I, 11, 11, and IV, “Technologies
for signal intelligence and electronic warfare — parts | and 11, “Equipment for
detection and analysis of information signals”, “Technical operation of means for
signal intelligence and electronic warfare” and “Operational information training”.

For the last three academic years, he has a total workload of 2,598 classes
distributed as follows: for the academic year 2017/2018 — 739 classes, for the
academic year 2018/2019 — 1,120 classes, and 739 classes for 2019/2020.

Improving his training and developing his qualification and competency in the
chosen scientific field, in 2015/2017, he completed a master's degree at the National
Defence College in the specialty “Organisation and Management of Military Units
at the Operational Level”, specialisation “Air Force”.

4. Fundamental scientific results and contributions.

The main contributions of the candidate are of scientific and scientific-applied
nature and can be summarised in three main subject areas: generating new
knowledge and skills in the security and defence sector; enrichment and further
development of theoretical and practical formulations on the essence of information
countermeasures in the technical sphere, and the development of tools for scientific
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analysis of the character and complexity of information operations as an element of
electronic warfare in the military field.

1. SCIENTIFIC CONTRIBUTIONS:

1.1. On the basis of an applied system-structural and functional analysis, a
taxonomy of the basic concepts and models for electronic warfare was created —

1.2.  The applicability of the theories and methods for the use of electronic
warfare means and systems in the military sphere was assessed — works 2.1.15,
2.1.16,2.1.19, 2.1.22, 2.1.26, 2.2.33 (number of the scientific work in the list) — 5.1,

1.3.  The scientific knowledge on the problems of electronic warfare in the
process of training and conduct of military operations was summarised and enriched
— works 2.1.14, 2.1.24, 2.1.25, 2.2.33 (number of the scientific work in the list) —
5.1.

2. SCIENTIFIC-APPLIED CONTRIBUTIONS:

2.1. Based on a historical analysis of the emergence and development of the
concepts and capabilities for electronic warfare, the importance of this element of
information operations for achieving the set goals in operations was proven — works
2.1.15, 2.1.16, 2.2.33 (number of the scientific work in the list) —5.1.

2.2. The national views for conducting electronic warfare have been
systematised, and the arguments for the development of the respective abilities were
given — works 2.1.14, 2.1.20, 2.1.24, 2.2.33 (number of the scientific work in the
list) — 5.1.

2.3. A comparative analysis revealed the concepts of electronic warfare of the
countries most advanced in this respect and proved the need for continuous
development of electronic impact capabilities, given the dynamics of the security
environment — works 2.1.11, 2.1.12, 2.1.17, 2.1.21, 2.2.33 (number of the scientific
work in the list) — 5.1.

2.4. The main characteristics of modern means for electronic countermeasures
were revealed, and the necessity for their integration with the other means for
military countermeasures was argued, as a result of which synergy and effective
achievement of the goals would be ensured with reduced consumption of resources
—works 2.1.19, 2.1.20, 2.1.24, 2.1.27, 2.1.28, 2.2.33 (number of the scientific work
in the list) — 5.1.

2.5. A classification of electronic jamming was proposed according to the
criteria: origin, source of creation, type of emission of radio-electronic energy,
method of formation, method of directing, time structure, etc. — work 2.1.17
(number of the scientific work in the list) — 5.1.
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2.6. Substantiated proposals were made for the development of electronic
warfare means and systems, both tactically and technically — works 2.1.20, 2.1.24,
2.1.27,2.1.28, 2.2.33 (number of the scientific work in the list) — 5.1.

5. Evaluation of the importance of the contributions to science and
practice.

The work of Major Eng. Lazar Lazarov, PhD, on the topic of his doctoral
dissertation “Research and improvement of methods for electronic warfare in
information operations” was continued, and this topic appears as central or as an
aspect in some of the publications that followed the defence of the dissertation in
2010.

This fact eloquently testifies by itself to the stability of the scientific interests
of the candidate for the academic position of Associate Professor Major Eng. Lazar
Lazarov, PhD, in the scientific field of the competition, reflected in his research.

The research activity of the candidate has a certain influence among the
scientific circles in our country. The candidate’s contributions have a measurable
significance in the field of higher education 9. Security and Defence, professional
field 9.1. National Security and 9.2. Military Affairs.

The candidate’s works are cited in scientific journals, referenced and indexed
in world-famous databases with scientific information (4 citations abroad), for
which the relevant evidence was presented.

He takes an active part in the development and updating of doctrinal
documents, tactical publications and has been involved as an expert in working
groups in the field of electronic jamming in information operations.

6. Critical remarks on the presented works.

Some critical remarks can be made to the materials submitted for review:

- the references of the used and cited literature in some of the publications was
not formatted according to the requirements of the Standard for bibliographic
citation — BDS/ISO 690:2011;

- there are inaccuracies, repetitions and editorial errors in the design of some of
the materials for the competition and the scientific works, which do not reduce their
scientific value, but decrease the possibilities for quick perception;

- the main part of the published scientific works unfortunately concerns a
strictly specific audience — people in training for the security and defence system,
which narrows the opportunities of the candidate in the competition for active
participation in international scientific exchange, presentation and defence of
innovative scientific ideas to the ever more critical scientific community in the
sphere of security and defence.

| recommend to Major Eng. Lazar Lazarov, PhD, to intensify his work on
publishing the results of his future research in scientific journals and scientific
conferences abroad.
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These shortcomings are technical in nature and do not reduce the value of the
results achieved by Major Eng. Lazar Lazarov, PhD, proving his ability to
successfully develop, independently and in a team, issues important for both the
theory and practice of security and defence.

7. Conclusion.

The documentation and scientific production submitted by the candidate in the
competition Major Assist. Prof. Eng. Lazar lvanov Lazarov, PhD, meet the
requirements of Art. 24 (1) of LDASRB and Art. 77 (1) of the Regulations for its
application.

On the basis of the presented scientific works, their significance, the scientific,
scientific-applied and applied contributions contained in them, | find it reasonable to
propose that the candidate Major Assist. Prof. Eng. Lazar Ivanov Lazarov, PhD, be
selected and take the academic position of Associate Professor in the Department of
Specialised Training at the Land Forces Faculty of Vasil Levski National Military
University in professional field 9.2.
