1. General characteristics of the research, scientific-applied and
pedagogical activity of the candidate.

Major Lazar lvanov Lazarov PhD has submitted a total of 33 scientific papers, and
25 of them are offered for review, with a total volume of 428 pages (401 of them are the
work of the candidate). The presented papers are as follows:

e Monograph — 1 issue with a volume of 281 pages, all of them are candidate’s
work (33).

e Scientific reports — 24 issues with a volume of 147 pages, 120 of which are
candidate’s work (1-29).

Eighteen of the papers proposed for review were developed independently, and
the rest were co-authored. Two of the publications are in English.

All scientific papers submitted for review are outside the candidate's doctoral
dissertation and are in the scientific field “Security and Defense”, professional field
“Military Affairs”, and the main part of their problems is in the scientific specialty
“Organization and Management of the Armed Forces”. The analysis of the submitted
works shows that the candidate has worked and continues to work on a number of
important theoretical and practical issues related to the use of the armed forces.

Given the total number of submitted scientific papers, their specialized focus,
understandable academic language, as well as their volume and quality, the candidate's
work can be assessed as appropriate and sufficient for participation in the competition for
the academic position of associate professor.

The focus of the research in the papers presented by the candidate is aimed at
studying the concepts of conducting electronic warfare. The acquaintance with the works
proposed for review forms an idea for in-depth knowledge of the researched problems and
striving to find practical and applied solutions for overcoming them. The depth of the
candidate's knowledge of the organization, management and combat use of the forces and
means for electronic warfare makes a strong impression.

2. Evaluation of the pedagogical training and activity of the
candidate.

My personal assessment of the pedagogical training and activity of the candidate
Major Lazar Ivanov Lazarov PhD is incredibly good. He has more 10 years of teaching



experience, initially as an assistant, and from 2018 until now as a senior assistant in the
Special Training Department at the Land Forces Faculty, from Vasil Levski NMU. The
annual classroom employment of the candidate is nearly 600 hours.

Maintaining a high level of awareness by Major Lazarov PhD on issues related to
the use of electronic warfare capabilities, as well as on information operations and signal
reconnaissance issues contributes to the continuous improvement of his pedagogical
preparedness.

3. Fundamental scientific results and contributions.

The presented publications are aimed at studying current theoretical and applied
problems in the field of information operations, electronic warfare, and signal
reconnaissance. The main scientific and scientific-applied achievements and contributions
of the candidate can be reduced to the following:

e The scientific knowledge on the problems of electronic warfare is summarized
and enriched, as the concepts for conducting electronic warfare of the most advanced
countries in this respect are revealed and a taxonomy of the basic concepts and models for
electronic warfare is made.

e The applicability of the theories and methods for the use of electronic warfare
capabilities in the military field is assessed.

e The importance of electronic warfare for achieving the set goals in the
operations is proved, through revealing the main characteristics of modern means of
electronic warfare and arguing the necessity of their integration with other military means,
to achieve synergy and effective goals achievement, with reduced consumption of
resources.

o National views on electronic warfare have been defined, by proving the need
for continuous development of electronic warfare capabilities, and a reasoned proposal
for the development of national electronic warfare capabilities, both tactically and
technically.

e A classification of electronic interference is proposed, according to the criteria:
origin, source of creation, type of radio-electronic energy emission, method of formation,
method of directing, time structure.



4. Evaluation of the importance of the contributions to science and
practice.

The candidate's contributions can be assessed as an in-depth study of Allied and
national theory on electronic warfare issues. They are both scientific and practical in
nature and contribute to the enrichment of knowledge about the concepts of information
operations and electronic warfare, as well as the organization, management and combat
use electronic warfare capabilities. They also expand the possibilities for applying modern
science-based practices for building and developing these capabilities.

The analysis of the submitted scientific papers of the candidate shows that they
fulfil the requirements adopted at the Vasil Levski National Military University for the
appointment of an academic position of associate professor.
