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1. General characteristics of the activities of the candidate applicable and
pedagogical research.

The contest for the academic position of "Associate Professor" in the field of higher
education 9. "Security and Defense", professional field 9.2. "Military affairs” is conducted
in compliance with all legal and procedural requirements with the participation of one
candidate - LtC Milko Yordanov Stefanov, Ph.D.

In the contest the candidate has presented general scientific works as follows:

- dissertation, abstract, and 3 reports in the volume of 232 pages, which are
reviewed upon granting of the educational and scientific degree "Doctor” and are not
offered for review for this contest;

- 1 monograph — of a volume of 132 pages;

- 1 book based on dissertation — of a volume of 168 pages;

- 16 reports at scientific sessions and conferences - of a volume of 163 pages (for
review 133 pages);

The 18 papers submitted for review have a total volume of 463 pages (433 pages for
review). Of the general list of materials accepted for review, 12 are copyrighted and 6 are
co-authored. In 4 of the co-authored works the candidate is the leading author, and in the
others occupies a secondary place. One of the papers was published in English, and all
other papers were published in Bulgarian.

According to my review, all scientific papers submitted for evaluation in the contest
meet the legal requirements and do not repeat the publications submitted for the
acquisition of the educational and scientific degree "Doctor”. | fully accept the scientific
papers proposed for review, as they fully correspond to the topic of the announced contest
and present the author as a serious and in-depth researcher.

A reference to the citations indicates the reflection of the candidate's scientific
publications in the literature with a total of 11 known citations.

The presented reference in accordance with art. 2 b, para. 1 of the Academic Staff
Development Act for the fulfillment of the minimum national requirements with attached
respective evidence, included in the presented scientific works by groups of indicators and
number of points from LTC Milko Yordanov Stefanov, Ph.D. shows a total of 455 points
from the groups of indicators, which exceeds the required 400 points for the academic
position of "Associate Professor™ in the field of higher education 9. Security and Defense,
professional field 9.2. "Military affairs".

The developed by LTC Stefanov's works contain important theoretical and practical
topics related to various aspects and dimensions of military affairs and national security.
The monograph was developed independently in 2021 by the candidate and was published
in the publishing complex of the Vasil Levski National Military University in Veliko
Tarnovo, and the reports were presented at significant national scientific forums.

I do not know any facts that would call into question the authenticity of the works
and the contribution of their author. The overall analysis of the candidate's output shows
that he is an established researcher on these topics, and the titles submitted for review fully
meet academic requirements and standards.



2. Assessment of the pedagogical preparation and activities of the candidate

Lieutenant Colonel Milko Yordanov Stefanov, Ph.D. graduated from Vasil Levski
Military School of Higher Education, Veliko Tarnovo in 1993, with a master's in "Tank
Troops". From 1993 to 1995 he was a leader of a tank platoon, and from 1995 to 2001 he
was commander of a tank company in the Army unit 34240, Shumen. From 2001 to 2003
he held the positions of platoon leader and tactical leader at the Vasil Levski training
center in Veliko Tarnovo. From 2003 to 2007 he was a company commander in the cadet
battalion of the Vasil Levski Military School of Higher Education.

From 2007 to 2015 he held various positions in the administration of Vasil Levski
National Military University. In 2014 and in 2016, he held two international positions in
Kandahar, Afghanistan. From 2015 to the present, he has been a "Chief Assistant™ in the
Department of Military Sciences at the Land Forces Faculty of the Vasil Levski National
Military University.

In the period 2001-2003, he obtained a Master's Degree from the Academy of
Economics "D. A. Tsenov", Svishtov, then he successfully graduated from the Defense
Collage "G. S. Rakovski" in 2010, with specialty "Organization and management of the
operational and tactical units of the Land Forces".

In the period 2012-2014, he was a Ph.D. student at the Vasil Levski National
Military University, Veliko Tarnovo, developing a dissertation through independent
preparation, which he successfully defended and received the educational and scientific
degree "Doctor" in the scientific specialty "Organization and Management of Armed
Forces".

He went through several training courses as follows:

- company commander

- survival training leaders

- English language level 2 (STANAG 6001)

- non-lethal weapons and riot control

- strategic course

All this contributes to the growth in his career, where he skillfully combines his
theoretical training with his practical skills, which allows him to prove himself as a very
good teacher — lecturer, leader of seminars and practical classes.

The works submitted for review by LTC Stefanov, Ph.D. are distinguished by
considering current issues in military theory and practice, outline a consistent and
systematic scientific activity of the candidate, and are directly related to the thematic area
of the contest. The careful analysis of his scientific works allows LTC Stefanov, Ph.D. to
be defined as a consistent researcher and professional pedagogue, promoting his research
and achievements in the field of security and defense. The accumulated professional
experience as a commander and lecturer, researcher, and innovator has been directly
reflected in his scientific output and fully complies with the requirements for the academic
position of "Associate Professor" in the professional field of Military Affairs.

