With a decision from a meeting of the Commission for verification of
documents and admission to participation in a competition for the academic position
of "Associate Professor", according to the protocol with reg. Ne 3025 from
21.06.2021, Lt Col Ph. D. Eng. Milko Yordanov Stefanov is admitted to the
competition.



1. General characteristics of the research, scientific-applied and
pedagogical activity of the candidate.

Chief Assistant Lt Col Ph. D. Eng. Milko Yordanov Stefanov was born in 1969
in the town of Byala, Rousse region. In 1993 he graduated from High People’s
Military School Vasil Levski as an officer of the tank troops — combat profile. In
2004 he acquired a Master's degree in Business and Financial Control from the
Academy of Economics "D. A. Tsenov"- Svishtov, and in 2010 Master’s degree of
Organization and Management of the "Operational and Tactical Formations in the
Bulgarian Armed Forces" at the Joint Staff Colleague G. S. Rakovski.

In the period 2012-2014, Lt Col Milko Yordanov Stefanov is a doctoral student
in part-time education at the Department of Organization and Management of
Tactical Formations of the Land Forces at the Vasil Levski National Military
University (NMU) in the scientific specialty of "Organization and Management of the
Armed Forces".

The professional biography of the candidate began in 1993 in unit of 34240 -
Shumen and until 2001 he held the positions of platoon commander and tank
company commander.

In the period 2001-2003 he held various positions in the Training Base "Vasil
Levski" in Veliko Tarnovo, where he organized, led and participated in the training
and preparation of soldiers.

From 2003 to 2007 he was the commander of a cadet company at the Vasil
Levski NMU. In the period from 2007-2014 he passed to various administrative
positions related to organizing, managing and ensuring the processes in the
educational activity of the NMU.

In 2015, Lt Col Ph. D. Eng. Milko Yordanov Stefanov has been appointed as a
Chief Assistant in the Department of Organization and Management of Tactical Units
of the Land Forces. From 2016 to the present, he holds the position of Chief Assistant
in the Military Sciences Department at the Land Forces Faculty.

Lt Col Ph. D. Eng. Milko Yordanov Stefanov also has experience in
participating in missions in Afghanistan as an advisor and deputy commander of a
team of military advisers in Kandahar.

Thus presented professional biography shows that Lt Col Ph. D. Eng. Milko
Yordanov Stefanov has extensive experience, which he seeks to apply in his teaching
as a chief assistant. He also demonstrated a lasting commitment to excellence, which
characterized him as a specialist with high qualifications in the field of military
affairs. The latest is fully evident in the list of scientific papers, as well as scientific
and scientific-applied contributions presented in the competition.



2. Assessment of the pedagogical preparation and activity of the candidate.

The candidate Lt Col Ph. D. Eng. Milko Yordanov Stefanov has presented for
the competition a monograph — 1 issue, with a volume of 132 pages, a book with a
volume of 168 pages and 16 scientific reports and articles with a total volume of 163
pages.

The review list contains 18 scientific works (12 author's and 6 co-authors).

In my opinion, the scientific papers submitted for the competition are at a good
enough level and most of them are actively used in the educational process at the
Vasil Levski NMU.

Lt Col Ph. D. Eng. Milko Stefanov has experience as a lecturer, teacher and
researcher. Proof of this is his active participation in the educational process at the
Vasil Levski NMU, in the military formations of the Bulgarian Armed Forces, as well
as participation in working groups to develop regulatory documents and projects
related to the modernization of the T-72 tank.

The candidate also participates in the activities of the Erasmus program with
teaching activities, as well as as a scientific consultant to doctoral students trained in
the Department of Military Sciences. | am sure that after the appointment of Lt Col
Ph. D. Eng. Milko Stefanov in the position of "Associate Professor” he will be sought
as a scientific supervisor.

3. Main scientific results and contributions.

The main scientific and scientific-applied contributions of the chief assistant Lt
Col Ph. D. Eng. Milko Stefanov in the military science, methodological and teaching
activities in the peer-reviewed works is mainly reduced to the work and achievement
of certain results in four main groups:

- Preparation of the formations of the armed forces;

- Tactics of motorized infantry and tank troops for action in a mountain
environment;

- Improving the training of cadets at Vasil Levski NMU;

- Research of the experience from the operations.

In the presented papers for review, on the first scientific problem "Preparation
of the formations of the armed forces™ can be attributed those with serial numbers 3,
9, 10, 11, 12, 15, 17 and 18. They systematically present in-depth theoretical analyzes
and assessments of the problems of the training of the armed forces. Emphasis is
placed on new missions and tasks that determine the need to build and maintain
capabilities to conduct operations in all environmental conditions.

In some of the papers submitted for review (10, 11, 12 and 17) the issues
related to the study of the influence of the mountain environment on the preparation
of the tank formations are expanded and systematized. The obtained theoretical and
practical results can be applied to improve the models for planning and



implementation of measures to reduce the negative impact of factors arising from the
terrain and meteorological conditions in the mountains on tank shooting and increase
the probability of hitting the target with the first shot. They should find a place in the
preparation of tank formations.

