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This statetement has been prepared on the basis of the following presented by
the doctoral student: dissertation; an abstract, a list of publications on the subject of
the dissertation, a reference for fulfilment of the minimum national requirements for
the acquisition of the scientific degree of Doctor, and an autobiography of the
candidate.

1. Relevance and significance of the developed scientific topic.

The topic chosen for research on logistics provision in the conditions of a
refugee crisis on the territory of the Republic of Bulgaria is extremely important and
significant due to the ongoing conflicts near the borders of our country in the Middle
East, Ukraine, the low-intensity military actions led since 2015 against the Kurdish
separatists in the vast southeastern regions of Turkey, the political instability in North
Africa, as well as due to the deteriorating living conditions caused by climate change
and various epidemiological challenges, poverty and impasse among societies in
crisis, etc. All this will inevitably intensify and probably will massify the refugee
flows.

In this regard, the scientific research of the doctoral student lvan Danev are
important, topical, and the choice of the topic deserves admiration.

2. General characteristics of the dissertation work.

The dissertation work of the doctoral student in a self-study form was
developed according to the standards established for this kind of research. It contains
an introductory part, three relatively equal chapters, general conclusions, proposals,
a conclusion, scientifically applied and practically applied contributions, a
dictionary of abbreviations, a bibliography in Bulgarian and in English, and 34
appendices.

The total volume of the dissertation is 299 standard pages, of which the
appendices are about 60 pages. This volume exceeds the accepted standard, but in
this case it is a certificate of striving for an optimal presentation of the developed
problem.

The formulated topic implies an interdisciplinary nature of the research
because it combines the classic scientific paradigms of modern didactics as well as
the good knowledge of the international legal and national regulatory documents
related to the logistic provision in the conditions of the refugee crisis.

The organisation of the introductory part is correct. The research thesis, the
research objective and the tasks of the dissertation research are stated and explained.
They are balanced and achievable. The object and subject of the research are
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correctly identified. The toolkit for achieving the goal of the research is well outlined,
with the main groups of methods used in the course of the work indicated. An
essential part of the introduction are the limitations that shape the content, conceptual
and time frame of the study (the period from 2011 to the beginning of the war in
Ukraine).

The proposed structure of the dissertation work is logical and has given a good
opportunity to achieve the research objective.

The first chapter ‘Origin and development of migration movements and their
effect on logistics provision in the conditions of a refugee crisis’ has an introductory
nature. The development of modern migration waves is briefly traced and the main
understandings of different types of migrants are indicated, using known definitions
from key documents of the UN, the EU, as well as the Bulgarian Asylum and
Refugee Law (BARA). The different types of migrant status are explained. An
essential element is the characterisation of logistic support in accommodation
facilities for refugees and migrants in the conditions of a refugee crisis. The dynamics
of the development of the refugee crisis and the related political and logistic activities
to resolve the crisis in the period 2013-2015 are examined. Interesting digital data
regarding the financial resources allocated by the state and the built accommodation
base are summarised. Basic concepts in the field of logistic support for migrants and
refugees are indicated, and the principles and methods of implementing logistic
support in accommodation facilities are explained. The doctoral student knows very
well the international standards as well as the positions of military scientific expertise
on the subject. The procedure for receiving and accommodating migrants and
refugees is explained. The conclusions logically follow the research done.

The second chapter ‘Analysis of the main elements of the system for logistic
support to refugees and migrants in the accommodation facilities on the territory of
the country’ is essential from the point of view of the internal logic and the overall
structure of the dissertation work.

The conceptual framework for building and equipping places to accommodate
refugees and migrants has been basically clarified. The methodology for planning and
building accommaodation facilities is presented. It is striking that the author refers
mainly to military expertise on the subject, based on UN standards and tested in
various humanitarian operations. Numerous data related to the construction of the
main facilities and components in the accommodation facilities are summarised, and
the standards related to sanitary and hygienic norms are presented. The main
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guidelines related to the provision of food, medical care, communal-household
services, transport have been systematised as well as any other provision for refugees
and migrants in the accommodation facilities. The experience of the Bulgarian
Armed Forces in organising logistic support for refugees and migrants is briefly
described, giving examples mainly with the organisation of life in the camp in the
village of Radusha (R. N. Macedonia) in 1999 during the Kosovo crisis.

