1. Relevance and significance of the developed scientific problem

In a dynamic security environment influenced by globalisation processes, military
actions near the territory of our country provoke an increase in migration flows passing
through and settling in the territory of our country. A circumstance that in itself is
accompanied by the risks and threats of migratory pressure is a serious test and challenge
for the functioning systems for the logistic provision of persons seeking international
protection in the accommodation centres. Moreover, it is a process that is accompanied by
a complex of actions and requires strict coordination between the institutions responsible
for planning, organising, implementing, controlling and reporting on the delivery of
material resources, accommodation, food, water supply, medical care, the provision of
transport, evacuation, repairs, administrative information and support services for timely
satisfaction of the necessities of those in need. In addition, in this context, the multi-
layered nature of the crises accompanying the socio-economic development of our country
and the EU, which have a serious impact on the logistic support of refugee flows should be
taken into account. All this provokes the pertinence of the topic and gives rise to the need



for strategic solutions for the logistic support of the refugee flow, with which to fill the
existing gap in logistics science and practice.

The reading of the dissertation is in support of the full compliance of the topic with
its main content. Moreover, the author has set the ambitious goal, based on the
systematisation and analysis of existing theoretical developments and shared practical
experience, to contribute to the logistic provision of foreigners seeking international
protection in the accommodation facilities on the territory of the country.

The defensibility of the goal set in this way is through the solution of the specified
scientific research tasks, the justified object, topic and subject of the scientific research, the
applicability of the generally recognised theoretical and empirical methods of scientific
knowledge.

In support of the formulated research thesis of the necessary study, the author
substantiates the scope of the research findings and the verification of the answers to the
research questions in support of its defensibleness.

The dissertation is presented to the scientific community, distinguished by the clarity
and logic of research, with an analytical research style of exposition. Scientific solutions of
a practical-applied nature have been proposed for effective management of the logistic
provision of refugee flows on the territory of the country. The specifics of the analytical
research work in the dissertation indisputably prove the contributions Captain Assistant
Professor Ivan Danev has made to enriching the theory, generating new knowledge and
improving the practice for effective logistic support of refugee flows seeking international
protection, in the accommodation facilities on the territory.

2. General characteristics and structure of the dissertation work

The dissertation work has been structured in accordance with the formulated goals
and specific research tasks as well as the chosen methodology and tools. The achievement
of the goal, the solvability of the tasks and the defensibility of the research hypothesis in
the offered studies and analyses are presented in a total of 299 pages, of which 201 pages
are the main text. The content of the scientific work is presented in an introduction, an
exposition in three chapters, a conclusion, references, appendices.

For the purposes of the research and the achieved scientific and scientific-applied
results in the dissertation, Assistant Professor lvan Danev, PhD, studied and used
appropriate literature, including 345 sources of different nature (normative acts and
documents of national and union significance, literary sources in Bulgarian and English
and Internet sources). The defensibility of the conclusions and results in the dissertation
work is through a successful symbiosis of theoretical-scientific and practical-cognitive
study of the researched issues, supported by the necessary evidentiary materials.

The first chapter of the dissertation is a kind of theoretical presentation of the
historical, legal and organisational-methodological aspects of the logistic support of
migrants and refugees residing in the territory of our country.



The second chapter is of an analytical-problematic nature, as the conceptual
framework for building and equipping the infrastructure for the accommodation of
refugees and migrants and the elements of logistic support for the same has been
researched and analysed.

In the third chapter, based on the analytical estimates following the survey approach,
the possibilities for improving the logistic support of refugee flows are proposed. For this
purpose, a model has been developed for joint logistic support of foreigners seeking
international protection, under conditions of increased levels of migration pressure at the
country’s borders and a declared state of emergency. An approach has been created to
assess the risk of migration pressure at the country’s borders and to continuously monitor
state borders. An algorithm has been proposed for the adaptation and integration of those
granted refugee or humanitarian status and for control over the logistic activities performed
during the reception and accommodation of persons seeking IP in the conditions of
increased migration pressure.

The individual structural elements of the dissertation work have been developed in a
logical sequence, with the necessary analytics, research of good practices, applied author’s
methodology and creation of a model for effective logistic support of refugee flows with
consideration of risks and implementation of continuous monitoring and control.

The proposed dissertation fully corresponds as a scientific development in terms of
volume and quality to the legal requirements for awarding the educational and scientific
degree Doctor.

3. Characteristics of the scientific and scientific-applied contributions in the
dissertation work. Credibility of the material

The scientific and scientific-applied results of the author’s research are based on the
in-depth knowledge and creative adaptation of modern scientific theories, normative acts
and publications on the researched issues.

The lessons of the past, the problems of the present and the possibilities for the
future implementation of effective logistic support of refugee and migrant flows in a
dynamic security environment allow for the systematising of the following scientific and
scientific-applied results and contribution points:

3.1. Scientific results and contributions:

3.1.1. The theoretical positions related to the conceptual framework for the
construction and equipment of places of accommodation for refugees and migrants of the
field and stationary type have been further developed.

