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1.General characteristic of the candidate’s scientific and pedagogical
activity.

The only candidate in the competition for the academic position of
"associate professor” in the field of higher education 9. Security and defense, PF
9.1. "National Security" is Lieutenant Colonel chief assistant Daniel Stoyanov
Berchev, PhD, whose research, scientific-applied and pedagogical activities are
dedicated to the common security and defense policy of the European Union
(EU) in an environment of dynamic changes provoked by the effects of
globalism (positive and negative) and accompanied by unclear and
interconnected security threats and risks.

The list of scientific works submitted by the candidate for the academic
position "associate professor" contains 21 titles published after obtaining the
educational and scientific degree "doctor”. The scientific works of Lieutenant
Colonel chief assistant Daniel Stoyanov Berchev, PhD, are distinguished as
follows:

» monographs — 1 (one) issue consisting of 314 pages.;

» published book based on a protected dissertation work for the
acquisition of a scientific degree "doctor" — 1 (one) issue in volume 460 pages;

> scientific articles — 1 (one) issue in a volume of 1 page;

» scientific reports — 16 (sixteen) issues with a total volume of 172
Pages,

» textbooks and teaching aids — 3 (three) pcs. with a total volume of 417
pages.

Thirteen of the presented publications are authored and eight - co-
authored, with clearly distinguishable participation of the candidate. Scientific
works have been published in prestigious national and foreign publications, with
a total volume of 1050 pages. The works submitted for review are directly
related to the scientific specialty and the thematic area of the competition for the
academic position "associate professor”. The achieved scientific and scientific-
applied results and contributions in the works of lieutenant colonel chief
assistant Berchev, PhD, define him as a consistent, goal-oriented scientist,
researcher, knowing and developing modern trends in the fields he studies,
distinguished by creativity and pragmatism, with an eye to future development
of the EU's security and defense policy in the dynamically changing security
environment. This is confirmed by the fact that each of the scientific works is a
transition and upgrade in the scientific research activity of lieutenant colonel
chief assistant Berchev, PhD.

In addition to the mentioned works, the list of scientific production is
supplemented by another 5 (five) items related to the acquisition of the scientific
degree "doctor" (dissertation work, an abstract to it and three scientific reports
on the topic of the dissertation work), which are not peer-reviewed. | do not
accept work No. 23 Management of intellectual property (textbook) for review,
which, despite its merits, is not directly related to the nomenclature specialty.
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The scientific production presented by the candidate in the competition
fully meets the national minimum requirements for occupying the academic
position "docent™ in activities and indicators in PF 9.1. "National Security". In
confirmation is the submitted report with a total point equivalent of 435 points
(group A — 50 points, group B — 100 points, group D — 215 points and group F -
70 points) with the minimum required being 400 points.

The publications submitted for review by the candidate are quantitatively
representative and | believe that they are sufficient for participation in the
competition for the academic position of "associate professor" at the "Research
and Innovation Activity" Institute of Vasil Levski National Military University.

The relevance of the developed problems in the works proposed for
review, in a scientific and scientific-applied sense, stems from the need to
expand systematic scientific knowledge in the security sector with an emphasis
on the Common Security and Defense Policy and its legal aspects.

Thematically, the works of Lieutenant Colonel chief assistant Daniel
Berchev, PhD, are clearly focused in three areas of security science. One is
aimed at the evolution of EU security and defense policy and in a dynamic
security environment. The second direction is aimed at the legal-regulatory
framework of peacekeeping operations and the third direction is related to the
improvement of the design of the educational process and the formation of
professional training of the cadets at the Vasil Levski National Military
University. The three directions are relevant to PF 9.1. National security and are
interrelated.

The main one in the first direction is the monographic work *Common
security and defense policy of the European Union" with the character of a
habilitation work (No. 26), which is also connected with the accompanying
publications from the list of works for participation in the competition (nos.
6,9,14,15,16,17,18,19, 20,21)

The ambitious goal of the author's scientific research is to present an in-
depth scientific study and analysis of the evolutionary development of the
security policy of the EU member states, taking into account the influence of the
transatlantic factor, the contradictions of coexistence with NATO and the
Western European Union in terms of security and inconsistency in the attitudes
of the member states regarding the strategic culture.

