1. General characteristics of the candidate's research and scientific-applied
activity.

Lt Col Daniel Stoyanov Berchev, PhD, presents for review 21 scientific
publications with a total volume of 1050 pages, as follows: monograph — 1, with a
total volume of 314 pages; published book based on a defended dissertation work for
awarding the educational and scientific degree "doctor" — 1, with a total volume of
460 pages; textbook — 1, with a total volume of 174 pages; study guide — 1, with a
total volume of 32 pages; article — 1, with a total volume of 1 page; scientific reports
— 16, with a total volume of 172 pages published in non-refereed peer-reviewed
journals or published in edited collective volumes.

The results of the scientific research and applied scientific activity of Lt Col
Daniel Berchev, PhD, are represented through his publication activity in the country
and abroad in the period 2013 - 2022 in the following areas:

- the possible and realized use of the armed forces of countries placed under the
leadership of an international organization or supranational structure and international
command,;

- improvement of the design of the educational process aimed at forming the
professional training of cadets at NMU “Vasil Levski”.

The in-depth review of the scientific publications with which the candidate
participates in the current competition reveals their scientific qualities and allows a
high assessment in terms of relevance, originality and research skills.

The presented scientific products reflect the scientific research work and a

testimony of high competence and activity of the author.

2. Opinion on the presence or absence of plagiarism.
In the materials provided for participation in the contest, there have been no
claims for fraudulent use of other people's scientific results and publications by the

candidate in the contest up to this point, and | am not aware of any plagiarism.



3. Assessment of the candidate's pedagogical training and activity.

During the period 1988-1993, Lt Col Draniel Berchev, PhD, graduated from
VVOVU "Vasil Levski”, town of V. Tarnovo with military qualification: officer of
tank troops — military engineer for the operation of armored vehicles.

In 2009, he acquired a Master's degree, majoring in Law at the VTU "St. St.
Cyril and Methodius", V. Tarnovo.

In 2018, he acquired a scientific and educational degree "Doctor" in a doctoral
program in the scientific specialty "International Law and International Relations",
professional direction: 3.6. "Law", field of higher education: 3. "Social, economic and
legal sciences" at VTU "St. St. Cyril and Methodius", V. Tarnovo.

The candidate participated as an expert in activity No. 1 under Project
BG05M20P001-2.016-0005 - "Modernization of Southwestern University "Neofit
Rilski" - city of Blagoevgrad, National Military University "V. Levski" - the city of
Veliko Tarnovo and Sofia University "St. Kliment Ohridski™ - Sofia, in professional
field 5.3 Communication and computer technology", 4.4 "Earth Sciences" and 3.7
"Administration and Management" under the Operational Program "Science and
Education for Smart Growth™ and as head of the research team on a collective project
on the topic: Scientific journal "Security and Defense™ - official scientific publication
of Vasil Levski National University, financed with funds from the budget of Vasil
Levski National Military University.

4. Main scientific results and contributions

In connection with the scientific works submitted for participation in the

competition, the following scientific and applied scientific contributions are defined:

4.1. Scientific contributions:

— A thorough and up-to-date study of the mechanism for legal regulation of
UN peacekeeping operations has been carried out in the Bulgarian specialized
literature, both from the point of view of international public law and in interaction
with the applicable national legislation.

— A complete and up-to-date study was conducted in the Bulgarian specialized
literature of the primary and secondary law of the EU, as well as of other key political
documents of the Union, the process of formation and transformation of the European
Security and Defense Policy (ESDP) into a Common Security and Defense Policy
(CSDP), taking into account the impact of all endogenous and exogenous factors.

— An up-to-date study was made in the Bulgarian specialized literature on the
issue of clarifying the legal construction “cadets as military personnel with a special
status".

— The theory of applying the system approach to training has been enriched,
bringing to the fore the connection between the analysis of training and improvement
of the educational process aimed at the formation of the professional training of the
cadets at the University. Through relation between the systematic approach in the
training process, the development of standards and requirements for training and
training, determined by the relevant positions and qualification characteristics, the
approach to synchronizing the military education system with the training processes

in the Armed Forces of the Republic of Bulgaria has been considered.



