Integration processes in the field of
European Security and Defense Policy
(ESDP)/ Common Security and Defense
Policy (CSDP) of the EU, although all
attempts of formalization, traditionally
were and are still the hardest part to
realize in practical terms. On one hand we
have the understanding of the institutions
and practices of ESDP/CSDP requiring an
accession  of  their  development
throughout the years, instead of a
“temporary picture” of the institutional
architecture in a given moment of time.

Their ability or inability
to execute their mandates largely depends
from the quality of their interaction with
other institutional participants on EU
level as well as on a national level.

In addition to everything said, the
institutional practice and reformation
cannot be reviewed separately, isolated of
the parallel developments of political and
operational  levels, including the
development of strategical priorities of
ESDP/CSDP and the lessons learned from
the experience of this field. The
interaction of these different fields of
forming policies, forms institutional
results in ways which neither national
government or EU institution can entirely
predict and control.

hand, the development of the CSDP must
be accompanied by a current process of
review and accession, in order to give
more context, clarity and flexibility in the
terms of forming and executing this
policy.

countries emerging from conflict. But
today, peacekeeping is no longer what it
was meant to be. In its existence it has
undergone significant changes, and
continues to develop to this day. It has
now become a more complex,
comprehensive and dangerous activity. In
addition, the complex nature of modern
peacekeeping operations requires
servicemen not only to operate tactically
and correctly, but also to comply with the
legal norms applicable to them. It is vital
for those involved in these operations to
know the legal framework in which they
can act in the circumstances. If it is not
defined clearly enough and peacekeepers
are not aware of it, through their actions
they can easily go beyond what is
permissible and break the law. In
addition, the illegal use of weapons can
undermine the legitimacy of the whole
operation and reduce or lead to a loss of
political and public support for its
conduct.

In view of the above, this paper is a
comprehensive current study in the
Bulgarian legal literature on the
mechanism of legal regulation of UN
peacekeeping operations.

undertaken to maintain international
peace and security.

After clarifying in the first chapter the
international legal situation of
peacekeeping operations and the practice
of their conduct, in order to achieve
completeness of the study, in the second
chapter, which consists of three sections,
the applicable international legal aspects
of  peacekeeping  operations  are
considered. The legal framework for
these operations is outlined and the
international legal framework regulating
the actions of peacekeepers is presented,
followed by the analysis of the specific
agreements and rules for the use of force
developed by the UN.

As part of the legal framework for
peacekeeping operations, Chapter 3 deals
with the applicable national legislation of
both the host and sending States. The first
section, which deals with the national
legislation of the host country, argues that
it will affect the activities of members of
UN peacekeeping operations, as they
perform their duties in that country. The
second section examines the national
legislation of the sending state and in
particular the applicable norms of the
national legislation of the Republic of
Bulgaria, in cases where our country
participates with military formations in
UN peacekeeping operations. In this
aspect, the study analyzes the legally
relevant norms concerning: the role of
our national parliament and the executive
power in the sending and use of armed
forces outside the territory of the
Republic of Bulgaria; the extraterritorial
effect of criminal law and the issue of
criminal  liability  of  servicemen
participating in peacekeeping operations;
disciplinary and property liability.

solutions and omissions, and above all on
the basis of the main conclusions at the
end of each chapter, proposals for change
are made consistently.

insecurity, focused mainly on the
physical survival of the individual or a
small group (unit, crew) of servicemen.
The solution to their survival is the use of
available resources found in nature
directly in the area to carry out the
mission. The latter requires knowledge
and especially the use of a system of
rational actions and techniques for
creating basic living conditions: arranging
shelters; extraction of drinking water and
fire; hunting and fishing with the help of
improvised devices; use of wild plants for
food, treatment without the help of a
doctor and medicines; making various
tools, etc.

The manual is an attempt to summarize
the knowledge, skills and practice in
conducting a course with students on
"Survival of personnel from military
formations in extreme conditions."

Chapter three, which is a joint
development of Assoc. Prof. Kiril
Zhelyazkov, PhD and Daniel Berchev,
PhD, is devoted to the opportunities that
nature provides to meet the nutritional
needs of the body, which in most cases
can be obtained from plant foods, namely
from the flora. In nature, they will be the
most accessible, but knowledge is needed
for their use. In this regard, Chapter
Three deals with edible plants that
contain important vitamins and minerals
and are rich in protein and carbohydrates.
Some of them also contain fat, and all of
them provide the roughage needed to
keep the body in good shape. Compared
to many edible plants, there are also
poisonous plants, with those that are
poisonous on contact and those that are
poisonous on ingestion.

Next, we look at mushrooms, which are
very good food, but should undoubtedly
be recognized as non-poisonous. In this

In its first part, the report presents in
summary the base characteristics of
training which the authors consider as
imperative for building the necessary
defense capabilities of the Armed forces
of the Republic of Bulgaria. Secondly
the general training system of the Armed
forces is reviewed as a combination of
two subsystems — training of the military
units and the one in the NMU “Vasil
Levski” — as an element of the military
educational system. The report analyzes
requirement for the training to be
conducted with certain standards, with a
review of the core aspects of the
standard for training as well. Relevant to
the issue of training, the authors make a
connection between the system approach
to training, standards, job specification
and qualification characteristics.
