1. Information on the competition

The competition for an Associate Professor in the area of security and
defence, the field of national security and in particular — the military and political
aspects of security — was announced for the needs of the Research Section of the
Research and Innovation Institute at Vasil Levski National Military University
(NMU) for a member of the armed forces.

By Order No. RD-02-731/09.06.2022 of the Commandant of the National
Military University “Vasil Levski”, a scientific jury was appointed which held its
first session on 28 June 2022. I was designated as an external member of the said
jury and entrusted with the preparation of a review.

Only one candidate — Assist. Prof. Daniel Berchev, PhD — has submitted
documents for participation in the competition for an associate professor. The set
of materials he presented is impeccable and complete. The jury has qualified his
candidacy as admissible.

In the course of the procedure or prior to its launching, no plagiarism reports

have been filed and no plagiarism has been proven regarding the scientific works
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of the candidate who has also been registered in NACID’s Public Register of
Academic Staff and Defended Dissertations.

Dr. Berchev has enclosed two referential declarations: by means of the first,
he proves the fulfilment of the minimum national requirements (435 points in total
out of the exigible minimum of 400) and by the second — the fulfilment of the
additional requirements of the NMU for holding the academic position of an
associate professor provided for in Article 30, Item 7 of the Rules for Selection
and Development of the Academic Staff at Vasil Levski NMU, and listed in
Annex 5 thereto (177 points in total out of the required minimum of 150 points).
A careful comparison reveals that there is no overlap in content under the different
headings in the references and, in this sense, there is no repetition of evidence of
the fulfilment of the two types of requirements. On the contrary, it is clear from
both documents that, as an author, including of publications of practical and
applied nature, Dr. Berchev enjoys a high degree of citability.

An explicit conclusion may be drawn that the procedure has been launched
and unfolds in conformity with the Development of Academic Staff in the
Republic of Bulgaria Act (DASRBA) and the Regulations for its application its
Implementing Rules, as well as with the Rules for Selection and Development of
the Academic Staff at Vasil Levski NMU. It is apparent from the documents
submitted that Daniel Berchev meets the minimum national requirements under
Article 2b, Paragraphs 2, 3 and 5 of the DASRBA established through the
Regulations for its application, as well as meets requirements stipulated in
Article 24, Paragraph 1, Items 1, 2, 3 and 5 of the DASRBA. In so far as the
associate professor position is intended for a member of the armed forces, all the
requirements provided for in the order of the Minister of Defence whereby the

competition was announced have also been met.
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2. Information on the candidate, his pedagogical and teaching activities,
including personal impressions of him

After completing his military education in 1993 at Vasil Levski Higher
Military School — Veliko Tarnovo, Daniel Berchev received a master’s degree in
law from St. Cyril and st. Methodius University of Veliko Tarnovo in 2009.

In 2017, he defended a doctoral dissertation on the topic “Research of
legally applicable aspects of UN peacekeeping operations” at the Law Faculty of
the same University. He was awarded the educational and scientific degree
“Doctor” in the professional field 3.6. Law, scientific specialty International Law
and International Relations. In my capacity as a member of the Department of
Public Law of the Faculty of Law at the University of Veliko Tarnovo, I would
like to note and confirm the fact that Daniel Berchev presented his dissertation at
the end of the first year, i.e. two years before the deadline for completing his
doctoral programme. This in itself is a testimonial for his professional and
personal qualities.

Since 2000, Dr. Berchev has continuously enhanced his professional
qualification, as it is apparent from the list of completed courses attached to the
curriculum vitae. These include the training course for instructors in peacekeeping
operations and the seminar on international humanitarian law and human rights.
The applicant’s professional career as a serviceman, and since 2018 to this day —
as an Assistant Professor performing research activities, has been carried out
entirely at the National Military University where he has held various positions
— starting as a platoon and company commander, through a tactical commanding
officer, head of department, head of section, to head of the Military Training
Service. Currently, he is a Chief Assistant Professor at the Research Section of
the Research and Innovation Institute.

