National Security and scientific specialty Military and Political
Aspects of Security for the needs of the Scientific and Research Section
of the Institute for Research and Innovation at Vasil Levski National Military University,
announced by Order No. OH-332/06.04.2022 of the Minister of Defence
and promulgated in the State Gazette No. 31/19.04.2022,
of the candidate: Lt. Col. Assistant Professor Eng. Dr. Daniel Stoyanov Berchev, PhD

1. Assessment of compliance with the national minimum requirements and with the
requirements of the NMU
After getting acquainted with the documents submitted by Assist. Prof. Daniel Stoyanov
Berchev, PhD, for participation in the competition, I find that the candidate fulfils the
conditions and requirements to hold the academic position of Associate Professor in the field
of higher education 9. Security and Defence, professional field 9.1. National Security and
scientific specialty Military and Political Aspects of Security in conformity with the Law on
the Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the Rules for Selection
and Development of the Academic Staff at Vasil Levski NMU.
There have been no reports or proven plagiarism regarding the candidate’s scientific

works.

2. Research (creative) activities and results
2.1.  Evaluation of the monograph
The monograph entitled Common Security and Defence Policy of the European Union
that has been submitted for reviewing consists of 306 pages. It comprises an introduction, three

chapters, a conclusion and a bibliography. In the monograph, the author has carried out a



scientific study of the possible and of the achieved use of the armed forces of states placed
under the leadership of a supranational international structure and international command.

The main propositions expressed in the habilitation work, which should be specifically

emphasised upon, are as follows:

- The development of the integration processes in Europe has led to joint actions by
the EU Member States in the areas of foreign policy and security.

- Unique phenomena such as the European Security and Defence Policy (ESDP) and
the Common Security and Defence Policy (CSDP) are the result of objective
processes leading to the understanding that Member States’ defence issues, while
retaining their particularities, cannot but form part of a supranational framework.
This is evidenced by the already established mechanism for the preparation and
management of both military and civilian operations.

The monograph has been written in a conscientious manner as regards historical facts

and is the result of an accurate analysis of legal instruments. The specialised literature that has

been referenced to and reflected in the text, is impressive in its volume.

2.2.  Evaluation of the contributions in the other enclosed publications

Out of the list of the scientific publications, research works and other scientific and
scientific-applied elaborations submitted for participation in the competition, I am expressing
my opinion on those described under Nos. 9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 15 and 16.

Certain of them propose for public discussion assertions that have been made in the
monograph published later. These articles are part of the scientific process and their publication
is the author’s responsibility as part of the scientific debate.

The co-authored article entitled “The Iraqi crisis of 2003 as an exogenous factor for the
adoption of the European security strategy™ deals with the war in Iraq in 2003. Doctrine
publications and discussions avoid a critical view of the conflict. However, it is this aspect that
has turned fruitful for the European Security and Defence Policy. This is also the main scientific
contribution of the two authors.

The article entitled “The European Security Strategy (2003) — a holistic and multilateral

approach to strengthening the strategic framework of the EU foreign policy”, again co-



authored, follows the same critical stand taken stated in the above-mentioned article. It is
correct to conclude that the European Security Strategy is not the ideal document, however, it
is an important achievement for the EU on the path to developing its own authentic form of
security and defence policy. It shows the way to ensure the security of any country through

regional and global agreements.

2.3.  Evaluation of the author’s scientific and scientific-applied contributions

I accept the achievements referred to in Items 1.2 and 2.2 in the summary of the original
scientific and scientific-applied contributions.

Considered in their aggregate, the results relevant to science that have been revealed in
the presented publications may be divided into two groups. The first one includes those that
constitute an undeniable novelty for the Bulgarian scientific literature. An example of this may
be the choice of a complex and interdisciplinary topic for the monographic research. The other
set of results relate to the enrichment of existing knowledge and have a scientific-applied value,
as evidenced by publications devoted to the training of military personnel.

In addition, Daniel Berchev’s diverse interests encompass legislation in the field of
intellectual property, didactics of higher military education, international humanitarian law.

On the question of Dr. Berchev being cited by other authors, I confirm the credibility of
the submitted data regarding the number of citations.

I believe that the candidate’s academic competence fully corresponds to the scientific

speciality of the competition.

3. Pedagogical and teaching activities

The candidate, Daniel Berchev. is a lecturer at the NMU, having passed through all
stages of the teaching activity. His pedagogical preparation has been complemented by
specialisations in prestigious academic and international institutions. Another way to
accomplish his constant aspiration to professional improvement is through his main activity as
a lecturer. His participation in the elaboration of curricula and training manuals serves as an

additional, and yet inherent, manifestation of his teaching activities.



4. Personal impressions of the candidate

[ have known Daniel Stoyanov Berchev since he was a doctoral student at the Faculty
of Law of St. Cyril and St. Methodius University of Veliko Tarnovo. For the entire time of our
acquaintance, he has invariably demonstrated discipline, working capacity and adherence to

high standards in his academic pursuits.

5. Conclusion

In view of the above, I reckon that Dr. Daniel Stoyanov Berchev meets the requirements
for holding the academic position of an Associate Professor. I do hereby state my high
appreciation of the scientific contributions achieved in the presented monographic work and in
the rest of the enclosed publications whereby he has applied under this competition. I would
like to suggest to the scientific jury to take an affirmative decision and to propose to the
Academic Council of the NMU to approve the selection of Assist. Prof. Daniel Stoyanov
Berchev, PhD, to the academic position of an Associate Professor at Vasil Levski NMU in the
professional field 9.1. National security and scientific specialty Military and Political Aspects

of Security.
