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1. Characteristics of the candidate and works presented by the candidate
and accepted for evaluation by the reviewer

The candidate for participation in the competition for Associate Professor in the
Department of Protection of the Population and Infrastructure Lt. Col. Assist. Prof.
Eng. Ivan Georgiev Ivanov, PhD, graduated from T. Kableshkov HMTS in 1995 in
the military specialty Technology and Organisation of Railway Transport and the
civilian specialty Engineer-operator in Transport - Traffic Manager. In 2001, Lt. Col.
Assist. Prof. Eng. Ivan Georgiev Ivanov, PhD, graduated from Vasil Levski HMLFS
with the military specialty Officer of Engineering Troops - Military Engineer on
Construction Vehicles and civilian specialty Lifting, Transport, Road and
Construction Vehicles. In 2016, Lt. Col. Assist. Prof. Eng. Ivan Georgiev lvanov,
PhD, obtained the educational and qualification degree Master in Organisation and
Management of Military Units at the Operational Level - specialisation
Administrative Processes and Activities from G. S. Rakovski National Defence
College.

From 2010 until 2015, Lt. Col. Assist. Prof. Eng. Ivan Georgiev Ivanov, PhD,
was an Assistant at Vasil Levski National Military University - Department of
Protection of the Population and Infrastructure. The dissertation defended in 2015 by
Lt. Col. Assist. Prof. Eng. Ivanov, PhD, is on the subject of ‘Methods for Evaluating
the Effectiveness of Earthmoving Vehicles during Emergency Rescue Activities’ in
the scientific specialty 02.01.37. Road and Construction Vehicles. Since 2016, he has
been an Assistant Professor at Vasil Levski National Military University -
Department of Protection of the Population and Infrastructure.

In the competition for Associate Professor, Lt. Col. Assist. Prof. Eng. Ivanov,
PhD, has presented 16 scientific works for review, of which 1 monograph and 15
scientific papers are accepted for evaluation by the reviewer.

According to the reference on the fulfilment of the requirements announced in



Art. 30, item 7 (appendix 5) of the ‘Regulations for the selection, development,
evaluation and attestation of the academic staff at Vasil Levski NMU, Lt. Assist.
Prof. Eng. lvanov, PhD, has 575 points (with a required minimum of 150 points),
which proves that he meets the conditions for admission to participation in the
competition for the academic position of Associate Professor.

From the provided Reference-declaration for the fulfilment of the minimum
national requirements for occupying the academic position of Associate Professor in
area of higher education 5. Technical Sciences, professional field 5.13. General
Engineering, it is evident that in all indicators the points exceed the required
minimum.

2. General characteristics of the research, scientific-applied
pedagogical activity of the candidate

The monograph ‘Operation of Military Engineering Vehicles’ (311 pages)
contains six chapters. In Chapter One and Chapter Two, the basic conditions for the
operation of military engineering vehicles and the technical diagnostics of military
engineering vehicles are discussed. In Chapter Three, Chapter Four, Chapter Five and
Chapter Six, the technical maintenance of engines of military engineering vehicles,
power transmission, running gear, working equipment, accumulator batteries, starters,
generators, relay-regulators, ignition system and the organisation of technical
operation are analysed.

The relevance of the monograph stems from the need to provide the rescue
teams with technically serviced engineering vehicles for disaster protection actions,
accidents and other critical situations.

The monographic work can be used by researchers, doctoral students, university
students and other specialists interested in the operation and maintenance of
engineering equipment.

The scientific papers are largely related to the operation of engineering

and



equipment. Their subject concerns the protection of the population and infrastructure,
as the issue is interdisciplinary.

For the last four academic years, Lt. Col. Assist. Prof. Eng. Ivanov, PhD,
had classroom employment exceeding the standard by an average of 39 percent
(480 classes with bachelors). He has conducted classes in the following subjects:

- Construction of MEV - Parts I, Il and 1lI;

- Manipulation and Lifting and Transport Equipment;

- Regulatory Documents;

- Operation and Service Technologies of MEV- Parts | and II;

- Neutralisation of Explosive Military Remnants and IED;

- Theory of Engineering Vehicles;

- Firing Ground Practice in Operation and Repair of MEV.

Lt. Col. Assist. Prof. Eng. lvanov, PhD, has participated in 13 courses to
increase his qualifications - special training in explosive activities, pedagogical
training, language training in English, computer training.

He knows how to apply an individual approach when conducting classes in
different subjects.

3. Fundamental scientific results and contributions

Out of the contributions achieved by the research work of Lt. Col. Assist. Prof.
Eng. Ivanov, PhD, the following should be mentioned:

- from the scientific contributions:

1.1. The scientific knowledge on the problems related to modem diagnostic
methods and the place of technical diagnostics in the process of servicing the
machines has been enriched (2.2.1).

1.2. The applicability of the regulatory base has been updated, and the scientific
knowledge on the problems of planning, organisation of operation, maintenance and

repair of wheeled and tracked military engineering vehicles has been enriched (2.2.1).



- from the scientific-applied contributions:

2.1. By means of a system analysis, the processes and tasks for achieving the
goals of the engineering provision were characterised and the main characteristics of
the military bulldozers and modem military excavators were revealed (2.1.1), (2.1.3),
(2.2.1);

2.2. The main characteristics of the new engineering vehicles in NATO have
been analysed (2.1.4), (2.1.5), (2.1.6), (2.1.9), (2.1.10) and (2.2.1);

2.3. The methods for remote demining, the technical characteristics and the
implementation of tasks for the engineering provision of the troops with new
engineering vehicles in the Russian army have been analysed (2.1.11), (2.1.12);

2.4. The methods for overcoming and clearing collapses, sediments during
emergency rescue activities and construction of infrastructure objects on difficult
terrains through the use of specialised equipment have been analysed (2.1.8);

2.5. The methods, technologies and equipment for the extraction of TNT and
gunpowder from munitions subject to disposal have been analysed; they help to
significantly reduce the risks to personnel and protect the environment through the
creation and implementation of processes for technological and environmental safety
(2.1.15);

2.6. The methods for emergency rescue activities, the use of equipment and
procedures in the conditions of fires have been analysed (2.1.2).

From everything said above, it is clear that the scientific production of Lt. Col.
Assist. Prof. Eng. lvanov, PhD, is in the scientific specialty Construction, Road and
Special Vehicles.

The 15 scientific papers submitted for review were published at scientific
conferences of VVasil Levski National Military University and in a Bulgarian scientific

journal.



The independent scientific works of Lt. Col. Assist. Prof. Eng. lvanov, PhD,
including his monographic work are 13. No pedagogical reports have been presented.
| believe that the author’s participation of the candidate in achieving the contributions
in the presented works is indisputable.

4. Critical remarks and recommendations

The critical remarks are primarily related to the editing of contributions:

- it would be appropriate to systematise the contributions by thematic areas;

- the most interesting scientific results could be published in foreign
publications and at international scientific conferences.

5. Personal impressions

I have known Lt. Col. Assist. Prof. Eng. Ivanov, PhD, since 2010, when he was
appointed as an Assistant at Vasil Levski National Military University. During his
work on the dissertation, Lt. Col. Assist. Prof. Eng. Ivanov, PhD, strictly performed
the assigned tasks and promptly corrected the remarks of his scientific supervisor.
