Associate Professor Margaritka Vasileva Filipova, PhD - Associate Professor
at Angel Kanchev RU with habilitation code 05.12.03 Military Applied Aspects
of Civil Defence, from professional field 5.13 General Engineering of the
scientific works presented in the competition for holding the academic position of
Associate Professor in area of higher education 5 Technical Sciences,
professional field 5.13 General Engineering, scientific specialty Construction,
Road and Special Vehicles, for the needs of the Department of Protection of the
Population and Infrastructure at the Land Forces Faculty of VVasil Levski National
Military University, with only one candidate in the competition -
Lt. Col. Eng. Ivan Georgiev Ivanov, PhD.
The competition was announced by order of the Minister of Defence Ne OH-

355/12.04.2022 and promulgated in the State Gazette, issue Noe 33/29.04.2022

1. General characteristics of the scientific, scientific-applied and
pedagogical activity of the candidate.

The publication activity and scientific developments of the candidate for the
academic position of Associate Professor Eng. lvan Georgiev lvanov, PhD,
include 15 publications, of which 12 are independent, one monograph in co-
authorship and one monograph on a defended dissertation work.

In his publications, the candidate examines current issues related to the study
of technical systems of engineering vehicles and modem theoretical-applied

concepts for the training of personnel from engineering units. He also touches
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upon issues related to emergency-rescue work in case of fires and the disposal of
ammunition.

In the publications, the theoretical material has been presented in a
straightforward and comprehensible manner. Structurally, the works presented are
up to standard. The texts are structured systematically. The logical course of the
exposition is clearly visible. The problems have been pointed out specifically, and
the conclusions are well-grounded and unambiguous. There are suggestions,
evaluations and practical solutions. All this can help build individual and group
skills in solving questions about the proper operation and maintenance of
engineering equipment. The presented publications build on specific ideas in a
theoretical and practical aspect. They cover a specific thematic perimeter, which
determines the candidate’s consistency in his scientific research and is a

guarantee for future success.

2. Evaluation of the pedagogical training and activity of the candidate.

The candidate is the main lecturer in the subjects ‘Operation and Service
Technologies of Military Engineering Vehicles - Parts | and IT, ‘Manipulation
and Lifting and Transport Equipment’, ‘Neutralisation of Explosive Military
Remnants and IED*, ‘Construction of MEV - Parts I, Il and UI', ‘Theory of
Engineering Vehicles’, ‘Firing Ground Practice in Operation and Repair of MEV’
and in the full training course for post-graduate students in the subject
‘Regulatory Documents’ at the Land Forces Faculty.

Modem achievements of the relevant scientific field have been included in
the developed curricula for the disciplines.

Lt. Col. Eng. lvan Georgiev Ivanov, PhD, has taken part in three projects,
one of which is related to updating curricula (‘Updating the Curricula at Vasil
Levski National Military University’). He has developed lecture courses in these
subjects according to the requirements of the syllabus for the specialty in which

they are studied.



Lt. Col. Eng. Ivan Georgiev Ivanov, PhD, is respected both among his
colleagues and among cadets and civilian students because of his professional

skills and competence.

3. Fundamental scientific results and contributions.

The scientific and scientific-applied contributions in the publications with
which Lt. Col. Eng. Ivan lvanov, PhD, has applied for the position of Associate
Professor can be summarised in several directions:

1. The scientific knowledge on the problems related to the modem methods
of diagnostics has been analysed and further developed, and recommendations
have been given to determine the place of technical diagnostics in the
technological process of servicing the vehicles. System-structural and functional
analysis has been carried out and systematisation of the basic principles in the
operation of military engineering vehicles has been done.

2. The applicability of the regulatory base regarding the problems of
planning, organisation of operation, maintenance and repair of wheeled and
tracked military engineering vehicles has been updated.

3. By means of a system analysis, the processes and tasks for achieving the
goals of engineering provision, the operation and the main characteristics of new
engineering vehicles in the Ukrainian army have been defined.

4. An analysis and systematisation have been made in relation to remote
demining methods, methods of overcoming and clearing collapses and sediments
during emergency rescue operations, including fires, as well as the construction of
infrastructural facilities on difficult terrains, through the use of specialised
equipment.

5. An analysis has been made of the methods, technologies and equipment
for extracting TNT and gunpowder from munitions subject to disposal,
significantly minimising the risks for the personnel and protecting the

environment.



4. Evaluation of the significance of the contributions for science and
practice.

The scientific and scientific-applied contributions in the candidate’s works
enrich and further develop the scientific aspects related to the study of the
technical systems of engineering vehicles, the conduct of emergency rescue
activities and the disposal of ammunition.

Taking into account the experience gained so far, | believe that Lt. Col. Eng.
Ivan Ivanov, PhD, must actively participate in the writing of textbooks and
teaching manuals in the subject of which he is the main lecturer and be involved
in the training of masters and doctoral students, as well as publish articles in

referenced journals with an impact factor.
