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|. GENERAL DISSERTATION CHARACTERISTICS.

1. Relevance and significance of the thesis.

War is a complex and difficult phenomenon which is a challenge
that requires in-depth observation, description and analysis. These
activities lead to the accumulation of practical and theoretical
knowledge, and their systematization and use in combat operations
determines the emergence and development of military arts and
science. The two sections, in turn, complement each other by studying
and exploring the nature, principles, forms and methods of planning
and conducting operations of different scales on land, air and sea.

Considering war as an appearance that constantly accompanies
the development of humanity, brings to the first line the need for
strong personalities and leaders. They have to train, discipline and
lead the troops, setting an example and realizing their knowledge,
skills and accumulated practical experience. These requirements are
typically covered by the officers’ cadre, but place a lasting focus on
the need for continuous improvement of the military training process
and its subsequent special military training.

These activities, from the point of view of the Armed Forces of
the Republic of Bulgaria, are performed in their established military
education system and in particular Vasil Levski National Military
University (Vasil Levski NMU) — as a universal institution with the

largest number of students.
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The dynamic changes in the security environment place
increasing demands on officers’ military training. Therefore education
in Vasil Levski NMU should be focused on the acquisition of
competencies for the practical application of the acquired knowledge
and skills in a wide range of areas. This in its turn requires a
rethinking of the role of tactical and tactical- special training.

These two disciplines provide an opportunity to achieve a
comprehensive education of cadets and specialists in the field of
military affairs. Tactical and tactical-special training can create a
realistic environment in which the knowledge and skills acquired
through each part of the curriculum (educational plan) could be apply
and improve flexible. Therefore, both disciplines should be considered
as collective disciplines, and their planning and implementation
should be synchronized with the others.

The end state of the tactical and tactical-special training is the
assimilation of competencies for the implementation of the tasks
arising from the three defined missions of the Armed Forces of the
Republic of Bulgaria. The importance of this and the requirements of
the modern complex security environment determine the tactical and
tactical-special training as leading subjects for military education.

Despite this fact, there has been a tendency to gradually reduce
the issued manuals related to tactical training and practice in recent
years. This makes it difficult for both, teachers and students, to

conduct the study process and reduces its effectiveness.
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Mentioned above is largely evident in the annual external
evaluation of the realization of the graduates in Vasil Levski NMU.
Refracted through the prism of the tactical and tactical-special training
of cadets and specialists, the analysis of some of the reports outlines
problematic issues related to the presence of theoretical and
methodological weaknesses concerning the planning, organization and
conduction of classes, lack of provision of Vasil Levski NMU with the
introduction of new models of weapons, technology and equipment, as
well as a common understanding of the essence of the training units
and related mission, tasks, available capabilities, principles of use,
deployment, provision in the context of the commander's (chief’s)
intentions to organize effective participation in the spectrum of
assigned combat and non-combat missions and tasks.

The importance of the tactical and tactical-special training, the
small numbers of modern teaching manuals used for their
implementation and the external evaluations have proved the
relevance of the topic of the dissertation. It stems from the need to
adapt comprehensive training in both disciplines to the new realities of

the security sphere within military education.

2. Development degree of the problem.
Undoubtedly, the improvement of the training of cadets and
specialists is always a field of interest, but it is not a subject of many

scientific developments in the area of military science and art. Despite
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this fact and the importance of tactical and tactical-special training,
the Bulgarian military education system, does not conduct periodic
and systematic researches aimed at their development. In this way, the
established traditions, as well as the foreign experience in this
direction are not analyzed and used.

One of the latest studies aimed at improving the exercise of
tactical and tactical-special training of cadets was completed in 2004.*
Its author, Professor Ph. D Marin Petkov analyzes the experience of
other higher education institutions in the Bulgaria and proposes the
introduction of new methods for conducting classes of both
disciplines.

In part, the issues concerning the improvement of the education
in tactical and tactical-special training, through the use of game-based
software applications, have been considered by major Ph. D. Stefan
Petkov® in 2013.

