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1. Relevance and significance of the developed scientific problem.

The accumulation of practical and theoretical knowledge, their systematization
and use in combat operations determines the emergence and development of military
science and art. These two sections, in turn, complement each other, studying and
exploring the nature, principles, forms and methods of preparing and conducting
operations of different scales. Viewed through the prism of time, military science and
art are progressively developing, generating theoretical foundations based on
knowledge, objective laws, achievements in the field of social and technical sciences,
as well as the regularities of war.

Although in modern conditions conventional military conflicts are becoming
less and less probable, the existence of the army in itself determines the need to
develop commanders — strong personalities and commanders to educate, discipline
and lead troops, setting an example and realizing their knowledge and skills acquired
through the study of military science and art and the accumulated practical
experience. This time-honored need continues to be based on officers as a profession,
placing a lasting focus on the necessity for continuous improvement of educational
process of future officers and their subsequent special training depending on the
position held. '

The actuality of the dissertation presented by major Belchev is determined by
the problem considered in it, that the dynamic changes in the security environment
place increasing demands on the education of the command staff, shifting the focus
of training conducted at Vasil Levski NMU to the acquisition of competencies and
skills in a wider range of areas. This in turn determines the need to rethink the role of
tactical and tactical special training. These are two disciplines that provide an
opportunity to achieve comprehensive training of cadets and specialists in the field of
military affairs.

Accepting the fact that the resources for conducting the education — time and
material will never be sufficient, the author considers the tactical and tactical-special
training as an opportunity to create a realistic environment in which to flexibly apply
and improve the knowledge and skills acquired through each title included study
plans. Therefore, the adaptation of the two subjects to the new realities of the security
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environment and their consideration as collective is an important moment for the
synchronization of the individual elements of the training process within the military

education system.

2. Evaluation of the scientific results and the contributions of ‘the
dissertation.

The research of the evolution of officers’ military education proves the need to
conduct it within the military education system. At the same time, it does not remain
isolated from the dynamic changes of the security environment. This determines the
need to adapt military training to new realities by focusing on practical-applied
disciplines. Therefore, the military training of cadets and trainees largely depends on
the training in tactics, which is carried out through the systematic planning and
conduct of the disciplines tactical and tactical-special training. Of paramount
importance in them is the acquisition of practical skills in conditions as close as
possible to the real ones.

Focusing on this thesis, presented by the author of the dissertation research has
a scientific and scientifically-applied nature and contributes to the enrichment of the
theory related to the elements of the system of training of cadets and specialists in
tactical and tactical-special training. The results obtained and contributions can be

structured as follows:

2.1. Scientific results.

- the concepts of military teaching, education, preparation and training are
analyzed and distinguished, which contributes for their definition from the point of
view of cadets and specialists, and formulated and systematized terminological
apparatus can be used for future research in the scientific field;

- the development of the military education of the officers has been studied, as
a result of which the accompanying regularities have been proved, the analysis of
which creates a clear basis for formulating directions for improvement of the military

education system;
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- modern models for tactical training in some of the countries with proven
contribution to military education are analyzed, and the systematization of their
features, advantages and disadvantages can be used for future research in the field of
training cadets and graduates;

- a model of the educational system for tactical and tactical-special training is
proposed, the structure of which facilitates the possibility to analyze the constituent
elements, the interrelations and the ongoing processes;

- the factors influencing the model of the educational system for tactical and
tactical-special training are analyzed and their negative impact on the final product is

defined, which contributes to the formation of directions for improvement.

2.2. Scientific-applied results.

- a model for coordination and synchronization of the education in tactical and
tactical-special training of the cadets has been developed, and in addition a
calculation has been prepared for conducting joint classes between the separate
specializations;

- a thematic calculation of the tactical training lessons with the specialization
“Mechanized Infantry and Tank Troops” is proposed, which is based on the approved
framework for the development of new curricula and the requirements for the special
training of the cadets;

- in order to improve the education in the methodology of tactical and tactical-
special training of cadets, it is proposed to introduce a field module at the end of each
semester of the educational period, as it is tested within the dissertation and the
effectiveness of the achieved results is studied; |

- a classification of short-term courses, which can be conducted in the period of
training of the cadets and the specialists with placing the main focus on the
compensation of the discrepancies in the educational material base of the Vasil
Levski NMU has been formulated;

- the approaches for improving the activity of the teaching staff in organizing

and conducting the training in tactical and tactical-special training are systematized.
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3. Critical notes.

Despite the overall completed type of the dissertation, editorial and punctuation
errors are noticed in its technical design, which do not affect the significance of the
development, but create a bad impression on the author. Some of the presented
schemes are not well explained in separate paragraphs, which leads to a vague
illustration of some of the achieved results.

These mentioned notes do not affect the quality and results achieved in the
dissertation body, but should serve as a basis for improving the scientific work of the
author in the future, especially in terms of precision of technical implementation and

design.

4. Conclusion.

Analyzes and researches have been carried out in full volume in the
dissertation submitted for evaluation. Specific guidelines for educational
improvement in tactical and tactical-special training of cadets and trainees are
proposed, as well as a model for its logical synchronization with other disciplines.

I believe that the presented dissertation by major Belchev has a completed form
and meets the requirements for obtaining an educational and scientific degree

“Doctor”.

5. Evaluation of the dissertation.

Based on the above, I give a positive assessment of the dissertation presented
by major Georgi Belchev Belchev on the topic “Research of the Educational
Improvement Possibilities in Tactical and Tactical-Special Training with the Cadets
and Specialists”.

I propose to the Honored Scientific Jury to award Major Belchev an
educational and scientific degree “Doctor” in the scientific specialty “Organization

and Management of the Armed Forces”, in the professional field “Military Affairs”,
