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1. Relevance and significance of the developed scientific problem

The preparation of cadets for holding officer positions at the tactical level is
divided into ‘academic, military, leadership, foreign language and physical
training. Military training, in turn, includes: basic, general and special training.
Emanation of military training are training practices and military service.

The 1mportance of tactical and tactical special training is due to the great
dynamics in the missions and tasks of the Armed Forces and the need to adapt
training to the new realities of the security environment within the basic military
education and postgraduate system. The prepared annual external assessments of
the degree of preparation of the graduates of the military schools and their
realization, the formulated conclusions and recommendations regarding their
preparation unequivocally show the topicality of the topic of the dissertation. The
latter is in full accordance with the main content of the development. The tasks of
scientific research are correctly formulated and allow the achievement of the
desired scientific results.

2. General characteristics and structure of the dissertation

The chosen research methodology is based on a systematic approach, as for
solving the individual research tasks various general scientific methods are used
- analysis, synthesis, comparison, generalization, typification, abstraction,
observation, etc. They serve the needs of scientific research and present
relatively reliable scientific results.

In the process of conducting the research, the experience gained with the
participation of officers and formations in international and national exercises is
expediently used.

The content of the scientific work is presented in an introduction, three
chapters, conclusion with a declaration of originality, bibliography and
appendices.

The main text includes 17 5 pages, 8 appendlces of 46 pages are enclosed in
the same book body.

The introduction indicates the topicality, state and degree of development of
the scientific problem, its scientific significance and its practical applicability.
The working hypothesis, the goal, the research tasks and the research methods are
substantiated. Limitations and assumptions are also formulated.

In the first chapter, entitled "Nature and Development of Military Trammg
of Officers”, solves the first research task. A historical retrospective of the
construction and regularities in the development of the military education system
has been made. It has been prepared in appropriately selected historical periods,
corresponding to the conducted policy and the undertaken military commitments,
allowing reasoned conclusions and appropriate recommendations.

In the second chapter "Study. of training in tactical and tactical-special
training with cadets and trainees” the author solves the second and third research
tasks through which to explore and analyze the nature of tactical training as an



essential part of training cadets and trainees. The elements of the system for
training in tactical and tactical-special training and the interrelation between them
are revealed. Special emphasis is placed on self-learning as a bright active side of
learning.

An author's view related to the classification of the factors influencing the
training system is proposed, as their degree of impact is formulated on the basis
of the qualitative assessment of the knowledge, skills and competencies acquired
by the learners.

Special attention is paid to the factors with a clear negative impact on the

training system for tactical and tactical-special training, as a basis for preparing
sound recommendations for corrective actions.
The third chapter of the dissertation solves the fourth research task. On the basis
of the research and the obtained research results in the first two chapters and
conducted experiments are systematized areas for improving the training in
tactical and tactical-special training with cadets and graduates.

The following are proposed: Model for training in general tactics and tactics
of the military type; Field module for classes in tactical and tactical-special
training; Sequence of topics in the training in tactical training of the specialization
"Motorized Infantry and Tank Troops".

As a research result with systematized approaches for improving the activity
of the teaching staff in organizing and conducting training in tactical and tactical-
special training "aimed at improving the methodological skills of teachers.

3. Characteristics of the scientific and scientific-applied contributions
in the dissertation

As a result of the development of the dissertation work as research results in

the admission of doctoral students:

1. The regularities in the historical development and the military training of the
officers are studied and the basic terminological apparatus on the researched
issues is systematized.
2. The existing theory has been further developed and enriched and the priorities
for improvement of the existing system for training in tactical and tactical-special
training of cadets and specialists have been determined.
3. Modern models for training in tactics are analyzed and an adapted model of the
system for training in tactical and tactical-special training is proposed.
SCIENTIFIC AND APPLIED RESULTS

1. A mechanism has been developed for coordination and synchronization of the
training in tactical and tactical-special training of the cadets with a plan for
conducting joint classes with the different military specializations.
2. An approved field module for improvement of the training according to the
methodology of the tactical and tactical-special training of the cadets is proposed.



3. A thematic calculation of the tactical training classes with specialization
"Motorized Infantry and Tank Troops” has been prepared, based on the approved
framework for the development of new curricula and the reqmrements for the
special training of the cadets. :
4. Short-term courses are offered for the cadets conducted during the tralnmgc
period for acquiring addltlonal tactical and tactlcai spe01al knowledge, skills and
competencies.

- The results obtained from the research in the dissertation are tested in classes
on tactical-special trammg and tactical-special exercises conducted at the National
Un1vcrs1ty “V. Levski ”

‘Along with the posmve in major Belchev's dissertatlon some weaknesses are
admitted, mostly related to the formulation of the conclusions to the individual



chapters. Some of them are very general and do not correspond to the detail of the
research and ‘the results achieved, but are essentially supported by sufficient
evidence (Chapter One, Conclusions 2 and 3, Chapter Two, Conclusions 1 and
Chapter Three, Conclusions 4).

‘There are inaccuracies, repetitions, unclear presentanon style and editorial
errors in the design of the dissertation and the abstract to it, which do not reduce
its scientific value, but worsen the appearance of the work.

‘These shortcomings do not significantly affect the significance of the
contributions in the dissertation. The dissertation is an in - depth and well - formed
scientific work from the research of a topical problem and has achieved significant
scientific and applied contributions.
