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1. Topicality and significance of the developed scientific topic.

Fire training is a constant process of acquiring, maintaining and improving the
ability regular weapons to use skilfully to defeat the enemy. The operational
environment and the development of small arms are crucial in the training of service
members and the opportunities for improving the methodology for fire training. The
main tasks are to train personnel in the skilful use of individual weapons and the
regular armament of combat vehicles with maximum use of their combat capabilities
to defeat opposing forces with the least amount of time and ammunition in different
conditions of modern combat.

The topicality of the research lies in the need to define, introduce and use
effective and efficient methods for cadets’ fire training at Vasil Levski National
Military University. The above is due to the facts that there are not enough expert
analyses of the main directions for conducting fire training with cadets; it is necessary
to increase the efficiency in conducting fire training within a reduced number of
training hours; there is a lack of adaptability in cadets’ training, taking into account
the dynamics of changes in lessons learned.

Research in this field of military art and science exists both in periodicals,
textbooks by I. V. Biochinsky (1994), scientific reports and articles by Milko
Stefanov (2018), 1. Abramovsky, O. Korotchenko (1980) and in the dissertations
developed by Kaloyan Bakalov (2014), Nikolay Nedev (2016) at Vasil Levski
National Military University. However, they are not aimed at improving the
methodology for cadets’ fire training and are rather focused in other (specialised)
areas of training.

Taking into account the fact that the training of service members, including
cadets, should be conducted in a way that provides knowledge and skills, the author
considers the possibility of using different means in fire training both in the

development of a new methodology or improving the existing one and the technical
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means. Finding the intersection points for adequacy in the actions, formation of new
positions and reporting of the simulators during the classes is an important

prerequisite for increasing the efficiency of this process.

2. Evaluation of the scientific results and contributions of the
dissertation.

The study of the fire training system shows that the quality depends not only
on the number of teaching hours, the condition of the training facilities and the
provision of the learning process with the necessary resources, but also on modern
science-based methodology. Considering the importance of fire training for
developing cadets as commanders, it is necessary to accurately and timely establish
the degree of acquisition of knowledge in the subject and purposeful application of
modern methods and forms to increase the effectiveness of this training.

The dissertation offers research with specific scientific results, having the
character of contributions of scientific-applied and practical-applied nature. I can
summarise these results, formulated in the dissertation, in accordance with the
generally accepted terminology as a justification of a new hypothesis; new research
schemes; obtaining new and confirmatory facts.

I believe that the scientific-applied results are the personal work of the author,
and I accept them in essence.

Despite the indisputable contribution of the developed dissertation, I believe
that the scope of the study can be a scientific contribution: The theory of military
work is further developed and supplemented, and existing knowledge related to fire
training 1s enriched by analysing and grouping the factors formed from the external

conditions affecting the fire training system.
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The results obtained can be structured as follows:

Scientific results:

The development of the military training of cadets has been studied, as a
result of which the accompanying regularities have been revealed, and their
analysis is the basis for the formulation of directions for the improvement of
the military-educational system;

The possibility for improvement of the fire training system by optimizing
the curricula has been analysed;

The opportunities provided by the available training facilities and
equipment have been analysed, and when developing a methodology for the
use of simulation systems, the importance of their availability for close

integration with practical classes is taken into account.

Scientific-applied results:

A situational model has been developed, which proposes a method to
support decision-making in developing a long-term strategy for the
development of the process of fire training of cadets.

The existence of certain ‘innovations’ in cadets’ fire training has been
analysed, researched and justified, proposing minimum standards for
shooting with small arms and a new position — shooting instructor.

In order to improve fire training, the introduction of preparatory exercises
has been proposed for building sensory-motor skills, and they have been
tested within the dissertation, and the effectiveness of the achieved results
has been studied;

variants for preparatory exercises in fire training have been suggested, as
well as two training programmes for the specialisation of Motorised

Infantry and Tank Troops.
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3. Critical remarks

Regardless of the complete outlook of the dissertation, editorial and
punctuation errors can be noticed in the technical design, but they do not affect the
significance of the work. Some of the presented diagrams are not well explained in
separate paragraphs, which leads to a vague illustration of some of the results
achieved. In the presented bibliography, an insignificant part of the authors is not
described, and another part of the literary sources is not presented according to the
requirements.

These critical remarks do not reduce the positive impression of the dissertation

and the value of the results obtained 1n it.

4. Conclusion

The research on the topic of the dissertation has been developed in depth and
with correctly interpreted results. Specific guidelines have been proposed for
improving the methodology for cadets’ fire training at Vasil Levski National Military
University through a situational model and possible strategies for action.

As of the date of this statement, I am not aware that the results of the research
in the dissertation have been cited by other authors. I am not aware of any reports of
plagiarism on the doctoral student’s publications that are legitimate under the current
legislation.

The dissertation proposed by Major Georgi Angelov Popov on ‘Research of the
Possibilities for Improving the Methodology for Fire Training of Cadets at Vasil
Levski National Military University’ is in full compliance with the requirements for
obtaining the educational and scientific degree Doctor according to the Law for the
Development of the Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria (LDASRB) and the

Regulations for its implementation.
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5. Assessment of the dissertation.

Based on the above, 1 give my positive assessment of the presented
