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1. Relevance and significance of the developed scientific problem

Modern history shows that military conflicts involve hostilities, which for
the most part take place in a specific environment. The terms "front" and "front
defense lines" in many cases lose their meaning. The fighting is conducted by
small units in different directions, in conditions of isolation, with limited
amounts of ammunition and the inability to interact with adjacent units. These
characteristics of modern warfare place new demands on the use of small arms.

The topicality of the dissertation, developed by Major Georgi Popov,
stems from the need to adapt the training system to the new realities of the
security environment within military education. It is related to the processes of
synchronization, adaptation, and updating of regulatory documents in the
interest of interoperability. The topic of the dissertation is in accordance with the
main content of the paper. The volume and comprehensiveness of the presented
scientific work satisfy the researched problem.

There are other studies in this direction. The topic of Captain Bakalov’s
dissertation defended in 2014 titled: Improving the training of servicemen for
shooting with small arms at short and extremely short ranges is aimed at
improving the training of cadets, but only in the part of shooting at short and
extremely short ranges. The dissertation defended in 2016 by Captain Nedev on
the Study of the possibilities for increasing firepower in the units of the
Bulgarian Army by increasing the effectiveness of weapons and ammunition
focuses on the damage caused by small arms and the possibilities for better
grouping of the shots.

Major Popov's dissertation is characterized by its complex research of the
pedagogical problem. As such, the work contains novelties. They were achieved
on the basis of the analysis of the current state of the fire training system. The
end results lead to the improvement of the training methodology. They involve

the use of innovative methods and forms.



2. General characteristic and structure of dissertation work

The chosen research methodology is based on a systematic approach, and
various general scientific methods have been used to solve the research tasks -
analysis, synthesis, comparison, summary, observation, etc. They serve the
needs of scientific research and present reliable scientific results. Mathematical
methods were used for processing, summarizing, and systematizing the results.
The methodology has been applied thoroughly enough in the interest of
achieving the set goal and tasks.

The dissertation of Major Georgi Popov is structured in an introduction,
three chapters, a conclusion with a declaration of originality, a bibliography, and
appendices. The total volume is 255 pages, of which 159 pages are body text
and 53 appendices which totals 96 pages.

The introduction indicates the relevance and level of development of the
scientific problem, its scientific significance, and practical applicability. The
working hypothesis, the goal, the research tasks, and the research methods are
substantiated. Limitations and assumptions are formulated.

The first chapter titled: Fire training as a key element of military training
solves the first research task. It contains a historical overview of the training
process of the servicemen of the Bulgarian Army from the period 1878 to 1990
and an analysis of the fire training systems in the armies of Great Britain and the
United States. The conclusion that the fire training system must be adaptive is
substantiated. According to the author, this is achieved by applying a flexible
approach that is mission-oriented and provides opportunities for a realistic
representation of the operational environment and the desired force structure.

In the second chapter titled: Analysis of the system of fire training at the
Vasil Levski National Military University, Major Georgi Popov solves the
second research task. The author analyzes the constituent elements that make up

the system and the processes that take place in their interaction. On this basis, he
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determines the factors that affect the system. As a result of their analysis, areas
of their negative impact have been defined. This is followed by a study of the
changes in the curricula from 1990 to 2016.

The third research task is solved in the third chapter titled: Improving the
process of fire training at the Vasil Levski National Military University. Based
on the research, the results obtained from the first two chapters and conducted
experiments on the fields for improving the fire training with cadets are
systematized.

The dissertation work developed by Major Georgi Popov fully complies

with all requirements.

3. Characteristics of the scientific and scientifically applicable results
in the dissertation. Credibility of the work.

As a result of the developed dissertation work as research results of the
doctoral student I accept the following:

SCIENTIFIC RESULTS

1. The system for fire training at the Vasil Levski National Military
University has been studied.

2. Directions for improving the process of cadets’ fire training have been
identified.

5. Evaluation of publications on the dissertation and the authorship

Major Georgi Popov presents four publications related to the dissertation,
which are scientific reports. Of the presented publications, two are independent
and two co-authored. Two of them have been presented at international
conferences and two on a national level. The presented reports directly
correspond to the topic of the dissertation. My assessment of the author's
participation in the publications is that they are the result of Major Popov's
efforts. The publications demonstrate the ability to share scientific data,
formulate problems and present them in an appropriate style. I am convinced of
the author's participation in the publications of the dissertation. I have no joint

publications with the doctoral student.

6. Literary awareness and competence of the doctoral student

The author has used 106 literature sources and 4 internet sources. Of the
literary sources, 84 are in Cyrillic - Russian and Bulgarian authors. The other 22
are in Latin script. They are applied in the interest of the research, to confirm the
working hypothesis and achieve the goal of the dissertation. Their use
contributes to the veracity of facts, statements, and conclusions. In addition, they
contribute to increasing the doctoral student's knowledge of the scientific status
of the problem. Major Georgi Popov has the ability to creatively evaluate

literary material. This is proved by the developed dissertation.



7. Evaluation for the abstract

The abstract has been developed in accordance with the legal
requirements and the regulations for the acquisition of scientific degrees at the
Vasil Levski National Military University. It contains the main problems and
ways to solve them, indicated in the dissertation. It gives a complete picture of
the main points and proves the scientific value and practical applicability of the

results achieved by the author.

8. Critical remarks

Along with the positives in Major Popov's dissertation, some issues exist,
mostly related to the formulation of the conclusions to the individual chapters.
Some of them are general and do not correspond to the detail of the study and
the achieved results.

The dissertation and the abstract contain inaccuracies, repetitions,
editorial errors, and an unclear style of presentation. This in turn does not
diminish the scientific value of the development.

These shortcomings do not significantly affect the importance of the
contributions to the dissertation. The dissertation, developed by Major Popov, is
an in-depth scientific work of research on a topical issue with significant
scientific and applied contributions, proving the ability of the doctoral student to

independently develop important issues for theory and practice.

9. Personal impressions and other issues on which the reviewer
considers that they should make a note

My personal impressions are based on my joint work with the doctoral
student in the Department of Military Sciences. Major Popov is distinguished as
an officer with high general knowledge and in-depth professional training,

which is a good basis for his further development as a researcher.



10. Conclusion

The presented dissertation is an in-depth and completed scientific work
from the research of a topical problem with significant scientific and applied
contributions, proving the ability of the doctoral student to independently
develop important issues for theory and practice.

The research and the obtained results show that the working hypothesis is
fully confirmed and that increasing the efficiency of the fire training process can
be achieved by applying an adaptive approach to creating curricula relevant to

operational requirements and the use of modern technical instruments.

11. Evaluation of the dissertation

From the analysis of the work the conclusion that the dissertation has
scientific and applied contributions and complies with the Law on the
Development of Academic Staff in the Republic of Bulgaria and the regulations
for its implementation arises. I declare my positive assessment of the
dissertation work of Major Georgi Popov, titled Research of the Possibilities for
Improving the Methodology for Cadets’ Studying in Vasil Levski National
Military University on Fire Training, and suggest to the scientific jury award
Major Popov the educational and scientific degree “Doctor” in the field of
higher education 9. “Security and Defence”, professional field 9.2. “Military

Affairs”, in a doctoral program: “Organization and Management of the Armed
