1. Relevance and significance of the developed scientific problem

Major Georgi Popov's research is related to the study of the theory and
practice of revealing the links between the development of small arms and the
methodology of fire training. The topicality allows for a logical modeling of the
approach for the creation and improvement of training programs for the training
of servicemen in fire training.

The topic of the dissertation ,,Research of the Possibilities for Improving
the Methodology for Cadets’ Studying in Vasil Levski National Military
University on Fire Training* fully corresponds to the design, organization, and

implementation of research. The object and the subject of the research are
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correctly defined. The goal and the set tasks are well thought out, independent,
original and at the same time feasible. The chosen methodology for conducting
the research facilitates the realization of the set tasks. This hypothesis is
thoroughly considered and well reflected in the main chapters.

The dissertation of Major Georgi Popov consists of an introduction, three
chapters with conclusions, general conclusions and suggestions, a conclusion, a
list of abbreviations, 30 appendices, a list of references with 110 references, and
4 publications on the topic. The main research on the dissertation was
conducted at the Vasil Levski National High School. The total volume of the
work is 255 pages, of which 157 pages are the main text, 11 pages are the
bibliography, 92 pages of appendices and the declaration of originality, which
fulfills the generally accepted norms for dissertation for the educational and
scientific degree ,,Doctor.

The restrictions made are justified and appropriate.

The author has managed to balance the volume of the individual chapters,
which in his study are almost equal.

The introduction provides sufficient justification for the objective
prerequisites for conducting the study. The aim of the dissertation is ,,to reveal
the possibilities for optimizing the system of training cadets at the Vasil Levski
National High School in fire training and the methodology for its
implementation* corresponds to the topic. The formulated tasks are clear and do
not contradict the existing military theory.

The first chapter analyzes and systematizes the existing ideas about the
nature and purpose of fire training in several armies, during different historical
periods. Special attention is paid to these processes in the Bulgarian army. The
author systematically and reasonably analyzes the approaches for the
development of fire training.

The research is consistent and has a philosophical content. The research is

described logically by correctly dealing with the theory of the material part, the
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methodology of fire training and tactics. The conclusions from the first chapter
serve the set goal.

The second chapter examines the system of training in fire training at the
Vasil Levski National High School. The current state and trends of the fire
training system are presented. The main problems and challenges are presented
in detail. The conclusions from the second chapter serve the set goal.

Chapter three does not differ from the general spirit in which the proposed
material is written. The results of a practical-applied experiment for training
cadets in fire training are analyzed. A comparison of the obtained results with
those of the control group was performed. As a result, the effectiveness of the
training in advanced programs was assessed and the direction of improving the
educational material base of the Vasil Levski National High School was
identified. The methods used for the analysis of the results of the research in the
third chapter are correct and ensure the solution of the task set in the chapter.

The general conclusions and suggestions at the end of the dissertation

consider the implementation of the goal and tasks set by the author.

2. Evaluation of the scientific results and the contributions of the
dissertation.

It is required to emphasize that Major Georgi Popov uses a huge amount of
empirical material. This is one of the most striking merits of the dissertation
and, of course, the way in which the many studies used are subordinate to the
organization and objectives of the presented work. This gives a good
opportunity to the author to thoroughly and comprehensively explore the
problems of the methodology of training cadets in fire training.

In the presented dissertation I find the following:

Scientific results:

1. Directions for improving the process of training cadets in fire training

have been identified.
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Scientific and applied results:

1. A possibility for improvement of the system of training in fire training
in the National High School ,,Vasil Levski* by optimizing the curricula has
been proven.

2. Preparatory exercises have been introduced to build sensory-motor skills
related to the correct positioning of the body, handling weapons and equipment,
the ability to shoot from different positions, the skills to properly measure,
apply, breathe, work with the trigger to achieve more high degree of accuracy
and control in conducting fire with weapon.

3. The results of research, with a high degree of reliability, confirmed by
experiments, allow for:

- development of new programs for training in fire training of cadets.

- development of a methodology for the use of simulation systems, closely
integrated with the practical classes, with its own apparatus for evaluation of the
results obtained by the trainees.

- conducting additional research to be aimed at improving the system of
training in fire training at the National High School ,,Vasil Levski‘.

In the presented publications the candidate is the author of two, and in the
other two he is a co-author. Nevertheless, his personal handwriting and style
show that their content is the work of Major Georgi Popov. This proves that he
has gained considerable experience in research work and can develop problems
in military science.

The abstract in terms of volume and content meets the requirements
specified in the regulations. The author's claims for scientific and scientific-
applied contributions are declared in the paper, there is also a list of the doctoral

student's publications.

3. Critical remarks

There are some weaknesses in the dissertation.
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When formulating the conclusions, I recommend the author not to be too
shy and lexically sparing. His work is significant and favors the formulation of
significant in content and volume conclusions.

All this does not have a bad effect on work and should not be considered.

4. Conclusion

The scientific interests of M.Sc. Georgi Popov are also reflected in the
choice of the subject of the author's publications, as well as in his dissertation
»Research of the Possibilities for Improving the Methodology for Cadets’
Studying in Vasil Levski National Military University on Fire Training*. The