The candidate in the contest is an established lecturer in basic disciplines from the
curricula for cadets. In the educational activities, he is disciplined, organized,
hardworking, and has a high authority among both colleagues and students.



3. Main scientific results and contributions

In the papers submitted for review, divided into two main thematic areas, the
achieved scientific results and contributions are the following:

1) Research on the problems of organization, management, and combat use of tank
units in operations. The works in this thematic area are monograph (3.1.); a book based on
a dissertation (5.1.) and scientific reports (7.1.; 7.2.; 7.3.; 7.7.; 7.8.; 7.10.; 7.11.; 7.12,;
7.13.;7.14.; 7.15.; 7.16.). The main contributions in them can be formulated as follows: - a
critical analysis of the features of the relief on the territory of Bulgaria is performed, as the
factors influencing the shooting with a tank in a mountain environment are derived;

- a study of the possibilities for hitting targets with a 2A46 tank gun in the
conditions of a mountain environment has been carried out and measures have been
proposed to reduce the negative impact of the factors influencing the shooting; the
scientific knowledge on the issues related to the theory for determining the initial data for
shooting and fire correction when using a T-72 tank in a mountain environment has been
enriched; the influence of the factors of the mountain environment on the shooting with
the T-72 tank is studied and practical recommendations are given for determining the
initial data for shooting, sectors for shooting in vertical and horizontal plane, as well as
covering the non-observed space; an alternative approach to the acclimatization of
personnel through periodic exposure to hypoxia to achieve rapid deployment capabilities
in areas of high-altitude military operations has been proposed; an analysis of the
problems related to the movement and maneuvering of personnel and combat vehicles in a
high mountain environment has been performed and categorization of the mountainous
terrain has been made, with the respective technical requirements, skills, and equipment
necessary for overcoming it; the problems related to the logistical provision of operations
In mountainous and high-mountainous environments are analyzed, as opportunities for
transportation and provision of material resources and evacuation of the sick and wounded
have been reviewed.

2) Research on the problems of military education and training of cadets. The works
in this thematic area are scientific reports (7.4.; 7.5.; 7.6.; 7.9.). The main contributions in
them can be formulated as follows: the theory of applying a systematic approach to
education is enriched, highlighting the need to develop standards for training cadets, by
combining two types of standards: educational standard and standard for training in
military units that are interconnected and influence each other; the theory related to the
approaches for the training of future officers in the general system of training in the armed
forces is enriched, as a set of two subsystems - the training in the military units and the
one in Vasil Levski National Military University, as an element of the military education
system; an analysis of the phases of development of assault rifle shooting skills was
performed, outlining the most general framework for a new approach to training with an
emphasis on individual training, as a basis for the future development of qualified
servicemen.

4. Assessment of the significance of the contributions for science and practical
application

In accordance with the accepted conditional grouping of the contributions in two
thematic areas in the works of LTC Stefanov, Ph.D. and their analysis, it can be concluded
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that they cover the range of science including research of existing, enrichment and
development of modern theories, obtaining new results and creating specific propositions
in the fields of security and defense. The significance of the contributions lies primarily in
the study and enrichment of the theory and practical application of military science on the
topics of combat use of tank units and the development of military education and training
of cadets. They are both scientific and practical. From the point of view of military
science, these contributions are useful, original, and significant.

5. Critical notes for the submitted works

The following critical remarks can be made to the materials submitted for review:

- in some of the publications the cited literature is not formatted according to the
adopted standards;

- most of the published scientific papers concern a strictly specific audience, which
narrows the opportunities for active participation in scientific exchange and discussion of
innovative scientific ideas.

These notes are of a recommendatory nature and do not reduce in any way the value
of scientific works and the above listed scientific and scientific-applicable contributions of
LTC Stefanov, Ph.D. proving his ability to develop independently and in collaboration
important topics for military science. My recommendation to LTC Stefanov, Ph.D. in his
future teaching activity is to focus on publishing textbooks or teaching aids on the subjects
noted in the contest for the academic position of Associate Professor.

6. Conclusion

The teaching, research, and applicable research activities of the candidate Stefanov,
Ph.D. show that he fully meets the requirements of the Academic Staff Development Act
and the Regulations for its implementation. This gives me a reason to propose to the
Scientific Jury to elect LTC Eng. Milko Yordanov Stefanov, Ph.D. to take the academic
position of "Associate Professor" in the Department of Military Sciences in the Land
Forces Faculty.

7. Evaluation of the candidates

The review and research of the scientific works presented under the announced
contest for the position of "Associate Professor" by LTC Stefanov Ph.D., the sole
participant in the contest give me a reason to give my positive assessment of the
achievements of the candidate and | suggest to the respected Scientific Jury of the contest
to nominate the candidate, Chief Assistant, Eng. Milko Yordanov Stefanov Ph.D. and to
propose to the Faculty Council at the Land Forces Faculty of Vasil Levski National
Military University to be elected and to take the academic position of "Associate