The papers submitted for review (3, 15 and 18) expand and systematize the
issues related to the need for criterion selection of personnel and subsequent
individual and collective, specialized training to reveal the peculiarities of combat
operations in a high mountain environment. The issues concerning the command,
control and logistical support of the tactical formations when conducting operations
in a high mountain environment have been studied.

Scientific work 9 analyzes the tendencies for changing the characteristics of
modern warfare and setting qualitatively new requirements for the training of
personnel for the use of small arms, aimed at the priority acquisition of skills to
produce a fast and accurate first shot, instead of using mass shooting at a certain
purpose.

As scientific and scientific-applied contributions arising from the work on this
scientific problem can be systematized as follows:

e The theory for preparation of the formations by the armed forces on the basis
of the new missions and tasks and the need for acquiring and maintaining capabilities
for action in a mountain environment has been further developed.

e The scientific knowledge on the issues related to the preparation necessary
for determining the initial data for shooting and fire correction when using a T-72
tank in a mountain environment is summarized and enriched.

e An alternative approach to acclimatization of personnel through periodic
exposure to hypoxia to achieve rapid deployment capabilities in areas of high-altitude
military operations has been proposed.

The scientific content of the works with numbers 3, 7, 8, 9, 10, 12, 13, 16 and
18 can be related to the second research problem "Tactics of motorized infantry and
tank troops for action in a mountain environment™. They examine the issues related
to the use of formations in alpine conditions.

The scientific and scientific-applied contributions on the second scientific
problem can be defined as:

e The scientific knowledge on the issues related to the theory of the use of
tank formations in a mountain environment is summarized and enriched.

e A study has been made of the possibilities for determining the initial data for
shooting and correcting the fire when hitting targets with a 2A46 tank gun in the
mountain environment, while measures are proposed to reduce the negative impact of
the factors influencing the shooting.



e The problems related to the movement, the maneuver of personnel and
combat vehicles and the logistical support of the formations in a high mountain
environment are analyzed.

The works with numbers 4, 5, 6 and 9 are focused on issues thematically
related to the third scientific problem - "Improving the training of cadets at Vasil
Levski NMU". Their content is aimed at studying the military education system using
a systematic approach. The analysis of the general system for training in the armed
forces is aimed at its presentation as a set of two subsystems — for training in military
formations and the one conducted at the Vasil Levski NMU, as the main imperative is
to build the necessary capabilities. A relation is made between a systematic approach
in the training process, the development of standards and requirements for education
and training, determined by the respective positions and qualification characteristics.
The approach for synchronization of the military education system with the processes
in the Armed Forces of the Republic of Bulgaria is considered here as a fundamental
element.

The following can be defined as scientific and scientific-applied contributions
to the third scientific problem:

e The theory of applying a systematic approach to education has been
enriched, highlighting the need to develop standards for training cadets.

e A design of the educational process in Vasil Levski NMU has been
developed, combining two types of interrelated standards — educational standard and
standard for training in military formation, which will increase the possibility of
achieving efficiency, effectiveness and economy in training future officers.

The scientific content of papers number 2, 11, 13, 17 and 18 can be related to
the fourth research problem "Research of the experience from the operations™. In
most of them (11, 13, 17 and 18) the issues related to the analysis of military
operations conducted in high mountain conditions, as well as the use of tank
formations in this specific environment are considered.

Work 2 focuses on the study of peacekeeping operations by seeking a
connection between modern peacekeeping and the concept of imperial peace.

The scientific and scientific-applied contributions on the fourth scientific
problem are as follows:

e The theory is enriched by a systematic historical review of military
operations conducted at high altitude.

e The experience of the operations in high altitude environment and the
performed tasks at high altitude by comparing them with the physiological processes
in the human body has been studied, and a set of activities for preparation and
readiness has been derived.



e The historical experience from the use of tank formations in a mountain
environment is systematized and the theory related to the analysis of the variable
factors influencing the shooting is enriched.

4. Assessment of the significance of the contributions for science and

practice.

The scientific and applied contributions in the works of the candidate greatly
enrich and further develop certain areas of military science related to the preparation
of formations of the armed forces, tactics of motorized infantry and tank troops and
improving the training of cadets at Vasil Levski NMU.,

5. Critical notes for the submitted works.

Some critical remarks can be made to the materials submitted for review:

- the list of used literature in some of the publications is not formed according
to the requirements of the Standard for bibliographic citation - BDS / ISO 690: 2011,

- in the design of some of the works there are inaccuracies, repetitions and
editorial errors that do not reduce their scientific value, but violate the possibility of
rapid perception of the presented material.

6. Conclusion.

From the above for the scientific and pedagogical activity of the only one
participant in the competition — Chief Assistant Lt. Col. Ph. D. Eng. Milko Yordanov
Stefanov shows that he fully meets the requirements of the Law on the Development
of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, the Rules for its implementation and
the Rules for selection and development of the academic staff at Vasil Levski NMU
and can take the position of "Associate Professor" in the Military Sciences
Department of Land Forces Faculty at the Vasil Levski NMU.

7. Assessment of the candidate.

My assessment of the scientific works of Chief Assistant Lt Col Ph. D Eng
Milko Yordanov Stefanov — the only one participant in the competition for a full-time
academic position "Associate Professor", for serviceman, for the needs of the
Military Sciences Department of the Land Forces Faculty at Vasil Levski NMU in the
field of higher education 9.