The third chapter ‘Opportunities for improving logistic support for persons
seeking international protection in the Republic of Bulgaria’ has the most serious
contribution to the scientific research because it analyses the various options for
optimising logistic support and building adequate capacity for activities. Emphasis is
placed on increasing financial resources and international cooperation.

Special attention deserves the survey among representatives of national
competent authorities working in the field of migration, units of the armed forces and
non-governmental organisations performing logistic tasks for foreigners seeking
international protection in the country, as well as the personal interviews. All of them
give an excellent idea of the directions of development of the training of the officials
and the logistic provision in the conditions of a refugee crisis. An original model has
also been presented for joint logistic support of foreigners seeking international
protection under conditions of increased levels of migration pressure at the country’s
borders and a declared state of emergency. The obtained results are analysed in a
justified and competent manner and opportunities for optimisation are offered. The
conclusions are reasoned and directed to a specific practical activity.

3. Characteristics of the scientific and scientific-applied contributions of

the dissertation work. Credibility of the material.

A certain maximalism is noticed in the formulation of the scientific
contributions, especially in their theoretical part. The indicated total of six scientific
and scientific-applied contributions are obviously the result of the author’s own
studies, analyses and summaries, but they could be reduced to 3-4, and the
indisputable value of the scientific research will not suffer from this.

| have certain reserves to contribution 3 of those of a scientific-applied nature
because the so-called ‘victims’ are out of the context of migrants and refugees. In
addition, the analyses in the dissertation extend mainly to the territory of the Republic
of Bulgaria.

The proposals made are expedient and feasible and have an important meaning
for the optimisation of logistic provision in refugee crises.

4. Evaluation of the publications on the dissertation and authorship.

In this regard, the requirements of the regulations for the development of the
academic staff have been correctly observed. The doctoral student presents four of his
publications on the topic of his dissertation work, one of which is in English. Three of
them are independent, and one is co-authored with the supervisor. They have been
published in authoritative collections with papers of scientific conferences organised
by Vasil Levski National Military University in Veliko Tarnovo.

5. The literary awareness and competence of the doctoral student is at a
very high level. The reference includes 345 correctly indicated sources, of which 142
are in Bulgarian, 80 — in English, and 123 — from the Internet.

The abstract meets the accepted standards but could be more economical and
systematised.

6. Critical remarks:

| don't have any because | accept that every scientific activity could be
presented in a different and better way. In this case, | have certain recommendations:

1. Naturally, the military factor is prioritised in terms of logistic support in the
conditions of a refugee crisis, while others, such as non-governmental organisations,
partly the bodies of the Ministry of Interior, etc., are neglected.

2. The information regarding the scientific degrees and titles of the authors
specifically mentioned in the text could have been updated.

3. It is appropriate to develop the thesis of logistic provision in conditions of a
refugee crisis in the context of the modern essence of national security, namely the
management of security risks, because the relationship there is too visible.

4. A brief general review of the existing bibliography on the issue could have
been made because in recent years only within Vasil Levski National Military
University, dissertations on related topics were defended, such as that of Hristina
Bratanova, PhD, ‘Research on the refugee problem in the context of the national
security of the Republic of Bulgaria’.

7. Conclusion.

Based on the presented high evaluations of the activity of the doctoral student
and the scientific and scientific-applied results presented in the dissertation work of
Captain Ivan Yordanov Danev on the topic ‘Improving logistic provison in the
conditions of a refugee crisis on the territory of the Republic of Bulgaria’ as well as
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on the necessary number of scientific publications, | believe that all conditions are
present for the successful completion of the procedure.

Based on the above, | vote ‘yes’ and propose to the Scientific Jury to award the
scientific and educational degree Doctor to Captain Ivan Yordanov Danev in the area
of higher education 9 Security and Defense, professional field 9.1 National Security,
in the scientific specialty ‘Organisation and Management Outside the Sphere of
Material Production (National Security)’.