3.1.2. The theory of the LP of persons seeking IP has been enriched in its part
related to the organisation of accommaodation, utilities, food and medical care.

3.1.3. New knowledge has been generated, which contributes to the effective
participation of the country’s armed forces in the logistic provision for injured persons by
studying the experience of BA military units that have been organising food, medical and



transport provision for refugees and migrants within the framework of joint operations for
providing logistic support in the country and abroad.

3.2. Scientific and applied results

3.2.1. A model has been developed for the joint LS for foreigners seeking IP on the
territory of the country, under conditions of increased migration pressure and the
declaration of an emergency situation, offering a variant for improving effective inter-
institutional cooperation and coordination of LP activities for foreigners seeking IP, in
conditions of increased migration pressure, by creating a CCLP/LS, which will include
representatives from the competent national authorities and the involved governmental,
intergovernmental and non-governmental organisations in the areas of the country to which
high values of migration flow are generated.

3.2.2. The procedure for providing IP for foreigners is presented at separate stages,
and for each of them, a variant for providing IP in conditions of emergency and increased
migration pressure has been developed.

3.2.3. Individual components of the protection system for persons seeking protection
are differentiated by distributing the logistic activities and services between the competent
national authorities and representatives of the governmental and non-governmental sectors,
according to their subject of activity, in accordance with the developed stages of the
procedure for granting protection in conditions of increased migratory pressure.

The dissertation is distinguished by the clarity and logic of the research. The style of
the presentation is logical, analytical, typical for scientific research.

4. Evaluation of the scientific results and contributions of the dissertation work

The enriched theory of logistic support of migrant and refugee flows in a dynamic
security environment, the generated new knowledge and approaches, the created models
and algorithms for improving the logistic support of migrant and refugee flows on the
territory of the country, the achieved scientific and scientific-applied results and
contributions are the personal work of the author, and the main part of the considered
ideas, approaches and solutions represent original developments or are a new interpretation
of already known ones, taking into account the influence of the changing conditions and
factors of the security environment. The basis for this is the scientific literary awareness
and competence of Captain Assistant Professor Ivan Danev, which does not tolerate
objections but praises for the aspiration to compile a huge number of previous scientific
opinions and studies on the scientific problem in the process of their diversity and
contradictory development.

5. Evaluation of dissertation publications and authorship

The results of the author’s scientific research in the present work have been
popularised in a number of journals in the country of a national and international nature,
which is a confirmation of the consistent, in-depth, upgrading scientific research activity of
Captain Assistant Professor Danev on such an important problem hat is also key for the
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security of the country and its military defence component and its model improvement and
adaptation to the changes of the security environment, directly corresponding to the topic
of the dissertation work.

6. Literary awareness and competence of the doctoral student

The literary awareness and competence of the author of the dissertation does not
tolerate objections, which is supported by the used 345 literary, regulatory, Internet sources
in Bulgarian and English. Existing opinions, good practices and foreign experience in the
diversity and conflicting understanding of the researched scientific problem are
appropriately compiled and systematised.

| am not aware of any research results in the dissertation having been cited by other
authors.

7. Evaluation for the abstract

The abstract contains the main problems and ways to solve them, indicated in the
dissertation work. It gives a full picture of the scientific value and practical applicability of
the achieved scientific and scientific-applied results and contributions, in support of the
defensibility of the research thesis.

8. Critical remarks

My critical remarks to the dissertation are of a recommendation nature and refer to:

- the absence of verification when applying part of the proposed models;

- the expediency of expanding the publication activity of Captain Assistant
Professor Danev in international indexed and refereed editions, for which he has the
potential.

The indicated omissions are of a technical-formal and discussion nature and do not
diminish the importance of the research results and contributions in the dissertation work
achieved by lIvan Danev, PhD. It is recommended that the achieved scientific and
scientific-applied results and contributions in the dissertation, if possible, become available
to the interested structures and bodies, whose rationality is in support of the effective
logistic support of migrant and refugee flows on the territory of the country.

9. Personal impressions of the candidate

| personally know Captain Assistant Professor lvan Danev since his cadet years as
his teacher and currently as a colleague. My judgments in the review are based on my
personal impressions, established over the years as extremely erudite, creative, organised
and with a high sense of responsibility, with a broad worldview and research and
practically applied potential. This gives me reason to once again confirm my impression
that Assistant Professor Ivan Danev knows the issues he is researching, correctly uses the
bibliography studied to achieve the goals of the dissertation work, has a critical attitude to
the problems identified in the course of his research work. Scientific research and analysis



are in-depth, their results are correctly interpreted, and significant for theory and practice
scientific and scientific-applied results and contributions have been achieved.

During the course of the review, no cases of plagiarism occurred, and | did not
detect any. A reference has been submitted proving the compliance with the minimum
national requirements for educational and scientific degree DOCTOR with a total point
equivalent of 85 with a minimum requirement of 80 points.

10. Conclusion