The realization of the goal thus set is through the scientific justification of
the object and the subject of the scientific research, the positive, critical and
structural-functional study of the primary and secondary legislation regulating
the EU CSDP and on this basis the derivation of the complex characteristics of
this policy of the Union. The general scientific methods of chronological
analysis, deduction and induction, interdisciplinary and integrated approaches,
the toolkit for the analysis of the concept of the security community and
historical institutionalism were used, on the basis of which the process of the
formation and development of the CSDP of the Union and the problems adjacent
to it were studied. In response to the determination of these problems and the

balanced position of the author, the monographic work is structured in three
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chapters in a volume of 309 pages of main text.

The defensibleness of the research thesis is based on the systematization
of existing research in theory and practice and the aspiration to generate new
knowledge about effective mechanisms and tools for expanding the scope of
EPSO and its transformation into CSDP by introducing military defense
components. This is also the main research contribution of the presented
scientific work.

The main scientific and applied contribution of the monographic work is
the applied analytical approach to create a conceptual model for an effective EU
CSDP, with a legal-regulatory framework adequate to the dynamic changes of
the security environment and with global strategic responsibility.

The scientific and scientific-applied merits of the monographic work and
its accompanying publications make it applicable and accessible to a wide
readership related to the evolution and problems of the Common Security and
Defense Policy of the EU.

The second scientific direction - legal regulatory framework of
peacekeeping operations - is represented by works with Nos.: 7, 8, 25, which are
a continuation and consequence of the sequence of scientific research activity of
Lieutenant Colonel chief assistant Berchev, PhD, of his research in the
dissertation work for the scientific degree "doctor". The mentioned works
represent a complete up-to-date study in the Bulgarian legal literature of the
legal regulatory mechanism of UN peacekeeping operations. By their nature, the
mentioned works are a methodological basis for improving the legal framework
of our country and the internal departmental acts of the Ministry of Defense in
this direction, which will increase the effectiveness of the preparation of
Bulgarian military personnel for participation in UN peacekeeping operations, in
accordance with the legal applicability of the same.

The third scientific direction in the works of Lieutenant Colonel chief
assistant Berchev, PhD, is directly related to the improvement of the design of
the educational process in the training of officers at the tactical level of
management. It is represented by works Nos.: 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 22, 24. The main
contribution of the mentioned works to increase the professional training of
cadets and sergeants is the presented integration model for education and
training in the military department of our country according to the national and
Euro-Atlantic dimensions.

Papers submitted for review are distinguished by relevance, consistency,
logical and analytical thought and are directly related to the scientific specialty
and thematic area of the competition. They present their author as a consistent
researcher promoting research and achievements in the theory and practice of
the EU's Common Security and Defense Policy and the management of the
defense education process in the security sector. They fill the gap in academic
knowledge and teaching of EU law, the history of European integration and key
issues of national and European security.



2.0pinion on the presence or absence of plagiarism.

In the course of my work as a member of the scientific jury, there have
been no signals, argued in accordance with the relevant legal order in writing,
about the presence of plagiarism in the candidate's works submitted for review
under the competition. And I, as a member of the scientific jury, did not find
elements of plagiarism and dishonest use of other people's scientific results in
the candidate's works.

3. Main scientific results and contributions.

The scientific and scientific-applied results and contributions of the author's
scientific research are based on the in-depth knowledge and creative adaptation
of modern scientific theories and publications on the studied issues, the analyzed
problem areas in the evolution of the Common Security and Defense Policy of
the EU with the aim of forming military abilities and effective management of
professional education and training processes at Vasil Levski National Military
University in a dynamically changing security environment.

» the theory of applying the system approach to training has been
enriched, bringing to the fore the connection between training analysis and
improvement of the educational process, aimed at the formation of the
professional training of cadets at NMU “Vasil Levski”;

» a new approach was generated to synchronize the military education
system with the training processes in the Armed Forces of the Republic of
Bulgaria, based on the relationship between the systematic approach in the
training process, the development of standards and requirements for training and
training, determined by the relevant positions and qualification characteristics.

3.2. Scientific and applied results and contributions:

> the scientific-expert platform for creating a conceptual model for an
effective EU CSDP, with a legal-regulatory framework adequate to the dynamic
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changes of the security environment and with global strategic responsibility, is
scientifically based and demonstrable;

» the methodological basis for creating a mechanism for the legal
regulation of UN peacekeeping operations was developed, and concrete
proposals were made for future changes in the regulatory framework in line with
the international legal regime of UN peacekeeping operations and as well as
proposals for practical actions in the preparation of Bulgarian military personnel
for participation in UN peacekeeping operations;