4.2. Science applied contributions:

— On the basis of analysis and summarization of the results of the study of the
mechanism for legal regulation of UN peacekeeping operations, proposals have been
made for future changes in the regulatory framework in two directions: First, in
relation to the international legal regime of UN peacekeeping operations and
secondly, proposed de lege ferenda with a view to improving the Bulgarian legislation
and the internal departmental acts of the Ministry of Defense regarding the dispatch
and use of Bulgarian armed forces outside the country. Added to them are proposals
for practical measures in connection with the preparation of Bulgarian military
personnel for participation in the relevant UN operations.

— By systematizing the legal, political, institutional and strategic foundations in
the development of EU foreign policy, security, defense and military affairs in the
changing security environment, the theory of EU security and defense policy is
enriched. An analytical approach was applied to create a conceptual model for an
effective EU CSDP, with a legal-regulatory framework adequate to the dynamic
changes of the security environment and with a clearly highlighted global strategic
responsibility of the EU.

— The application of a systematic approach to training, which is aimed at the
integration processes and synthesis of the whole, makes it necessary to include the
various aspects of the analysis of the educational process of the cadets. The need to
develop standards for the training of cadets, as a combination of two types of
standards: an educational standard and a standard for training in a military formation,
which are interconnected and influence each other, has been brought out. This will
help achieve the primary goal of standards-based cadet education and training, which
will increase the ability to achieve efficiency, effectiveness and economy in the
training of future officers.

— Due to the insufficient number of studies not only in the Bulgarian, but also

in the European scientific literature, the presented works and publications fill a gap in
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the scientific literature and in the teaching of the law of the European Union, the

history of European integration, national and European security issues.

5. Assessment of the significance of contributions to science and practice

The scientific works presented for participation in the competition are
distinguished by scientific and scientific-applied contributions in two main directions,
having a relevant relation to a professional direction 9.1. "National Security”. To the
first, scientific works related to the enrichment and further development of science
regarding the possible and realized use of the armed forces of countries placed under
the leadership of an international organization or supranational structure and
international command can be referred. To the second, are those scientific works that
further develop the theory regarding the improvement of the design of the educational
process aimed at forming the professional training of the cadets at NMU “Vasil
Levski‘.

Tracked chronologically, the publications show constant scientific growth and a
deeper mastery of scientific approaches and methods. The different directions are, in
addition to being closely connected to each other, also mutually related.

The candidate has submitted 7 references, in monographs and peer-reviewed

collective volumes.

6. Critical notes and recommendations

The submitted materials for review in the current competition, as far as they are
precisely developed and structured, using the scientific style and the corresponding
terminological apparatus, do not give grounds for formulating critical comments, but
rather for a recommendation - a wish to continue the scientific work in the field of
national security, seeking opportunities to participate in international research groups
and projects and attracting PhD students and students to participate in research

activities.



7. Conclusion,

The review of the materials for the competition for the academic position of
"associate professor" of the only candidate Lt Col Daniel Stoyanov Berchev, PhD,
shows that the requirements of the Law on the Development of the Academic Staff of
the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB), the Regulations for the Implementation of the
LDASRB and the requirements of the NMU "V. Levski" have been met.

According to the submitted documents, the tender candidate has submitted a
reference under Art. 2b, para. 2 and 3 of the Law on the Development of the
Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria, from which it is evident that he has met
the minimum requirements by groups of indicators for the academic position
"associate professor” with a total number of points — 415, with a required minimum of
400 points.

8. Evaluation of the candidate.

The review of the materials and activities provided for review shows that Lt
Col Daniel Berchev, PhD, meets the minimum requirements of the Law on the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB), the
Regulations for the Implementation of the LDASRB and the Regulations for the
Selection and Development of the Academic Staff at NMU “Vasil Levski“.