As regards the candidate’s pedagogical and teaching activities, it should be
noted that, ever since 2002, he has assisted the leading lecturers in courses held at
the NMU with the participation of representatives of foreign security forces.

Subsequently, he has taken part in the elaboration of draft state educational
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requirements for the profession of “sergeant”; in the preparation of a number of
regulatory documents such as the internal rules regarding the management of the
public procurement cycle at the NMU; the methodology for taking into account
the trainees’ opinion on the educational process and the administrative service at
the NMU  the Rules of Procedure of the Research and Innovation Institute of the
NMU.

In 2021, he was the head of a project management team in connection with
the launch of a periodical in the field of security and defence as an official
scientific publication of the NMU. He has participated as an expert in a team to
implement a project for introducing a Master’s programme in Outsourcing and
Cybersecurity at the Southwest University “Neofit Rilski”.

Dr. Berchev has published a textbook in co-authorship on intellectual
property management, as well as a training manual, again in co-authorship, for
the survival of personnel of military formations in extreme conditions. He has
developed on his own lecture courses, accompanied by didactic materials, in
several academic disciplines — public international law, international
humanitarian law, EU law. In 2019, the Commandant of the NMU approved his
syllabus in international humanitarian law for the training of a team of advisers in
Kandahar. From 2013 to 2018, Daniel Berchev participated in the conduct of
complex tactical classes and exercises.

The specific academic course for which a study load of 134 classes equaled
to seminars has been provided for under this competition is public international
law. Currently, the candidate continues to conduct classes with cadets in the
academic discipline “Public International Law”, as well as classes in international
humanitarian law with military personnel preparing for missions.

Dr. Berchev’s professional biography leaves the impression of consistent
development, thorough and constantly upgrading training in the field of his
scientific interests. I am of the opinion that over time he has gained considerable
experience and skills as a capable and competent lecturer. Moreover, as an expert,

he has contributed significantly to the improvement of the educational process at
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the NU. In this sense, I evaluate highly the pedagogical and teaching activities of
the candidate for the academic position of associate professor.

I also have personal observations and impressions of Dr. Daniel Berchev
from the time of the elaboration and defence of his doctoral thesis at the University
of Veliko Tarnovo. He stands out as a very ambitious, receptive and conscientious
researcher who is ready to learn and improve continuously setting high standards
for himself. He is a person of utmost integrity and exceptionally prone to dialogue

with his colleagues. I have no doubts about the high quality of his future work.

3. General overview of the scientific works submitted for participation in

the competition

3.1. Evaluation of the amount and structure of the presented
scholarly output — fulfilment of the quantitative requirements

Daniel Berchev has submitted for review a total of 21 publications under
the nomenclature specialty, out of which 13 are authored scholarly works and 8
are co-authored, amounting to 1050 pages.

In so far as the textbook and the teaching manual, co-authored by
Dr. Berchev, serve as evidence of his pedagogical and teaching activities, and the
book entitled “Legally Applicable Aspects of UN Peacekeeping Operations” was
published on the basis of the dissertation he defended for the award of the
educational and scientific degree “Doctor”, 1 accept for review the published
monograph entitled “Common Security and Defence Policy of the European
Union”, which in fact constitutes the candidate’s habilitation work, as well as
16 other scholarly publications (scientific conference reports and articles; two of
the reports are in English), which directly relate to the topic and the field of the
announced competition. The works accepted for review do not repeat the
publications submitted for obtaining the educational and scientific degree of
doctor. The said works amount to a total of 485 pages. They may be broadly and

somewhat conditionally divided into three thematic areas:
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e The European Union and security and defence issues (one peer-
reviewed monograph and 8 publications are presented);

e Problems of public international law, in particular international
humanitarian law, through the prism of UN peacekeeping operations
and forces (3 publications are presented);

e Problems of the training of cadets and higher military education
methodology as regards its improvement (5 publications are
presented).

My conclusion is that in terms of amount, structure and thematic focus, the
presented scholarly output meets the requirements to hold the academic position

of an associate professor at the NMU.