Although the scientific works of the two authors mentioned
above provide significant scientific contributions, the issues related to
the logical relationships between the different disciplines in the
training of cadets and specialists, as well as the effective
synchronization of different courses and specializations remain
uncovered. At the same time, these studies do not analyze the

historical development of tactical and tactical-special training and do

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not provide examples of using the experience of leading countries in
military education such as the United States of America, Russia,
Germany, Great Britain and others. As a result, many of the processes
related to the training of cadets and trainees remain unadapt to the
modern requirements of the security environment. In turn, this reflects
negatively on the possibility of the timely updating of the theoretical
foundations in the disciplines and development of the used training-
material facilities.

At present, the training of cadets and trainees is carried out
according to methods from the 70s and 80s and combat statutes and
manuals from the mid-90s. Despite the launched process after 2010
for periodic updating of the doctrines of the Armed Forces of the
Republic of Bulgaria, no results have been reached for the levels of
team, section, platoon and company. Thus, there is a clear
inconsistency of the applied documents in the hierarchical structure,
which directly reflects on the education of cadets and specialists in
tactical and tactical-special training and development of manuals

related to their execution.
3. ODbject of the research.

The object of this research in the dissertation is the process of

military education of cadets and specialists at the Vasil Levski NMU.
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4. Subject of the research.
The subject of the research is studying in the sphere of tactical

and tactical-special training of the cadets and specialists.

5.Purpose and scientific-research tasks.

The purpose of the dissertation body is to examine the state of
the system for teaching in tactical and tactical-special training of
cadets and trainees and to outline directions for its improvement.

In order to achieve the formulated purpose in this way, the
following scientific-research tasks are defined in the dissertation:

- the historical development of the worldwide military education
of officers to be studied,;

- the role of tactical and tactical-special training in worldwide
military education to be analyzed,;

- the Bulgarian military system for education in tactical and
tactical-special training with the cadets and specialists, as well as the
processes taking place in it to be analyzed;

- areas for improvement of education in tactical and tactical-
special training with cadets and specialists in the Vasil Levski NMU is

to be explored.

6. Research methodology.
The solution of the set scientific-research tasks is achieved

through theoretical and empirical research. These include conducting
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a historical analysis of the military training of cadets and trainees. In
its successive stages, a comparison with various international
analogues has been made.

The organization of the system for education in tactical and
tactical-special training of cadets and specialists is studied. This
contributes to the performance of its structural and factor analysis,
which defines the problem areas. Targeted field experiments that are
used to give examples and advice are conducted in the last mentioned

areas.

7.Restrictions, assumptions and disciplinary conditions.

Due to the fact that the described issues in the dissertation are
quite complex, due to the ever-widening range of training
requirements for cadets and graduates imposed by the ever-changing
environment, the research has been conducted under the following
restrictions, assumptions and disciplinary conditions:

- in the analysis of the military education of the cadets only what
gives them the professional qualification “officer at the tactical level
of management” IS examined,;

- when studying the foreign experience in the military training of
cadets, only one institution from each country with proven
contribution to the development of the military education system such
as France, Germany, Great Britain, USA and Russia has been

analyzed and it was assumed that the process is the same as to the

others in the studied country®;

- only the studying at the Vasil Levski NMU for tactical and
tactical-special training of cadets, as well as specialists for acquiring
additional job qualifications by participating in courses for “Company
Commanders” and “Assistant Chief and Chief S3 — Tactical in a
Mechanized Battalion” is explored;

- the survey was conducted on the basis of regulatory
documents for the Bulgarian Armed Forces that entered into force by
2020;

- due to the peculiarities of each specialization, the research of
the tactical-special training is not focused on the content of the

discipline, but on the sequence of its implementation.

Il. DISSERTATION WORK STRUCTURE.

The dissertation body consists of an introduction, three chapters, a
conclusion with a declaration of originality, a bibliography and annexes.
The introduction contains a general characteristic of the
dissertation and presents the state and degree of development of the
scientific problem. It outlines the mandatory parameters of the

dissertation — introduction and relevance of the research topic, object

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and subject of research, purpose and objectives, methodology,
restrictions, assumptions and disciplinary conditions.
The main content of the dissertation is developed in three

chapters.