3.2. Evaluation of the content of the monographic work, the

contributions and the relevance of all scholarly publications

The emphasis of the review will be put on the habilitation work and
publications within the first thematic area.

In the specialized scholarly literature, studies that examine their subject
simultaneously through the prism of law, international relations and military
affairs are a rare phenomenon. Dr. Daniel Berchev’s monograph dedicated to the
common security and defence policy of the European Union is such a research.
The work consists of 306 pages with a rich critical apparatus in the form of 859
footnotes and has been elaborated on the basis of 188 sources. This information
in itself reveals the author’s good faith, thoroughness and thoughtful approach to
the problems under consideration.

The subject of research in the monograph includes all possible aspects
(historical, legal, political, institutional, strategic and military) of European
cooperation in the field of security and defence, which has evolved into a common
policy. The research task is also impressive as regards its ambition — to explore
and analyse in a critical manner, notably by means of an analysis of EU primary

and secondary law, as well as of other key Union policy documents, the process
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of shaping and transforming ESDP (European Security and Defence Policy) into
CSDP (Common Security and Defence Policy), taking into account the impact of
all endogenous and exogenous factors.

The former may be referred to the logical “transfusion” from economic to
political and even military and defence integration in view of the EU’s claims for
real weight in international relations and strategic responsibility in the field of
security; the confrontation of views between countries that adhere to the Atlantic
link and those seeking emancipation from NATO; the lack for decades of legal
basis of the political cooperation despite the Union’s aspirations to its own
defence identity ever since the launching of the integration process; the sensitivity
of Member States in matters of security and defence and retaining those matters
within their exclusive competence. The complex characteristics of ESDP have
been identified and the strictly intergovernmental character of the policy has been
confirmed.

The exogenous factors include the construction of a new multipolar system
of international relations after the end of the Cold War, in which the EU seeks its
place by considering threats to its own security and by attempts to build an
autonomous operational potential; the ongoing globalisation processes and the
internationalisation of a number of intra-state conflicts; making security an
indivisible category; linking internal and external security in a world of
increasingly complex and new security threats; an increasing limitation of
NATO’s role and the loss of NATO’s de facto monopoly on peacekeeping
operations in the Euro-Atlantic region following the creation of an EU rapid
response force.

In terms of structure and content, the monographic work is logical,
consistent, exhaustive. The first chapter chronologically follows the emergence,
after the Second World War, and the development of cooperation between the
Western European countries in the field of security and defence leading to the the
introduction of the EU’s common foreign and security policy by the Maastricht

Treaty. In this way, the necessary historical framework is put in place and a
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starting point is given for the analysis in the following chapters. Conceptual and
theoretical reflections may be found in the section on globalisation and its role for
the EU’s awareness of its security and defence interests.

The second chapter is dedicated to the actual construction of ESDP (from
the first half of the 1990s to the adoption of the Treaty of Amsterdam); the
development of its legal framework, the establishment of special bodies and
institutions involved in European defence and security, the adoption of rules
governing the terms and conditions for the conduct of military operations (from
the Treaty of Amsterdam to the Treaty of Nice); the integration of the WEU into
the EU, the elaboration of its own security strategy and the practical
implementation of ESDP through the EU’s conduct of crisis management
operations as a stand-alone player in international relations and an entity within
the meaning of Chapter VIII ‘Regional Agreements’ of the UN Charter (from the
Treaty of Nice to the Treaty of Lisbon).

The third chapter analyses the transformation of ESDP into CSDP and the
role of the Lisbon revision in this transformation. After 2009, the modern stage
of CSDP development began, which is characterized by the improvement of its
legal basis and the achievement of cooperation, including in the military-technical
sphere.

In conclusion, I would like to point out that Daniel Berchev has achieved
his research goal. He has set the gears of analysis in motion to fully and thoroughly
reveal the mechanisms for shaping, developing and implementing the EU security
and defence policy, so that Member States can walk the way from timid attempts
and probing sensitive national grounds to a common policy, a mutual assistance
clause and the conduct today of military, civilian and civil-military operations on
three continents.