I11. BASIC SCIENTIFIC RESULTS.

CHAPTER ONE is entitled “The essence and development of
military education of officers” and it focuses on the analysis of some
of the terminological apparatus in the study, as well as the patterns
that accompany the development of military training of officers. The
chapter consists of three articles.

The first article is “The essence and formation of military
education”. In the initial stages of the research, semantic differences
were found in the use of the available terminological apparatus. This
necessitated an analysis of Bulgarian and foreign definitions of the
terms military training, education and drilling. As a result, the
formulation of the concepts was achieved, which directly affects the
education of cadets and graduates and accurately and correctly reflects
this activity. In this way, they can be used to conduct research in the
field of military education and be accepted as the first scientific result

Iin the dissertation.
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After clarifying the terminological apparatus, the article analyzes
the formation and development of military education until the end of
the XVIII century. At this historical moment, it is believed that almost
all countries have built the foundations of their military education
systems. In summary of this first point, the development of
technology, the differentiation of the essence of the officer’s
profession and the new approaches to the formation of permanent
armies, turn military education into an organized and systematic
process conducted in separate specific structures for this purpose.

The second article is named “Development of the military
training of officers within the military educational system from the
beginning of the XIX century to 1945.” It analyzes the impact of
important historical events (wars and political changes) on the
development of military training of officers within the military
education system. From the beginning of the XIX century to 1945 is a
historical period, which was full of many conflicts between the
individual states and a relentless competition in the military affair.

Important results from the examination of military training until
the end of the First World War and the entry into force of the Neuilly
Treaty were the distinction between specialized and general education
of officers, increasing its volume and practical orientation, and
building the necessary structures for implementation. In the post-war
period, the competition between the countries continues. The search

for superiority in the armed forces is associated with the need to find
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approaches to improve the training of officers and to increase its
specialized and practical focus. This dependence largely characterizes
the processes after the end of the Second World War, which did not
lead to the desired results and the resolution of international disputes.

The third article of the first chapter is “Development of the
military training of officers within the military education framework
system from 1945 to the end of the second decade of the XXI century”
and it is a logical continuation of the study in the previous paragraph.
Approximately, seventy years after the end of the Second World War
is the last analyzed stage in the dissertation work related to the
development of the military education system, the constantly changing
security environment and the conduct of many local conflicts. Their
analysis proves the great role and importance of the training of the
junior command staff. Its main content is aimed at increasing the
practical training and formation of competencies for participation in
modern combat operations, which range from counter-insurgency
operations to conflicts with nuclear weapons and missiles of various
ranges.

In the second and third article of chapter one the regularities that
accompany the development of military education of officers are
examined. The influence of the important historical events, the
gradual differentiation of their specialized education and the role of
the practical training in it are analyzed. The summarized results can be

used in future research in military affairs, which determines their
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scientific nature. This possibility defines them as the second scientific

result in the dissertation.

At the end of the first chapter conclusions are made from the
analysis of the historical formation and development of the military
education system:

1. The historical formation and development of the military
education system shows that it is an unconditional necessity for
building any armed forces. Its functioning is directly dependent on the
strategic goals and ambitions of the state, the policy pursued and the
commitments made on the international stage.

2. Officers as counselors, teachers, organizers and leaders are the
most important element in building modern armed forces. Therefore,
their training is a key task of any military education system.

3. At the present level of development, the military training of
officers is clearly distinguished outside the framework of academic
education. At the same time, due to the dynamically changing security
environment, its content is constantly expanding and its main focus

remains orientated on practical-applied disciplines.

CHAPTER TWO is named “Research of the education in
tactical and tactical-special training with cadets and specialists”. It
analyzes the tactical training. For this purpose, its essence, historical

appearance, characteristic features of development, modern models in
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countries with proven contribution to military education and its
implementation in the Republic of Bulgaria have been studied. The
results lead to the compilation of a model of the system of education
in tactical and tactical-special training with the cadets and the
specialists. Its constituent elements and interrelations that flow
between them are studied. On this basis, the factors that influence the
system are determined. As a result of their analysis, areas of their
negative impact have been defined, which reduce the effectiveness of
the studying and self-learning processes.