He has also succeeded in his intention to present his unbiased point of view.
This is reflected, for example, in the finding that the EU is becoming an
increasingly autonomous actor in the field of security and defence, which,

however, should not be seen as its strategic independence from the US and NATO,
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but as an opportunity to offer a NATO-compatible approach to security. I agree
with the author’s conclusions that the CSDP is “a unique phenomenon that
emerged at the end of the Cold War” and that “it is one of the most dynamically
developing areas of European integration and cooperation between the EU’s
Member States”.

[ believe that Dr. Berchev’s monograph meets the criteria for a habilitation
work and fills a gap in the Bulgarian specialised literature regarding the
examination and multifaceted analysis of CSDP. Furthermore, it complements
research works dedicated to the EU’s external action. The relevance of the
monograph is beyond any doubt. Its practical applicability is also indisputable,
including for the purpose of teaching security issues at higher education
institutions.

As regards the publications I have placed within the first thematic area, I
can summarize that they contain an in-depth analysis of the EU’s interests,
strategy and policy in the field of security and defence in terms of the formation
and historical development of the CSDP, the relevant factors of the international
environment, the attempts to build an autonomous EU operational capacity and to
“emancipate” from NATO taking into account the importance and the objective
need for institutional interaction with the Alliance.

Based on the review of the content of Dr. Berchev’s scholarly output,
conclusions may be drawn regarding the purposefulness and completeness of his
scientific interests, his capabilities as an analyst and author, as well as his
convincing presence in the scientific debate on the topics of the competition. He
has the skills to systematise and analyse, to be logical in his writings, to formulate
and substantiate his own assertions, to express himself in a clear and intelligible
way.

I accept the reference submitted by the candidate for the original scientific
and scientific-applied contributions in his publications. They formulated in a
precise manner being accurately divided in two groups. The first one relates to the

accumulation of theoretical knowledge especially in the field of the EU’s security
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and defence policy and, in this sense, to the further development of Bulgarian
science and enrichment of the Bulgarian specialised literature through
comprehensive and complete research. The second group encompasses
contributions relating to the upgrading of existing knowledge, especially in
connection with the vocational training of cadets at Vasil Levski NMU.

The contributions may be identified mainly in the author’s analyses and
general conclusions on current topics, in the reasoned justification of positions on
controversial issues, in the critical consideration of documents, international legal
instruments, sources of EU primary and secondary law, in the clarification of legal
notions, in the making of proposals de lege ferenda.

My only remark concerns the statement in the reference (item 2.4) about
the insufficient number of studies in the European scholarly literature. This is
certainly true for the combination of different approaches (from the perspective
of law, international law, political science and military science) as is
Dr. Berchev’s research method. There are numerous publications in foreign
literature on issues of the EU’s CSDP. They have been identified by the author
himself in the bibliographical reference to his monograph. At the same time, I
agree that his monographic study fills a gap in the Bulgarian specialised literature.

My general conclusion is that, in terms of thematic areas, content, scientific
and scientific-applied contributions, the presented and reviewed publications fall
within the scope of the scientific specialty of the announced competition and meet

the criteria for habilitation.

4. Conclusion

Taking into account the statutory criteria and indicators for holding the
academic position of an associate professor and as a result of the evaluation of
Dr. Berchev’s research work manifesting undisputed qualities and of his teaching
activities, on the grounds of Article 26, Paragraph 3 of the DASRBA, I hereby
make a positive assessment of his candidature and I strongly suggest to the

scientific jury to adopt a decision to propose that Assist. Prof. Daniel Stoyanov
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Berchev, PhD, be selected to hold the academic position “Associate Professor”
under this competition in the area of higher education 9. Security and Defence,
professional field 9.1. National Security, scientific specialty Military and Political
Aspects of Security for the needs of Vasil Levski NMU, Research and Innovation

Institute, Research Section.