The first article of the second chapter — “Theoretical
foundations of tactical training with cadets and trainees” — the nature
of tactical training in some military officers’ schools is analyzed. The
brief historical analysis indicates that the main focus of the process is
gradually placed on the skills to be acquired by the students and their
practical use. This, of course, does not diminish the importance of
acquiring knowledge in the field of military science and art. In this
way, it is proven that education in tactics involves the study of theory
and practical application of knowledge by performing multiple
training activities in order to acquire lasting skills. The study of
modern models demonstrates that these activities are combined with
the use of electronic platforms, equipped polygons, simulators and
systems for modeling and simulation. It is in this way and through the
perception of these tendencies that modern military education should

be provided to every officer.

The analysis of modern models of tactical training in countries
with a proven contribution to the military education contributes to
distinguishing their features, advantages and disadvantages. This
result can be defined as the third scientific result for the dissertation,
due to the existing possibility of being used for future research related
to the military education.

At the end of the article a historical analysis of tactical and
tactical-special training of cadets and specialists in Bulgaria has been
made, which gives the opportunity to compare with its analogues.

The second article of this chapter is “Elements of the
educational system for tactical and tactical-special training”.

The use of the results from the previous articles in the
dissertation work leads to the synthesis of a proposal for a model of
the system of education in tactical and tactical-special training

presented in fig. 1.
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Fig. 1. System for education in tactical and tactical-special training.

Additionally, the components of the system are analyzed, as well
as the relationships that take place between them. The sample model
and the results of its research have scientific significance for future
works related to the training of cadets and graduates. On the other
hand, it can be considered as a basic structure for the educational
process at the Vasil Levski NMU. Thus, the exemplary model of the
education system in tactical and tactical-special training could be
defined as the fourth scientific result in the dissertation. It is presented

graphically in fig. 1.
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The third article of the second chapter is “Processes in the
system of education in tactical and tactical-special training”. It
examines the two main processes that take place in the defined
system, namely studying and self-learning.

At the beginning of the fourth article — “Factors influencing the
teaching system for tactical and tactical-special training” is specified
as the initial product and the content of the educational process in the
studied system. Subsequently, the factors that influence them are
defined. They are divided into two groups according to the system
itself — internal and external. Their impact is determined on the basis
of a qualitative assessment of the acquired knowledge, skills and
competencies.

Requirements arising from the regulatory documents, lack of
human resources and volume of military training in the curricula are
analyzed as external factors.

The other group covers those that occur in the interaction
between the elements of the system. The studied internal factors are:
the state of the training facility; the professionalism of teachers; and
the effectiveness of the feedback. As a result, each of the factors
depending on the state of the system generates a negative or positive
impact.

The fifth article in the second chapter is — “Negative impact of
factors on the education system for tactical and tactical-special

training”. The main aspects of the negative impact are defined as: the
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lack of interconnections in the training; the insufficient effectiveness
of the feedback; the lack of training facility; the low relevance of the
applied manuals and the weaknesses in the curricula (educational
plans). The results of the analysis determine the formation of
directions for their reduction, with which to improve the conduct of
tactical and tactical-special teaching process with cadets and
graduates. Thus, the definition of the factors that influence the model
of the educational system for tactical and tactical-special training, as
well as their negative effect on the final product can be defined as the
fifth scientific result in the dissertation. It can be used to identify areas

for improvement in military education in future research.

At the end of chapter two, conclusions are drawn from the
research process in it. They state that:

1. Modern military education includes successive passage
through three components — basic, professional and specialized.
Simultaneously, tactical training is an integral part of each of them
using a complex system of electronic platforms, simulators, modeling
and simulation systems, as well as equipped ranges.

2. Tactical studying is a set of acquisition of theoretical
knowledge and training to acquire skills, habits and competencies.
These actions are interrelated and entirely practical. Within the Vasil
Levski NMU, this education is carried out through the disciplines of

tactical and tactical-special training.
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3. The educational system for tactical and tactical-special
training in Vasil Levski National NMU covers six main elements —
students, teachers, training facilities, forms and methods, feedback, as
well as regulatory documents. Each of them has characteristics and
functions arising from their essence. At the same time, the coordinated
interaction of these elements within the system determines the
effectiveness of the ongoing teaching and self-learning processes.

4. The system of tactical and tactical-special training at the Vasil
Levski NMU is subject to constant influence by a number of external
and internal factors. Their research brings to the fore the existing
problematic issues related to the lack of interrelations in the education,
insufficient effectiveness of the feedback, weaknesses in the curricula,

inconsistency of the training facility and the applied documents used.

CHAPTER THREE of the dissertation is headed “Directions for
improving education with tactical and tactical-special training for
cadets and specialists” Proposals, which improve tactical and tactical-
special training, have been made in it. Their effectiveness has been
proven by theoretical research and field experiments.

In the first article of the third chapter — “Coordination and
synchronization of the process of education in tactical and tactical-
special training in Vasil Levski NMU” a proposal is made not to
complete common tactics training in the first year, but to continue

until the end of military education of the cadets, as well as to conduct
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joint classes with different specializations. This model is presented on
fig. 2.

Marked in green “Basic military training”, in gray “Common
military training” and in red “Special military training” in fig.2.

A list of sample themes, a model and an estimate for their
consistent implementation have been compiled in addition. The
directions for synchronization and coordination of the process of

tactical and tactical-special training are aimed mainly at reducing the
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negative impact caused by the lack of interrelations between the
specializations.

The developed model and the accompanying calculation of joint
classes with sample topics is consistent with the regulatory documents
adopted for the Armed Forces of the Republic of Bulgaria. At the
same time, it is fully completed and allows direct application in the
curricula and educational programs of Vasil Levski NMU. In this way
it could be accepted as the first scientifically applied result of the
dissertation.

The second article of the third chapter is “Improvement of
education in the methodology of tactical and tactical-special training”.
It analyzes the conducted methodological training as an element of the
future daily activities of the cadets. As a result, it is concluded that the
trainees do not have the opportunity to gain a clear idea of the nature
of the process of education and training the Armed Forces of the
Republic of Bulgaria and more precisely the importance and
relationship between its two components — individual and collective.
To partially reduce these weaknesses, a proposal has been made to
combine the training between the individual courses of the same
specialization by conducting field modules at the end of each

semester, which is given on fig. 3.

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specialization “Mechanized Infantry and Tank Troops” has been



made, which includes part of the process of education and training of
the military units.

For the purposes of the dissertation work and for testing the
proposed field module in 2020, two field experiments were conducted
at Vasil Levski NMU. The first has covered the synchronization of the
tactical training and methodology of the tactical training of the cadets,
by conducting joint classes on the same topics with different study
groups. The second experiment has included emergency field classes
with all trainees in the “Mechanized Infantry and Tank Troops”
specialization over five days. They again combined the tactical
training and the methodological tactical training of the cadets and
were very close to the proposed structural model.

The efficiency of the field modules during the field experiments
was evaluated with a coefficient varying from zero to one, which are
its minimum and maximum values, respectively. In this case, the more
it grows to one, the more efficient the process. The coefficient (Kef) is
obtained as an average arithmetic mean of the ratios of four indicators
to their maximum levels, which shows the extent to which they
approach their optimal values.

The final grades for Kef are: for the daily study process — 0,18,
during the first experiment — 0,45 and respectively for the second —

0,51 according to fig. 4.

Analyzing the values of the figure, it can be argued that the use
of field modules in the education of tactical and tactical-special
training with cadets the efficiency of the process will increase more
than twice.

As a result, it was proved that the planning and implementation

of field modules will increase the methodological skills of the cadets
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and the efficiency of the teaching functions. At the same time, this
reduces the cost of providing training sessions.

In essence, the sample field module has a fully completed form
and there is a possibility for its gradual introduction in the curricula.
In this way it can be considered as a second scientifically applied
result of the dissertation.

The third article of this chapter is entitled “Model for education
In tactical and tactical-special training at Vasil Levski NMU”. The
proposal is based on the developed project for a new curriculum
(educational plan) as of August 1, 2020, the actual study programs, the
requirements of the regulatory documents and the proposals made in
the previous points. It mainly includes the introduction of three types
of field modules (basic, winter and summer ones), as well as
additional topics.

The study in the third article covers an analysis of the current
regulatory documents and the framework for developing new
curriculum. As a result, in addition to a proposal for a basic model, a
thematic calculation was made on tactical training for the
specialization “Mechanized Infantry and Tank Troops”, which can be
considered the third scientifically applied result of the dissertation. It

is shown in fig. 5.

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In the fourth article of the third chapter — “Compensation of
the existing discrepancies in the training facility of the Vasil Levski
NMU” a proposal is output for the development and introduction of a
sequence of courses in the educational process. They are mainly
divided into five groups and include:

-conducting specialized courses at Vasil Levski NMU;

-elective courses for the development of individual skills in
cadets outside the field of military affairs;

-secondment of cadets for training in military units;

-requesting participation in exercises, which are held on the
territory of the country;

-theoretical courses in electronic environment.

A description and specific proposals have been made for each of
them.

The analysis of the existing discrepancies of the training
facilities and the possibility for conducting courses with the trainees
contribute to the formation of the fourth scientifically applied result in
the dissertation. It includes a classification of additional courses,
which includes information on their future development and
Implementation.

The fifth article of the chapter — “Approaches to improving the
activities of the teaching staff in organizing and conducting tactical
and tactical-special training” is aimed at improving the

methodological activities of teachers. It is analyzed and compared to
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the modern methods and forms. As a result, there are systematized
approaches that should be used by teachers to improve their work. The
possibility for their direct application in the educational process at the
Vasil Levski NMU distinguishes them as the fifth scientifically
applied result in the dissertation.

The proposals refer to the conducting of the basic forms in the
process of teaching in tactical and tactical-special training. Their
implementation and use in the studying process can significantly
reduce the difficulties that arise in the use of various regulatory
documents and inconsistencies in them.

It follows from the conclusions reached at the end of the third
chapter that:

1. The common tactics may be used as a link between tactical
training and tactical-special training. The step-by-step planning of the
topics included in it creates a basis for the formation of a study’s
environment in which students from different specializations to
acquire skills for coordinated use of the military branches.

2.The introduction of additional field modules within the
training process provides an opportunity to improve the tactical and
tactical-special training on the one hand, and guarantees the formation
of competencies necessary for successful participation in the
education and training of the Armed Forces of Republic of Bulgaria
on the other.

3. The development of a system of additional courses and their
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implementation in the different levels of military education is a logical
way to reduce the existing discrepancies in the training facilities of the
Vasil Levski NMU.

4. The use of modern approaches to improve the teaching staff is
the basis for increasing the effectiveness of tutoring in tactical and
tactical-special training of cadets and trainees and at the same time
can be defined as a means to reduce the negative impact of existing
discrepancies in the used applied documents.

5. The effectiveness of the tactical and tactical-special training
with the trainees largely depends on the provided flexibility of the
teaching staff, which provides an opportunity for adequate choice of a
way of conducting the classes and exercises, corresponding to the

knowledge, skills and experience of the trainees.

After the exposition in the dissertation work and as a result of
the achieved scientific results the following GENERAL
CONCLUSIONS have been made:

1. The study of the evolution of military education of officers
proves the need for its implementation within the military education
system. At the same time, it does not remain isolated from the
dynamic changes of the security environment. This determines the
need to adapt military education to new realities by focusing on
practical-applied disciplines.

2. The military education of cadets and specialists largely
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depends on tactical training. It is carried out through the systematic
planning and conducting of the tactical and tactical-special training.
Acquisition of practical skills in conditions as close as possible to the
real ones is of paramount importance in mentioned study subjects.

3. The examination of the elements of the system of tactical and
tactical-special training with cadets and specialists brings to the fore
shortcomings, which are mainly expressed in the lack of modern
technical means for conducting the educational process,
inconsistencies in the regulatory documents and outdated training
facilities.

4. The training of cadets and specialists for the constantly
expanding spectrum of tasks performed on the three missions of the
Armed Forces of the Republic of Bulgaria is largely achieved through
the acquiring of skills and competencies from the tactical and tactical-
special training.

5. Common tactical training shall be distributed in a logical
sequence throughout all educational course within frames of the basic
and general military training of cadets. This can be defined as an
approach to provide basic knowledge and skills, which are then
upgraded by studying the tactics of the specialized military branch.

6. The teaching according to the methodology of the tactical and
tactical-special training have to strive to achieve a realistic
reproduction of the existing process of education and training the

armed forces. In this way, the cadets acquire competencies aimed at
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the actual performance of functional duties.

The inference summarizes the results of the research. Their
main heading is the formation of directions that improve the system
and its final product. In the educational process in tactics with the
cadets and the specialists the following are defined as such: the
formation of interrelations, the increase of the efficiency of the
feedback, the updating of the applied documents, the compensation of
the shortage of educational training facilities and the coordination of
the separate disciplines in the study plans.

In the dissertation work four main proposals have been made,
which cover all the above areas. The first one refers to synchronize
and coordinate the tactical and tactical-special training at the Vasil
Levski NMU. It is calculated for the study of common tactics and the
introduction of joint classes with several specializations. The second
proposal is to improve the studying in the methodology of tactical and
tactical-special training. For this purpose, field modules are used,
which are an extract from the education and training of the Bulgarian
Armed Forces. Next proposal covers a system of courses to reduce the
discrepancies in the training facilities of Vasil Levski NMU. The
fourth one includes approaches for organizing and conducting tactical
and tactical-special training. Their usage significantly improves the
activity of the teaching staff and reduces the discrepancies in the
applied documents.

Undoubtedly, the practical use of the proposed directions will
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change the order of education in tactics with cadets and specialists,
which in the last few decades has maintained its consistency. To some
level, this will adapt the process to the requirements of modern
military education. On the other side, the tactical and tactical-special
training with the cadets and specialists will be significantly improved.

After the conclusion there is a declaration of originality, with
which the author of the dissertation declares the originality of the
scientific work.

The annexes of the dissertation work are intended as evidence of
the conclusions and are a summary reference material. They are made in
the form of a description of the conducted experiments, tables, lists and

calculations.

IV. RESULTS OT THE DISSERTATION WORK.

SCIENTIFIC RESULTS
1. The concepts of military teaching, education and training are
analyzed and distinguished, which contributes for their definition from
the point of view of cadets and specialists. The formulated and
systematized terminological apparatus can be used for future research
in the scientific field.
2. The development of officers’ military education as a result of

which the accompanying regularities have been proved. Their
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definition and analysis creates a clear basis for formulating directions
for improving the military education system.

3.The modern models for tactical training in countries with a
proven contribution to military education are analyzed. Their features,
advantages and disadvantages are presented, which can be used for
future research in the field of training of cadets and specialists.

4. A model of the system for tactical and tactical-special training
IS proposed as its structure facilitates the possibility for analysis of the
constituent elements, interrelations and the ongoing processes.

5. The factors that influence the model of the educational system
for tactical and tactical-special training are analyzed. Their negative
impact on the final product is defined, which contributes to the

formation of directions for improvement.

SCIENTIFIC-APPLIED RESULTS

1. A model for coordination and synchronization of the tactical
and tactical-special training of cadets has been developed. In addition,
an estimate for conducting joint classes between the different
specializations has been prepared.

2.1n order to improve the education in the methodology of the
tactical and tactical-special training of cadets, it is proposed to
introduce a field module at the end of each semester of the educational
period. The same has been tested in the dissertation and the

effectiveness of the achieved results has been studied.
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3.A thematic calculation of the tactical training lessons with
specialization “Mechanized Infantry and Tank Troops” is proposed. It
is based on the established framework for the development of new
curriculum and the requirements for the special military training of
cadets.

4. A classification of short-term courses, which can be conducted
in the period of training of cadets and specialists, has been formulated.
The main focus is on compensating for the discrepancies in the
training facilities of Vasil Levski NMU.

5. The approaches for improving the activity of the teaching staff
In organizing and conducting the tactical and tactical-special training

are systematized.
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
